‘The Sable I. was then 13 miles east of
Cape Race and Capt. Murley informs
u$ that the fog was as thick as mud.
He reached the scene of 'the wreck at
2'p.m. or nine hours and’a half ‘after
receiving th1 call. 'Capt. Murley
then learned that the Canadian Gov-
ernment steamer Staniey had been
there and left. All the . passengers
had been safely landed .jn lifeboats
at Bob’'s Cove, a half mile. away, about
an hour after the Norwégian went
ashore. The erew were still standing
by the wrecked steamer; which was
in an apparently hopeless condition.
She was lying on the rocks parallel
to -the shore, perfectly tupright. The
ship’s bottom must have been badly
ripped as every hold was full of wa-
ter, though the engine Room was ten-
able. The Sable I. wajted and took
on board 97 men, women and chil-
dren, who were takeny' from their
place of refuge in boats, This task
was accomplished withput difficulty,
as the sea was fortunaigly calm. The
Sable I. then proceeded to St. John's
getting here at 7.30 this morning.

ARRIVAL AND QUARTERING,  OF
SURVIVORS.

Immediately on arrival the refugees
were given quarters at the King
George Fifth Seamen’s Institute with
the officials of which arrangements
had been effected by the Gdvernment,
acting on behalf of Mr. Tasker Cook,
Norwegian Consul, who i§ at the
scene of the wreck, for the housing
of the strangers. In almost incredib-
ly quick time, Mrs. Jones and her
energetic assistants at the Institute
had a sumptuous meal prepared for
the 97 survivers, who were soon made
happy and comfortable.

Within two hours after notice had
been given, the employees of the Reid
Nfid.~Co. had a train - consisting of

already mentioned, 1,117 persomns, in-
cluding 841 passengers and 276 of a
crew. Six hundred and nineteen sur-
vivors have reached the city by train
and 97 by steamer, making a total of
716 to arrive here. There are yet 125
passengers to be accounted for; and
these will be brought here by the s.s.
Prospero, which in company wi‘.h the
Portia, is now at the wreck.
According to late messages tg hand
to-day, the chances of refloating the
stranded steamer are gloomyi Her
condition is such that with the first
rough sea she will probably be dash-
ed to pieces. The bottom of the ship
is badly tern by the jagged rocks and
she is full of water. ]

A Swedish man, accompaniéd by
his wife and two small children, the
latter aged 2 years and 3 months,
said he was returning to the Old
Country on a visit to his parents after
an absence of twelve years. Practi-
cally all he possessed in the way of
clothing and valuables was on the
doomed ship. The mother, who spoke
broken English, said her children had
not eaten a bite since Saturday night
and were then crying from hunger.

We also learn from passengers that
a Finnish woman gave birth to a
child shortly after landing.

A young child among the passen-
gers, suffering from measles, was re-
moved to the fever hospital, Signal
Hill.

A Swedish woman, dangerously ill,
was taken in the ambulance to the
General Hospital and grave fears are
entertained for her recovery.
