How Li Hung OChang Disposed of the
Procious @ift of a Wealthy Friend.

The reappearance of Li Hung Chang
in the ficld of international politics
relvalis vivediy ihe last time that he
figured prominently when some of his
peculiarities and the circumstances
wihich surrounded his wvisit to Eng-
land came near injuring the prospects
of his country.

When Li was in London four years
ago he occupied Holford House, one of
the most palatial residences in the
British metropolis. The Oriental Bis-
marek’s rvetinue, however, did not ad-
mire the English style of architecture
and decorations, and showed their
contempt f{or all this magnificance in
various ways. For instance, they
coolked their indescribable eatables on
the drawing room floor and cast the
fragments where they pleased. They
played «Chinese leap-frog with the
priceless Chippendale furniture. They
decorated the wails withh designs of
their own. They rearranged the hang-
ings and upholsiery. In fact, they en-
joyed themselves so much that when
thcy departed the owner of the house
put in a bill for $50,000 to the British
government for repairs and fumiga-
tion.

Among Li's most frequent visitors
was Mr. Panmure Gordon, of Panmure
Gorden, Hill & Co., one of the most
prominent L.ondon brokerage houses,
The cause of the intimacy was that
the Chinese diplomat was endeavoring
to float a Chinese loan for $80,000,000,
end the broker was assisting him.
Panmure Gordon, Hill & Co. were act-
ing as brokers for ithe Hong Kong &
Shanghai banking corporation, which
institution was primarily interested in
the proposed loan. ’

In the maiter of magnificance Mr.
Gordon is only to be surpassed by Earl
14 himse.f. He had the distinction at
the time of being the only man in
England who owned a private railroad
car with a kitchen attached, in which
he rode every day from his home—350
miles away—io the city. Mr. Gordon
had one great hobby—collle dogs. He
was president of the Collie Club, end
would have been ready to sacrifice tne
well bLeing of all his wife’'s relations
to further the interests of these sa-
gacious animals.

After varnious conferences Mr. Gor-
don had wundertaken to seek public
sulbscriptions for the loan and nothing
further was necessary than the sig-
nature of a few documents.

1i Hung
Chang duly received the quadruped,
for which he returned thanks in the
following terms in his letter:
