Interesting Meetings Held at
Dutton.

Report and Debate on the Temperanoe
Question—Importance of Women's
Woik in the Church—Status
ol the London East
Bession.

The Presbytery of London met in Knox
Church, Dutton, on Monday, at 4:30 p.m.
Rév. J. Currie, Belmont, moderator. - Ar
rangements were made for the induction of

a.m., the Rev. N. Lindsay, of Lobe, to
preach, Rev. A, Henderson to preside and
address the minister, and Rev. D. Currie
to address the people,
Leave was granted to moderate calls to
Delaware and Caradoe, Rodney, Kintyre,
Dunwich, Rev. J. Ballantyne was ap-
pointed to address the Preésbyterial meet-
ing of the W. ¥. M. S. at Knox Church,
St. Thomas, on Feb. 15.
A communication was read from the
clerk of Sarnia Presbytery anent the ré-
ception of the congregation of East Wil-
linms into that Presbytery.
In the evening the reports on the “State
of Religion” and “Temperance” were pre-
sented and o conference held. Rev. T
Wilson, Dutton, convener, presented the
report on ‘‘State of Redigion,” reviewing
the reportasent in by the several sessionk.
It was stated that as far as the London
Preshytery was concerned, the wom:n had
got far heyond “‘keeping silence in the
churches.” ~One session went as far asto
declare that they could not do half the
work they were doing if it was not tor
their ladies’ organizations, In conclusion,
the convener gaid that the summary of the
work in the Presbytery might weil cause
us to say, whatever discouraging features
were presented *‘the Lord hath done great
things for us, whereof we are glad.” 'The
recommendations were simply: 1. That
the blanks on the state of religion ghould
be distributed by the Presbytery’s con-
vener., 2. That sessions shonld be more
careful and prompt in filling out ihe
answers to the guestions asked. A third
recommendation was introduced by Mr.
Currie, of Glencoe, to the eflect that min-
jsters shou!d bring the matter of early
JJosing Letore their people, and that an
hould be made in common with
other denominations to hold their stated
sorvices on the same night of the weels.
