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GAUDATR AND JOENSON

Careers' of the Great Aquatic
Champions Who Will Meet on
Dominion Day.

How the World’s Honers Have
Been Held Sinee the Earliest
Records.

Vancouver, June 22.—The presence of the
world’s champion oarsman, practising daily
on Vancouver harbor, lends new interest to
the great aquatic event which will be the
1main feature of the Dominion Day celebra-
tion sports Lkere. Gaudaur to-day met with
an unfortunate accident, striking a log and
splitting his new Ruddick shell, but he be-
lieves it can be satisfactorily repaired.
The records of the two men, given below,
show how great is the reputation of each,
and the likelihood of a rare struggle for
the mastery: .

Gaudaur was born In Orillia, Ont., on
April 4th, 1858, and Is, therefore, 40 years
of age. His professional career has ex-
tended over 28 years, he having rowed his
tirst _pace at the age of 17. Since that
per% contests have been many and his
fortunes varled. He has participated In
over cﬁ. contests, and has won about 65
per of these. On June 12, 1886, he
defeated Teemer at Pullman for the cham-
pionship of America. At White Bear Lake
the same year he defeated Téemer and
Hamm, and made the best record over a
three-mile course up to that time—19:54.
On September 18 the same year he rowed
his famous race with Beach, the Aus-
tralian, for the world’s championship and
$5, a side, on the Thames, England.
This time Gaudaur was beaten over a 4%-
mile course in 22:29, by a short half boat-
length. It was the greatest contest which
ever took place in the hlstor{ of aquaties.
At four miles—Barnes’ Bridge—Gaudaur
was half a length in the lead, and his
coacher's stupidity lost him the race. He
was directed to deviate from his course
when he should have gone straight through
the middle span. Beach, coached by Harry
I. Kelly, the English oarsman, who knew
every foot of the river, kept straight on
and went through the midle span, and on
pulling out it was seen that both men were
om equal terms, but Beach was fagged.
Kelly then shouted to Beach, ‘‘ Gaudaur is
done,” and so he was. Beach, scarcely able
to sit in his boat, feebly paddled ahead of
Gaudaur, and won the race. Beach then
said, “I would have been defeated but for
Kelly’s shout of encouragement.” During
Gaudaur's career he has been twice de-
feated by O’Connor in singles. At Stur-
geon Point O’Connor won by’ hardly a
length, . while at San Francisco Gaudaur
swamped in a matched race with O!Connor
before he had gone a dozen strokes.

At Austin, in . 1893, Gaudaur defeated
Stanbury for the world’s championship, as
well as Peterson, Hanlan, Teemer and Ten
Tyck. In 1894 he vanquished Peterson,
after a stern chase, finishing in 19:01. On
September 18, 1894, he rowed James Stan-
bury for the world’s_championship over the
Thames course, and won easily. Since
then he has only rowed one matched race,
against Rogers, of Orillia, May 24, 1897,
for the championship of America. He won
in 19:54. 5

The most striking feature in Gaudaur's
career is the fact that he has captured five
records. Since 1896 he has held the world’s
record fot three miles. At White Lake,
ed in 19:54. At Pull-
man, Ill., May 30, 1887, in 13:32; at Du-
luth, July 25, 1890, in 19:31; at Austin,
June 10, 1893, in 19:06; and again at Aus-
tin in 1894 in 19:01. He_held the cham-

ionship of America from June 12, 1886, to
g uly 23, 1887, and from the time of O’Con-
nor's death, in 1892, to the present time.

VANCOUVER’S ASPIRANT.

R. N. Johnston is 27 years of age, a na-
tive of St. Stephen, New Brunswick. He
camé to Vancouver in 1890, but did no row-
jng until 1891, when he sat in a shell for
the first time. That fall he rowed in a re-
gatta in New Westminster against three
competitors, winnin easily. This race
brought him into local preminence, and
even at that time the lovers of aquatics

icked him out as a coming champion.

