GOLDEN GATE

Pacific Mail Steamer Plunges to the Bottom
Carrying More Than a Hundred
People to Their Death.

Goes

Rio de Janeiro in a Dense Fog Strikes Hidd:n
-Rock and in Twenty Minutes

Down.

San Francisco, Feb, 22.—The Pacific
Mail steamer Rio de Janeiro ran on &
hidden rock while entering the Golden
Gate early this morning in a dense fog.
She sank in a few minutes after strik-
ing.

It is thought that nearly 122 persons
were drowned, but it is impossible to
ascertain the exact number, owing to
the fact that Purser John Rooney, who
had the passenger list and roster of the
crew, is among the missing.

Ten bodies were recovered—two white
women, one white man and seven Chi-
nese.

The most prominent passengers on the
steamer were Rounsaville Wildman,
United States consul at Hongkong, who,
‘was accompanied by his wife and two
children. It is thought all - were
drowned.

The ship was in command of Pilot
Frederick Jordan when she struck. He
was rescued. Capt. William Ward went
down with his vessel.

As nearly as can be learned, there
were 201 people on board the Rio de
Janeiro, as follows:

HOW IT HAPPENED.

The Rio Janeiro was three days over-
due from Hongkong, via Honolulu, when
she arrived off the Heads last night, and
the dense fog prevailing at the time in-
duced Pilot Jordan to bring her to
anchor until he could see his way clear
thwough the gateway. She lay to until
about 4:30 o’clock this morning the at-
mosphere cleared and  she started
towards Point Bonito. All went well
until 5:40 o’clock, when she struck.
Most of the passengers were below at
the time, and it is believed many were
drowned in their berths:

C. Carpenter was picked up. The fate
of-Holand is not known, but he is sup-
posed te have perished. g
A number of Italian fishermen who
were just starting out this morming saw
the sinking of the ship, and also ren-
dered every assistance in their power.

A PANIC.

While all this, was going on, Capt.
Ward was directing the passengers and
trying to keep them from panic. He
suceceeded only partially, as many of the
terrified people rushed to the railings
and jum overboard. Some of these
were picked up; . others were drowned.
The Chinese crew, to the number of
more than 100, was terrorized. Some
of them huddled in little groups, chat-
tering in fear.” Others crouched close

to the deck, moaning pitifully. Many
Jumped into the sea, . Capt. Ward .re-

’

mained on deck until the vessel had
settled to such an extent that the water
was engulfing him. Then he went up on
the bridge, and from there continued to
igssue his directions, although by tis
time the confusion was so great th:t
few paid any attention to his commands.

SANK QUICKLY.

‘That the steamer sank almost imme-
diately after striking is the report of a
majority of those rescued. Some of the
passengers say that she instantly listed
forward, and that in five minutes sie
went down, while others declare that
she stayed afloat for half an hour after
she struck,

The wreck lies about three-fourths of
a mile south of Fort Point, and about
1,000 yards off the rocky shore. The
smokestack and a portion of the upper:
works of the ill-fated vessel are visible.

There' are several conflicting stories:
concerning the fate of Capt. Ward. The
steward of the Rio says that he stood
beside the captain when the vessel went'
down. Two other survivors say they
saw t_he captain to the last, but der-
ick Landstrom,_the quartermaster of the
vessel, emphatically ‘declared that Capt.

Capt. Ward had been in the emplo;
of the Pacific Mail Steamship Compang
for many years. He first entered the
service as a cadet on the steamship
Tokio, and in 1888 was assigned to the
command of the Rio de Janeiro. Later
he was transferred to the Peru and then
to the China, then to the City of Pekin.
He was placed in charge of the Rio de
Janeiro again, and has been three years
and a half on the ship. <Capt. Ward
was 35 years old and a native of North
Carolina. A sister and two brothers
are residents of Raleigh.

Capt. Frederick W. Jordan, the pilot
of the Rio, was rescued by an Italian-
fishing boat. :
