Ottawa, Nov. 26—The text of the Im­

perial despatch in reference to the or­
ganization of another mounted contin­
gent from Canada for South Africa was 
furnished to the press this afternoon by 
Major Maude, military secretary to His 
Excellency.

TRAIN ROBBER CONFESSES. “^ .“ar^y

Mystery of Bold-Op on Great Northern jg&StSS to
Being Explained. a hospital at Peru, Ihd.

Along the track long lines of burned 
bogies lie covered with blankets, present­
ing a gruesome sight. It may be that 
the exact number of killed, or who they 
are, will perer be known. At present 
it is impossible to get anything resem­
bling a list of injured or dead from 
Seneca.

It is said here that the accident was 
the result of a misunderstanding of or­
ders. It is reported in Seneca that No. 
4 should have waited at Seneca station 
and No. 13 should have taken the sid­
ing. This was not done; then the crash 
came.

The net result is that one whole train, 
No. 13, is burned, the engines are com­
plete wrecks on both trains, and on No. 
4, the coaches between the dining and 
fhe baggage cars are crushed into kind­
ling wood.

The brigantine Blakely has been pur­
chased by the Pacific Development & 
Exploration company, formed here for 
the purpose of seeking the Cocos island 
treasure. The Blakely, which was en­
gaged in the Cape Nome trade this sea­
son, is now at Fairhaven, where she will 
be placed on the beach and painted and 
overhauled before being brought to Vic­
toria about the end of this week. Capt. 
Fred. Hackett, who is to command the 
Blakely, Capt. Whidden, who will be 
mate, and some of the crew of the 
brigantine, are at Fairhaven waiting to 
bring the vessel to Victoria. The sale 
of stock in the local company formed 
for the recovery of the large treasure, 
is reaching targe proportions, and with­
in a few weeks it is expected that the 
shores will all be sold, and a month is 
expected to see the Blakely on her way 
to Cocos island.

Capt. Hackett will command the 
Blakely and Justin Gilbert and D. M. 
Bnyenrt are going to Cocos island on 
her to operate the gold-finding instru­
ments, which have been tested before 
many Victorians. These Instruments 
are expected to reveal the location of 
the treasure, and then the ship’s com­
pany will dig for it. The treasure has 
been usually estimated at thirty mil­
lions, but according to a letter received 
by the company, there is one man in 
Chicago, a director of the Chicago & 
Southwestern railway, who estimates 
the buried treasure as $60,000,000.

This Chicago man, Mr. Giroux, writes 
that he has in his possession the con­
fession of one of the two surviving 
members of the crew of the bark which 
hid the treasure, and of his escape after­
wards to the Sandwich islands, whence 
he went in a Sailing ship to San Fran­
cisco, and thence worked his way to the 
Great Lakes. He gives the location 
of the treasure trove by compass, land­
marks, rocks, depth and other details, 
with the number of boxes of treasure 
buried, the value of which he estimates 
at $60.000,000.

Another letter received by the Pacific 
Exploration & Development company 
from one of those who went with the 
Van Bramer expedition of 1809-70, gives 
some very authentic information regard­
ing the treasure, for it tells of how some 
San Francisco merchants interested in 
the scheme secured a transcript of the 
evidence at the trial of 'the officers of 
the British vessel which buried the 
pirates’ treasure there, with copies of 
the ship’s log, etc. An outline of the 

"history of the burial of this treasure is 
as follows . “During the year 1823 an 
English cruiser stationed on the coast 
made the capture of this coin and bni- 
*ion from Spanish vessels and denosited 
it on this island, with the intention of 
dividing it among themselves. As there 
was no war at that time between Eng­
land and Spain, it was an a et of piraev 
and was so reported to the British gov­
ernment. which its» soon followed by 
the rapture hv other English shins, and 
the officers and crew were taken to Eng­
land, and were tried for the offence. 
come of the instigators executed and 
the remainder sent to Australia to the 
pern! colony. One of these parties 
came to San Francisco about 1833 and 
told the story there, and exhibited what 
they claimed to be a correct chart of 
the location of the deposit. Some of 
the Front and Battery streets mer­
chants, with others, sent to England and 
succeeded in obtaining a transcript of 
the trial and a copy of some parts of 
the ship’s log book. They also obtained 
proof that the partv in Sau Francisco 
was on the vessel at the time of her cap­
ture and was among the number sent to 
Australia. They then wrote to Aus- 
tvaün. and followed the history up to 
the time of sailing for this coast. A 
company was then formed and a ves­
sel sent to the islnud^-with this party to 
direct them in their search, but they did 
not succeed in getting the treasure, and 
for reasons which I believe I thorough­
ly understand.

“The island is of volcanic formation 
and very rough and mountainous. The 
deposit was made in a deep canyon only, 
a few hundred yards from the beach. 
At the time the deposit was made they 
put down a shaft by the side of one of 
the steep rock sides just deep enough to 
cover the tunnel which thev put into 
the rock about 35 feet. " The chart 
plainly indicates the elevation upon 
which the work was done. Since that 
rime the canyon has filled 50 or 60 feet 
above this point and all the prospect­
ing work has been done with the idea 
that the level of the canyon has remain­
ed the same. This marking of the chart 
indicating the elevation was never un­
derstood by any of the parties who have 
prospected there, although the party 
from Australia, who went down with 
them several times, always told them 
that the tunnel was-jpade in lava rock, 
whereas all the work has been done in 
the grey rock which overlies the lavft on 
all parts of the island where the rock 
is exposed.”

SCHOONER LONG STRANDED.

ex-Starviug Passengers dn United States
