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Conspiracy
~ Is Alleged

Sensational Development in the
Case of the Murder of
Man Quan.,

Leading Chinese Involved ia the
Charge of Securing False
Evidence.

Excitementin Chinatown Caused
by Arrests- -Evidence in
Police Court.

One of the biggest sensations on rec-
ord was sprung upon the inhabitants of

Chinatown on Friday night. 1t arose
from the now famous case of the Chi-
nese theatre manager, Man Quan, who
was killed during a fight at the theatre,
and for which crime Wong On and
Wong Gow were found guilty of murder
and sentenced to death. Mr. W. J. Tay-
lor, K. C., counsel for the prisoners, ob-
tained an order from the Full court for
a re-trial of his clients on a technical
point involving -an omission in the trial
judge’s direction to the jury, and the
two prisoners temporarily, at least, es
caped the hangman. The new trial is
set down for hearing at the Fall As-
sizes, which commence tomorrow morn-
ing before.Mr. Justice Martin. It is
quite possible, however, that in view of
the latest development in the case, the
trial will be postponed. ’ ¥
It was 'this latest development that
caused tremendous excitement in China-
town on Friday night.  Aftep the trial
of” Wong On and Wong Gow, Mr. Tay-
lor came into possession of certain in-
formation that he did not possess be-
fore, namely the names of the men who
were present in Man Quan’s room at the
theatre on the 31st of January last and
at the time when the fight occurred
which resulted in Man Quan’s death.
While Mr. Taylor had reason to believe
that his clients were not there at all,
he could not discover -who had been
present. This information was brought
him when it was too late, umless he
could obtain a new trial. In this, how-
ever, he was successful. Aneother piece
of information which he required also
was forthcoming. He had set up as
part of the defence ntcontshmmcy on éhe
part of the witnesses for the prosecution
to give false evidenee against Wotig On
and Wong Gow in grder to secure their
couviction, .~ But he could not support
the plea by any evidence of ive.

Dai Bo" also were gathered in before
long, but Haw Fat Chuug apparently
smelt a rat and is said to have escaped
from the police by climbing over the
roof. He, too, was eventually captured.
The others have not yet been located.

The news of tuese doings spread with
lightDing rapidity through natown.
All of the men arvested are comparative-
ly prominent men among the Chinese,
and the charge itself was recognized to
be of a very serious character, “Extra
Specials” were posted on the bulletin
boards and eventually a big meeting ' of
prominent men was called in the joss
house. So great was the excitement that
the crowd besieéging the place for admis-
sion could not be handled and the police
were telephoned for to assist in keeping
order. Sergt. Hawton with sevefal offi-
cers went to the joss ‘house and had a
warm time looking after the mob. The
meeting was called to consider the ar-
rest of the four alleged conspirators and
some very fluent speeches were delivered
to the assembled crowd. Unfortunately,
there being no reporter on the staff of
the Colonist acquainted with Chinese,
the drift of these undoubtedly interest-
ing addresses cannot be given to the
publie. But the proceedings, which
were even of a more animated character
than those at the convention of Liberals
of the city, in progress at the same time,
afforded ample evidence  that the latest
development in the Chinese theatre mur-
der case is full of interest to the popula-
tion of Chinatown.

The four men arrested were brought
up in the police court yesterday morning:
before Magistrate Hall. They were
represented by Mr. George Powell and
Mr, W. Moresby, and Mr. W. J. Taylor,
K. C., with Mr, Twigg, appeared for the
proseecution. Witnesses were ordered out
of court. s

In opening the case for the prosecu-
tion Mr. Taylor briefly referred to the
history of the case of the murder of
Man Quan. He. then proceeded to state
that investigations made since the trial
of Woug On and Wong Gow had resunlt-
ed in the disclosure of a conspiracy en-
tered iuto by some of the witnesses for
the Crown and other persons to secure
the comvictiou of On and ‘Gow on false
evidence. He would " call witnesses
who would show without any doubt that
they had been approached by the ac-
cused and offered sums of money to give
false evidence. The reason for this con-
spiracy would be shown, and it would be
found to be due to the fact that Wong
Gow was a witness for the Crown in
a prosecution invelving one of the ac-
cused. He ‘had witnesses to put in the
box who had been present on the occa-
sion of the fighting at the theatre which
led to the death of Man Quan, and who
would tell the court who were present
on that occasion and how the tragedy

Peace Congress at Loncluding
Sesslon Makes Protest
Agalanst War.

Boston, Mass., Oct. 8—~The interna-
tional peuce congress, which was brougut
to a ciose here today, in the opinion of
the delegates, has done much towards
the attainment of universal-peace.

The congress was adjourned today to
continue its work in 1905 at Lucerne,
Switzerland. el

Such subjects as the responsibilities
of ‘educators in creating right®ideals of
international dealings, the menace to the
world through the exploitation of weak-
er by stronger peoples, and the duties of
the working and business men in the
peace movement, 'were discussed in addi-
tion to the topics more closely identined
with the immediate objéct of the con-
gress.

Besides adopting. réselutions de-
nouuncing war apd calling for the crea-
tion or international obligatory arbitra-
tion treaties, the congress passed .upon
specihe condstions. Oue of its last acts
was to ‘recomumend au enquiry by the
powers into the Congo Frée State, which
18 at present under the personal rule of
‘Wing Leopold of Belgiuih. - 'The present
Russo-Japanese war was treated by a
resoiution calling upon the Emperors of
the two-countries to end the contlict at
once, or that tailing, for the powers to
exercise the authority granted oy article
27 of The Hague pact and interveune
so that the war might be terminated. in
this connection the congress. suggested
te the-powers the adoption of a posi-
tive peace-making and peace-insuring
treaty, under.which all war would be
possible tor but a brief. period only.

Secretary Trueblood read as the last
act of Peuce cougress “An.Appeal to the
Nations.” 1t was 10 pars as fo4ows: “Lhe
thirteenth Interpational (ongress of the
Friends of Peace, held in Boston, Octo-
ber 3rd to 8uh, has met uuder unsual cir-
cumstances.

It respectfully
invites all the national sovereigns and
presidents, all ministers of religion, all
instructors of youth in schools of every
grade and all others who wield any in-
fluence in the moulding and dirdeting of
public opinion to throw the entire
weight, not only of their personal influ-
ence, but, of their positions, towards
eradicating the case of misunderstanding
and conflict and the creatiou of such a
complete system of instructional adjudi-
cation, and such a wide reaching pacific
public sentiment as will in time render
