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PENNEFATHER 15 PINCEED

FOR STEALING $8700 FROM THE
STANDARD BANK.

An Anonymous Letter Results in the

Bank Taking Actiom Against the Sus-
Pected Led K of the Chatham
Branch—The Theory of the Crown-—
The Casé to Come Up To-day.

Angus Pennefather, until Tecently ledger-
keeper in the Chatham branch of the Stand-
ard Bank, was arrested in that town last
night on & charge of having stolen $8700
of the funds of the bank,

About three months since Teller Brown of
the Chatham branch, son of Mr. James
Brown of 74 Melbourne-avenue, Toronto,and
a former mathematical master of Upper
Canada College, discovered on entering the
bank that his cash box was missing from the

vault. It was subsequently found in the
bank office, minus its contents,

Teller Brown’s story was that he had
placed the money in the cash box at the
conclusion of the day’s business, that he had
not locked the box owing to the fact that
the contents were so bulky that he could not
close the hd. “ He could not remember, hov_r-
ever, whether he had locked the cash box in
the vault or not. : |

Ledger-Keeper Pennefather, who was in

Teceipt of, the princely salary of $400 per

year, was charged with being the perpetrator
of the robbery, the detectives claiming that
Pennefather observed Teller Brown care-
lessly place his cash box on the counter be-
hind hiy at the close of banking hours,
that he took advantage of the temporary
absence of the teller from his ‘‘den ” to enter

his department and place the box under the.

ledge, trusting to luck that he would think
no more about.it, and that he then left the
bank. That two hours later he entered the
bank on the represent tion that he had no
cash and wished to fill out a blank check,
but actually for the reason that he wished
%o see if his scheme had worked; that » visit
revealed the cash box in the place he left it,
Brown having apparently forgotten all about
iv; that a couple of hours later he visited the
bank, carried off the money and still has it
in his posgession.

Pennefather was dismissed by the bank
authorities, not because they charged him
with the robbery, but because he married
without the consent of the officials.

Pennefather denied bis guilt, and the
authorities took no steps to arrest him. Mr.
James Brown, the father of the telier, paid
the bank $4000 in cash, and the Security
Cumpany made good the balance of the loss.
Teller Brown was transferred to Parkdale,
Accountant Gordon was also transferred to
Toronto, and other chunges were made in
the bauk.

A few days ago General Manager Brodie

‘of the Standard Bank in this city received
an anonymous letter concerning the robbery,
and as the result of this the long-delayed
apprehension of Pennefather was decided
upon. He will have a henring before tue
Mngistrate at. Chatham to-day.

Pennefather is well known - thig eity.
He was for some time a member of the
Northwest Monnted Police and was'subse-
quently with the Federal Bank. For two
Years be bad been with the Standard.

Resolutions
were a:iopted denouncing militarism and
urging the formation of a people’s militia.
Women attended, although by their forvid
enthusiasm gave more trouble to the police
than their socialistic. brothers.

When the debate opened on the Army
Bill in the{Reichstag to-day the House was
crowded and the galleries were full of visit-
ors. The tenor of the speeches from all
sides disclosed no uncompromising - hos-
tility to the measure.

Major Von Hoiningen Hueney, a mem-
ber of the Centre party, announced
that the Centrists were willing to
concede the reduction of a year in
the term of service, but were not
prepared to .increase the strength of the
standing army. But they admitted that
the measure would be hailed by the country
as adding to the defensive strength of the
empire and probably even as leading to an
alleviation of the economic situation.

Herr Richter said that  the Freissinige
party would grant whatever funds were
necessary for the introdnction of a system
of two years ’ service, but the Chancellor
would bave to apply to a more complaisant
Reichstag than the presens to obtain de-
mands beyond that.

The Chancellor’s resp to the speech
against the bill was mainly directed at
Herr  Richter. He  styled Herr
Richter an “able political ' statisti-
cian, but. said he was scarcely in a
position to offer a right opinion on  details
of a military system. On this subject
views that are expressed in the highest
military eircles must hiive the most weight.

The Necessity Wor the Bill 1

“‘So convinced am I,” said the Chancellor,
“‘of the necessity of the bill for the continu«
ed existence of Germanythat if the Reichstag
wished to throw upon me its own re-
sponsibility 1 would tranquilly  accept it.”

This statement was greeted with cheers.

The Chancellor said that under the pro-
visions of the bill 60,000-young men would
be yearly added to the army, so that in a
few years 450,000 more men would be
ready to take the field against a hostile
army.

This statement elicited cheers.

The Chancellor appealed to the House
ot to throw the country into confusion by
opposing the measure.

