THE BRUSH COMPANY'S CIPHER.

Clarke, the Trenton Electrician, Commit-
ted for Trial for Inciting Theft
of a Key.

Mr. Nesbitt had not answer-
ed his letter containing an offer of the
key; but it was his intention to take the
key to Toronto and, if paid for it, to
divide up with Cooley.

Clarke was committed for trial, hail in
a nominal sum being accepted.

A BIG LEATHER COMBINE.

A SYNDICATBE PREPARED TO BUY
OUT ALL THE TANNERIES,

At a Secret Meeting H 1d at the Board of
Trade the Tanners Decide to Raise the
rrlcé of Leather 10 to 15 Per Cent. -A
Montreal Man's Startling Announde -
ment.

A meeting of the. tanners of the pro-
vince was held yesterday for the purpose
of organizing a Tanners’ branch of the
Board of Trade, :

A large number of those interested in
this branch of business were represented
at the mecting, as follows: Breithaupt
Leather Company, Berlin; Lang Tan-
nery Company, Derlin; Bickle & Wickett,
Toronto;  Bowman & Zinkan, Southamp-
ton,; Beal Bros., Toronto; King . Bros.,
Whitby: C. Knees, Toronto and Oshawa;
P. Laweon, Port Dover; Alfred Lisle,
Lindsay; C.J.Miller, Orillia; Newton
Bros., Richmond Hill; W.H. McCordick,
St. Catharines; J. Welsh & Co., Hastings:
Daville Tanning Company, Aurora; W.
Paterson, Peterboro; A. Davis & Son,
Kiug; Corson & Perry, Meaford; J. Beck,
Stratford; Aiken Bros., Orangeville; d.
Brpmen, Chesley; H. Porter, Montreal,
and J. Winnert ,Neustadt.

The present low prices of leather, as
eompared with the high prices of hides,
was discussed at some ength, after,
which the following resolution was unani-
mously adopted:

“Resolved, that itis the opinion of
this meeting that leather should be ad-
vanced from 10 to 15 per cent, upon
former prices, owing to the price of
hides.”

Although the meeting was conducted
with closed doors, it was subsequently
learned from some of the members that
they had littie faith in theuniform, in-
crease being made, “Why,” said one
member, “it -wiil be the same as when
the American tanners met a year or so
ago, and all decided to decrease the pro-
duction a certain amount, Each man
thought to himwself that the other fellow
would be foolish enough tv stick to the
depision, and he would increase his out-
put, because prices would be better if
the output was less. While I intend to
increase my preecnt prices of leather,”
continued this man, “I don’t think the
rule will be strictly adhered to, as sev-
eral of the manufacturers have heavy
stocks, and will imagine by not raising
prices they will be able to unload.”

It was also learped that Mr. J. H.
Mooney, an inspector of hides,
Montreal, was introduced to the
meeting, aand after referring to
the general ~depression of the tanning
business made the important announce-
ment that he was prepared to buy out
all the tanneries of those present, and
it is stated that a certain amount was
offered” for each, but that the figures
wert considered too low. 1t is thought
there is a powerful syndicata behind Mr.
Mooney’ and that an attempt is being
made to control the business under one
management,

The Nestor of Fast Passenger Service.

The New York Central system was the
Nestor of fast passenger service in the
United States, Away back in 1878 that
road was ruuning “flyers.” The “White
Mail” was puton in 1876, and ran be-
tween New York and Chicago in nearly
as fast time as is now made ' between
these cities. This train, however, did not
carry passengers, though there was,
even at that time, a fast passenger ser-
vice in operation over these roads. The
train was called the “Lightning Ex-
press,” and made the trip from New
York to Chicago in about 26 hours. The
“White Mail,” ‘as it was called, was the
admiration of the whole country. Four
snow-white mail cars made up the train
and the farmers used to stop work when
it passed. Indeed, there was a rumor to
the effect that this train omly hit in
high places. Soon after this the New
York and Chicago Limited was put on.
This was the first all-sleeper train ever
run, and some doubt as to patronage
was indulged in by the officials. But this
question settled itself. The train paid
from the beginning, and it was soon fol-
lowed by other fast all-sleeper (trains.
But the other roads have always waited
on the Central. and we owe the com-
fortable train service throughout the
country to the enterprise and pluck of
the New York Central System.—Dixie,