ancouver on July 1, 1802, he won a single
scull race in a field of four starters. At
New Westminster, in the fall of the same
year, he finished first, winning from four
competitors. _In Victoria, May 24, 1893,
he won the Provincial championship cup.
In Vancouver, on July 1, 1893, he succumb-
ed to Quackenbush, of Portland, but he
had just before this race finished a very
hard won four-oared contest, so that he
competed in the single-scull event tired
out, and on August 6, 1894, he defeated
Quackenbush at Lake Washington bg 10
lengths, in a matched race for the cham-
pionship of the Coast. On July 27, 1895,
at Saratoga, he was beaten by Dr. McDow-
ell. He claimed a false start. At Hamil-
ton, Ont., the next month, in the Canadian
Association regatta, he beat the field by 10
.lengths, McDowell being one of the com-
petitors. The same fall he rowed a match
race with Ryan, of Toronto, and won eas-
ily. On August 31, 1896, he rowed a
mateh race with McDowell at Vancouver,
and’ again proved his superiority.

This ended Johnson’s career as an ama-
teur, for on the following day, September
1, he entered in the single-scull race
against Alex. McLean, of Australia—the
one-time champion of the world, and three
other professionals. McLean and Johnson
distanced the others, Johnson winning
from the Australian by about five lengths,
with comparative ease. In 1897 the Van-
couverite went east to his native province,
and rowed a match race with H. McCor-
mick, of St. John, N. B. Johnson did the
course of three miles in 19:33, winning the
race easily. At Digby, N. 8., in a regatta
in which McKay, Lovett and McCormick
were opposed to him, he again proved vic-
torious. On October 26, 1897, he won the
championship of the Maritime Provinces
of Canada from four other competitors.
Upon his return to Vancouver, early this
spring, he showed such a turn of speed
that his admirers decided to make an effort
to pit him against Gaudaur, the champion
of the world. Johnson is already trained
down to his rowing weight—165 pounds,
stripped. Out of glmqtlce he weighs 190
pounds, so that s training has been

severe, He is built for speed and endur-
ance, and a square jaw, denoting de-
termination. He does not drink or smoke
at any timpe, having devoted the last five

years of his life to his pet hobby of some

y ming champion of the world.
There is thirteen years difference in the
ages of the two competitors for world’s
championship honors, with the advantage
in favor of the British Columbia man.

THE RETAIL MARKETS.

‘Wheat and Flour Market Reported Easier—
- New Produce—Scarcity of Fish.

Quotations on wheat and flour are depre-
ciating, having dropped from 75c. to $1 on
flour per barrel. The tendency of prices
is still downward, and advance is not look-
ed for again for some months. The season
thus far has been marked by a large sup-
ply of fruit. At present there is a scar-
city of fish, due to the absence of fishermen
on the Fraser and in the north. Cherries
have been in the market for several weeks,
but it is only now that the local crop can
be said to be coming in. Shipments of
tropical fruits, which arrived on the Mio-
wera, have added much to the stocks of
fruit stalls during the last week. The
bananas, on arriving, were a little green,
but the balance of the fruit was found to
be in good condition. The hay prospects
a week ago were better than at present.
Farmers are now ready to cut, but the
weather has been unfavorable, because of
the slight rain.

HE DIED QUICKLY.

George Macdonald Found Dead in the
Lavatory of the California Hotel.

An eccentric character known as
George Macdonald met death suddenly in
the California hotel yesterday morning.
He had gone into the lavatory of the
hotel early in the morning and some time
afterwards was found lying there dead.
There was a large bruise on the side of
the head and the face was slightly
scratched. From the evidence given by
Dr. Fraser at the inquest it seems ap-
parent that Macdonald had fallen against
the wall of the lavatory striking his
head, the blow being sufficient to cause
cerebral hemorrhage resulting in death.

25| As it -was impossible to get anyone in

time for the inquest to swear to the
identity of the dead man, the inquest was
adjourned till Friday afternoon. Mac-
donald was as man about 60 years old
and had been a ship carpenter. He was
a strange sort of character and. lived by
himself in the old powder magazine at
the foot of Catharine street, which he
had fitted up as a habitation. He had

2 been acting rather strangely for the past

few days and as he hdd been a pretty
freé drinker and frequently on a sprce
his constitution was much «weakened.
Besides in a man of his age the blood ves-
sels break more easily than in younger
people. There does not appear to be the
least suspicions of foul play. Macdon-
ald comes from New Brunswick, but had
lived in this province for a great many
years,