The general opinion in the lobby after
the House adjourned was that the bill
would pass its first reading by a good
majority. = Before debate on the bill is re-
sumed on Monday, the Brussels Monetary
Conference and the army rifles will form
the sabjects of interpellation,

Something like popular’ demonstrations
of anti-Semitism have occurred in several
centres. - Twice this week considerable
crowds have passed along . the Friedrichs
Strasse crying: “Down with the Jews!”
Leading Conservatives and the Moderns
Herr ngldorf and ‘Count Buglas are con-
fident that the Emperor'is ashamed of the
Jew-baiting ddhe by the party, and they
have protested against including an anti-
Jewish plank in the party program.

RESULT OF DISCUSSION.

Europeans are Not Frightened at Threats
From the U. 8. Delegates,

Loxpox,Dee. 10. —The Standard’s Vienna
correspondent says: The probable failure
of the monetary conference is so discounted
here that its failure would make no im-
pression. The principal Austro-Hungarian
papers ridicule the prophecies of terrible
consequences, contending that any such ac-
tion as is foreshadowed in President Harri-
son’s message would be a breach of faith
toward creaitors which public opinion in
Ameriea would not permit.

Neither Republicans nor Democrats, it is
said, dare repeal the Windom Act tor fear
of an unparalleled commercial crisis. In the
meantime the removal of the liope of an in-
ternational agreement for man years to
come will exercise healthy influence in
checking the output of silver, and the price
will gradually find its level without harm-
ing anybody exceps the American silver
kings,

Practical experience in the transforma-
tion of silver currency to gold currency has
resulted in converting bi-metallists to the
view that rehabilitation of silver-would fail
to remove the causes of agricultural de-
pression,

Said to be }hn Drag Used to Cause
Baron Reinach’s Death,

The London Times Paris correspondent
says : The Reinach scandal is worthy of
the middle ages. The Parliament, the
magistracy and the press are all crying for
the corpse. Ouly the brush of a Callot or
a Hobein could do justice to the scenes pre-
sented at the cemetery, When the autopsy
was performed there was an uaseemly
scramble between the doctors and the re-
porters to reach the grave, The doctors
were victorious. They whitened the win-
dows of the room in which the autopsy
was performed so that nothing was visible
from the outside.

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AMERICANS SURPRISED,

The Latin Union Delegates Are Not
Strongly Supporting Bi-Metallism,

Brusszrs, Dec. 11.—At the meeting of
the Monetary Conference yesterflgy, Herr
Hans Ifoisell of the Sweden and Norway
delegation, referring to Congressman Mc-
Creary’s declared preference for a fixed
ratio between _'gold and silver
of 16 to 1, asked the £ Americans
if they would agree to a ratio of 20.to 1,
which would be a nearer' approach to the
present value,

Senator Allison replied that the Americans
would prefer a ratie of 16 to 1, but, if agree-
able to the European states, the Americans

-might accept a diferent ratio. For him-
sel

he thought that silver using states
‘would most logically adopt the ratio of
151-2 to 1. America would accept no
ratio unless a sufficient number of govern-
ments entered-into the agreement to make
it effectual.

United States Delegate H. W. Cannon,
in reply to M. Tierard, said he was sur-
prised at the attitude of the Latin union
delegates, as it was supposed they would be
very triendly to the use of silver as money.
He thought the proposed purchase of
million ounces of silver annually by
Europe provided that it was in addition to
the '  silver now  naturally used
might be a bridge to join the money metals
again. America up to the presént time had
had no difficulty - in maintaining a
parity between gold and silver and
intended to maintain it. If, however,
silver was to be further dishonored and
used the same as paper money, without re-
gard to price, America would still be in an
excellent position to profit by this state of

ference.

Her rocket signals were responded to by
a Harwich lfeboat. When the life-
savers reached the scene of the
wreck they found the vessel split in
two and partly embedded in the sand.
They were unable to board her until high
tide at daybreak, when they found a sea-
man drowned below deck,

The other members of the crew were
missing and are supposed to have perished,
as fragments of boats were found hanging
to the davits,

It is reported that a schooner was
wrecked on the sands in the vicinity of the
wreck. of the Dibberg, aud that her crew is
missing.

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NOW BETTER' KNOWN IN THE US.

’ Z\ND ENGLAND,.

The Secretary of the American Navy
Sounds the Praise of the Metal in No
Uneertain Tones—He Says in His An-
nual Report It Has Made His Vessels
the Best in the World,

Wasnmvarox, Dec. 11.—The Secretary of
the Navy in his annunal report pays particu-
lar attention to the Harveyized nickel-steel
compound, the tests of which have, he says,
never been equalled or even approached be-
fore by any armor plate, American or for-
eign,

It has demonstrated that the United
States in the reconatruction of its new navy,
which 10 years ago had no existence, even
on paper, is gpabled to place upon each
and all of its armored vessels & muterial the
like of which the world up to. the present
time has not seen, and that _while vast
sums have been spent in plating ‘the sides
of foreign men-of-war with an _inferior
metal this country will employ for the pur-
Ppose an armor which is not only far more
efficient, but which represents unquestion-
ably, having reference to the dimensions of
plates thus far tested, the highest develop-
ment of modern science.