NEWSPAPER MEN.
Press Associations of Wisconsin and
Minnesota Will Visit Victoria.
Among the arrivals last night by the
Charmer was Mr. Will J. White, of
Ottawa, representing the department of
the interior. His mission is one that
will be of decided advantage to British
Columbia. It is to prepare for the an-
proaching visit of the Wisconsin and
Minnesota - Press Associations which
through Mr. White’s efforts have been
induced to make the trip through West-
tern Canada this year in preference to
going to Texas. Winnipeg, Brandon,
Regina and Calgary have already prem-
ised to give the Americgn newspaper
men a warm welcome and Mr. White,
who is himself a newspaper man, was
formerly head of the Brandon Sun. He
is in Victoria to see the Mayor and
members of the board of trade and other
prominent people in regard to the visit,
The Minnesota association, which will
have among the men who make the trip
Mr. Fred Driscoll, of the Pioneer Press;
H. P. Hall, of the St. Paul Globe, and
J. Adam . Bede, the humorist, starts
from St. Paul on July 7th and will
reach Victoria about .the 13th, 200
strong. The Wisconsin association will
have no less than three ex-governors in
their party, two of the three being Geo.
W. Peck, known the world over for
“Peck’s Bad Boy,” and ex-Governor
Hoard, the dairy authority, “Hoard’s
Dairyman” being one of the best known
papers of the kind on the continent.
The Wisconsin party will number 175
and each association travels by a special
train. The Minnesota association have
chosen for their badge the Canadian
coat of arms with the Union Jack on
one side and the Stars and Stripes on
the other. Mr. White speaks of the very
friendly feeling towards everything Brit-
ish now felt by the people of the United
States and in the present state of kindly
sympathy between Canada and the Unit-
ed States the trip of the newspaper men
will be of immense benefit especially in
advertising the province well.

WILL VISIT SEATTLE.

Nothing in the Way of the Proposed
Visit of the Fifth Regiment to
the Sound.

The Fifth regiment will visit Seattle
on the Fourth of July and join in the
celebration of America’s national holi-
day. Word was received from Ottawa
yesterday by Col. Prior, which justified
him in making the announcement, just
a few preliminaries having to be gone
through before the formal permission is
forwarded. The permission of the
Washington government for the landing
of “armed British troops” at Seattle has
already been received by the authorities
of that city and yesterday Mr. E. C.
Neufelder, the chairman of the celebra-
tion committee; J. A. Nadeau and A. T.
Ambrose came over to complete the ar-
rangements with Col. Prior.

Seattle bears the entire expense of the
visit and the question of transportation
is consequently in the hands of the cele-
bration committee. The officers of the
Vancouver battalion desired the Victoria
companies to remain there after the First
of July celebration and go down by train,
but this would occupy too much time,
so the Vietorians will go to Vancouver
on the morning of the first, return the
same evening and leave on Sunday even-
ing for Seattle, spending Monday in that
city.

ENDORSED BY LANSDOWNE.,

Secretary for War Gives Reason’s for
Mr. Chamberlain’s Alliance Sug-
gestions,

London, June 22.—The Marquis of
Lansdowne, secretary of state for war,
addressing the Consevative Unionists of
London this evening, endorsed the re-
cent Birmingham speech of the secretary
of state for the colonies in which Mr.
Chamberlian expressed the opinion that
the day would come when the Stars and
Stripes and Union Jack would wave to-
gether- over an Anglo-Saxon alliance.
Lord Lansdowne said he found nothing
in Mr. Chamberlain’s speech to offend
the common sense or patriotism of the
people of Great Britain. “We should be
wanting in foresight,” he continued, “if
we failed to realize that the time might
come when out revenues would no longer
flow so freely, when the British taxpay-
ers would grow weary of building more
and more battleships and raising more
and more battalions, and when, whether
we liked or not we might have to con-
sider whether we could afford to stand

.has. If, as S

Lord Lansdowne insisted that it was
in the highest degree desirable that the
colonies should .be emcouraged to take
a more active share in the defense of the
Empire. There was nothing ridiculous
in the idea of a closer friendship with
America. To his mind there could be
no more inspiring idea than such an
understanding between two Rations
sprung from the same race and having
S0 many common interests, nations which
together were predominant in the world’s
commerce and industry. Was there any-
thing preposterous, he asked, in the
hope that these two nations should be
found, -he could not say in a hard- and
fast alliance of offence and defence, but
closely connected in their diplomacy, ab-
solutely frank and unreserved in their
international concerns, and ready wher-
ever the affairs of the world were threat-
ened with disturbance to throw their in-
fluence in to the same scale?