A Test in England,

Following the example of the United
States the English Government four weeks
ago held a trial of the American armor, and
it is clear from the highly snccessful re:
sults of the trial that tﬁa {Inited States in-
stead of being last iu the race in the con-
struction of vessels of war or of borrowing
its best ideas from abroad, has set an ex-
ample in this respect which other maritime
powers will speedily follow.

The Secretary refers to the appropriation
of $1,000,000 made by Congress for the pur-
chase of nickel matte and shows what has
been done with it.

The first }mrchm was & quantity valued
8t.§50,000 from the Caradian Copper Com-
pany, and, after making further experi:
ments, the Department came to a deeision,
the correctness of which subsequent de-
velopments have fully confirmed, to employ
this material in the manufacture of armor.

Mountain, Manitoba, Penitentiary.

He is
a man ot good education and excellent
ability, and could not fail to have done well
if he had adopted honesty as his policy.

His wife is an
excellent woman, the daughter of a clergy-
man. He was sentenced to the Manitoba
Prison for ten years on convietion of for-
gery, and had served about two years when
he escaped a_year ago last October.

FOUND DEAD ON THE SHORE

SUICIDE FOLLOWS AFTER UNRE-
QUITED LOVE. :

Teenle Henderson Was Wooed and Won
by a Young Methodist Minister—He
Married Another Lady—Teenie Became
Despondent and Ran to a Suicide’s
Death in Her Night Dress.

Hamirrox, Dec. 10.—The circumstances
connected with the death of Teenie Hender-
son, whose body was found lying on the

| cold sands of Willow Cove, on, the north

side of Hamilt Bay, this - morning, would
farnish all the elements for a sombre ro-
mance.

At daylight this morning searchers found
the body of the unfortunate young woman
lying on the bay shore. She had died of
exposure. 3

eenie Henderson lived with her mother
and uncle in an ancient-looking old’ frame
dwelling on the bluff overlooking the bay
near the Roman Catholic cemetery.

She was a fine:looking young ‘woman, a
teacher in the Sunday school, and a mem-
ber of the Young People’s Society of
Christian Endeavor in connection with the
neighboring church. :

According to the story told a ‘reporter by
her uncle, Alexander * Henderson, this
momilﬁ,/l‘eq:ie was wooed and won by a
young Methodist minister who had charge
of the church she attended. A little over
a year ago she announced her engagement
to her friendﬁ and her wedding dress was
got ready. ' But something came between
them at the last moment, and the girl be-
came despondent and melancholy.

She Became More Despondent,

Meanwhile the {oung preacher had come
to Hamilton to take charge of a prominent
congregation and had married here. Miss
Henderson bécame more despondent and
graduaily her brain seemed to become

Laffected.

A fright she sustained last June, when a

couple of drunken city roughs tried. to
break into the house on a Sunday afternoon,
still further aggravated her mental trouble,
and soon after she took to her bed and has
remained there almost altogether since that
time, only getting up at intervals. Physi-
cally she was quite - well, but her mental
trouble seemed to be of a peculiar kind.
" Yesterday she was in her room as usual.
Mr. Henderson and his sister, who are the
only other inmates of the house, were up
late. Teenie was in her room then.

Thely went out to the barn for some pur-
pose, and returning five minutes later found
the girl gone. T:i‘hg & lantern old Hen-
derson searched in every direction, calling
his niece, but could find no traces of her.
They searched most of the uight, and as
soon as it was daylight went out '

Just in the gray winter dawn found
the body. It was lying in the mass
of weeds and drifter otsam washed up by
the waves in the pretty cove just east of
Willow Point.

There was nothing on the body but a
night-dress, and the deceased-lay on her
side, the feet only being in the water. It
is nearly a quarter of a mile from the house
to the bay shore, and she had evidently
come down along a rough path in a ravine,
for her face and arms were scratched and
her ‘feet cut ‘by stones and pierced by
thorns,

- Would Have Been an Heiress.

“If Teenie had lived,” said Mr. Hender-
son, “‘she would have fallen heir to a for-
tune of akout $20,000 when her aunt, Mrs.
Fouldes, who lives on the beach, dies. Her
aunt lett all her property to her in her
will.” He admitted that the . clergyman
had never visited at the house a great deal.

The father of the deceased is said to be
living in this city and his name is Me-
Allister, but the girl and her mother had
live with Alexander Henderson since she
was born. The Hendersons formerly lived
here also. f

The clergyman to whom the gir's uncle
said she was engaged was shocked at
the news of Migs Henderson’s death,
but smiled when he was told of the re-
ported relation between her and him.
*“The report is absurdly false,” he said. -

“Lalways thought there was something
wrong witi the poor girl, mentally. She
was not actually demented, but was eccen-
tric, and what the neighbors called ‘soft.’
I am afraid she used to be laughed ata
g‘ood deal by her acquaintances. Recently

iss Henderson to use my name,
and had been telling her friends that she