“Depend upon it,” said Lord Lans-
downe, in conclusion, ”these are ne idle
dreams or hazy aspirations.

NEWSIOF THE CAPITAL

(From Our Own Correspondent).

Ottawa, June 22.—Although only rep-
resentatives of the Dominion and On-
tario and Quebec provinces were at the
fisheries conference to-day, the conclu-
sions reached, based on the recent judg-
ment of the judicial committee, are of
far-reaching importance to all the prov-
inces. The decision largely disintegrates
the fisheries department and muddles the
question of jurisdiction. It was con-
ceded at the meeting that hereafter the
provinces will have the right to issue
licenses for fishing in definite loeations,
as for instance, with pound nets. Fees
will be collectable and retainable by the
provinces but in addition the Dominion
has the right to impose a tax. 'Thus
the effect may be that the provinces will
say charge a license fee for pound nets,
and then the Dominfon impose a tax on
each license. How some of the prov-
inces will collect the fees is a puzzle.
Ontario has no machinery, but Quebec
ir Louis Davies contem-
plates, all the fishery officers for inland
waters  are given their conge, the local
governments will have ‘to create a small
army of officials to carry out the law.

The protection of the fisheries on the
great lakes and seaboards will be contin-
ued by’ the federal government. The
pommlon government will also continue
in control of the salmon fisheries of
British Columbia, and the sea fisheries
on the Atlantic and Pacific Coasts, and
of lobster fishing, but the Maritime Prov-
inces will have absolute control of the
oyster fishery, with power to issue leases
and licenses, this class of fishery being
defined as a fixed location.

THE LANDING IN CUBA.

day While Bombardment Div-
verted Spanish Attention.

Santiago to Be Attacked on Two
Sides Landwards While Ships
Co-operate.

‘Washington, June 22.—To-day, just a
week after the United States troops left
Torgua bay, they began to disembark
on Cuban soil, landing in formation at
two points so as to aattack Santiago
in the rear and at the side with the navy
to help the work in front. Thus the
military invasion of Cuba may be said
to have fairly begun, for though the
United States marines were the first of

e regular forces to land upon Cuban
soil! their purpose after all was not in-
vasion but the establishment of a naval
base and a base for the cal.e station,
in both of which they were eminently
successful. To the regular troops was
left the beginning of the formidable task
of invading Cuba in force by land.

Just at the close of office hours a brief
cablegram came to the war department
from Lieut.-Colonel Allan. It had been
expected all day. To the surprise of the
officers the cablegram was dated .ot
Guantanamo but a place called Playa
del Este, about twenty miles west of
Guatanamo bay, and about half the dis-
tance between that and Santiago bay.
Its exact wording is withheld but the
Statement was authorized that it said
the troops were landing and that pre-
parations had been made to attack San-
tiago at the side and rear.

The delay in receiving further cable
communications after the first of last
evening is thus explained ‘‘The lines
were being carried westward probably
to be nearer the point selected as the
landing place in Cuba.” In his despatch
Lieut.-Colonel Allan say that he had
heard nothing official from General Shaf-
ter or Admiral Sampson. This is ac-
counted for readily by his instructions.
He was told specifically” by Genera)
Miles in a cablegram yesterday not to
embarrass General Shafter by any® un-
necessary questions. Thus it will be
seen, to the delight of all true soldiers,
that General Shafter, like Admiral
Sampson, is not to be tied by exact
orders from Washington, but is @llowed
the widest liberty of action in the be-
lief that he being en the ground is cap-
able of judging best the propriety of pro-
jected movements.

There seems to be no
doubt that Mr. Chamberlain is dissatis-
fied with his present position, and if af-
fairs in the Far East and in West Af-
rica take the turn expected, he will not
remain in the cabinet to share the ship-
wreck of a policy he never approved.
What ever may be the outcome, a dis-
quieting idea is undoubtedly prevalent in
Conservative circles that Mr. Chamber-
lain contemplates some  sensational
move, and the extent to which this is
credited shows how Mr. Chamberlain
can count upon Tory confidence.
