Patriot Replies't® A. L Davison.
To the Editor MONITOR-SENTINEL.

In looking over the columns oi 
your valuable issue of this week, we 
notice a long letter from the pen of 
Mr. A. L. Davidson.
The letter is in effect a serious charge 
against soiris ol the assessors of Anne* 

po(is County nnd alleges that these 
assessors have Ho negligently perform­
ed their duty ns assessors, that o 
large amount ol property of the wards 
which they were sworn to assess has 
either lieen left’off the rate roll or has 
l>een assessed by them so ridiculously 
low that the tax payers of our'counlty 
ure paying a much larger per ccntnge 
of taxation than they ought. Then he 
goes on to state this is especially the 
ease in reference to school taxes in 
some sections.

The letter is written/ in reply to a 
letter appearing in a previoua issue 
over the nom de plume “Elector,’’ who 
claims that the charges which were 
made in a previous issue of some tjme 
ngo are not' true.

As to the truth or falsity of these 
charges we will have little to snyi ex­
cept that our legislature has imposed 

heavy penidty against assessors, 
who negligently do their duty.

We think before flaunting the charge^ 
in the public press, it would, have been 
much more becoming in Mr. Davidson 
to liov/a brought them against this pro­

per parties in a proper tribunal where 
they \vourtl have been properly investi­
gated, and when1—if there is any truth 
nt all in them, the assessors could 
have defended themselv|es.

Ms. Davidson is a lawyer and no one 
knows better the# course of procedure 
under tile law, to properly investigate 
these charges, then he does/

It ip this fact, that he has not tak- 
'"n the' .proper steps to liave these 
charges investigated, that tnnkrs us 
susirieious that his (Davidson's) motive 
in preferring them may have been ac­
tuated by other considerations than 
the public good.

It is to -this phase of Mr. Dndklson’s 
letter that we desire more particularly 
to devote our attent on.

We notice that in order to get at 
“Elector,’’ whom he at once assîmes 
tx be the Hon. 0. T. Daniels, he passes 
over a letter admittedly in the inter­
est of the public.

Mr. Davidson is the paid organizer 
of the conservative party, he is, as he 
tells us fresh from party strife in Col­
chester County and it may bo he has 
little time to devote to matters of 
public interest, and the reason that he 
turned his attention to these charges, 
was because he had donned his Anna- 
ixilis County conservative party war- 
paint and imagined he saw in Elector 
n foeman worthy of. his steel and an 
opportunity to get his party lined-up 
In bnttfe array.

At any rate, although the assessors 
are the real culprjts in these charges, 
we hear vVry little about them in this 
letter. He seems to be much more an­
xious to get nt the Hon. O. T. Dan­
iels, Mr. Pickup, Mr. Clarke anel the 
Davison Lumber Co, His polit cal foes 
than to devote-his time in any intelli­
gent way toward the investigation of 
thia evil.

In scriptural times, David, we are 
told," became enamoured with, the wife 
of one Uriah and i ÿi order to get rid 
of Uriah, he (David) thrust h-im in 
the front of the buttle where he soon 
got killed and David flirted with the 
widow all undisturbed. It cannot', be 
that Mr. Davidson in this imaginative 
warfare that he is waging in this let­
ter is trying to get Mr.1 'Daniels, Mr. 
Pickup and Mr. Clarke in thfe front of 
the battle and yet if lie could only 
succeed in getting them vanquished, 
how quickfy would ho be found nest- 
tling in the bosom qf his beloved party 
we fear all obliviotfe to the ills which 
infest society.

We sincerely hope that these charges 
will lie properly investigated nnd if 
discrimination exists in favor of the 
parties pointed* out by our fxiend Dnv- 
dson, or any other parties, we hope 

they will be corrected, but the evident 
ambition of Mr. Davidson to raise a 
popular breeze for the conservative 
party out of thlese supposed evils in­
stead of investigating them in the 
proper way, leads us to the conclusion 
that we, the people, have little te 
ho/ie for in this direction from party 
organizers, be they liberal or conser­
vative.

The concluding paragraph of Mr. 
Davidson's letter is very amusing. The 
people lighting evil which unaided 
they cannot overcome, the liberal party 
trying to lull them to sleep, the con­
servative party in battle array val - 
antly captained by party organizer 
Davidson cheering them on to victory 
with promises of help, the r motto 
favors to none, justice tQ all.”
In conclusion the evils complained 

of by Mr. Davidson have long ago 
leen vanquished by laws that Con be 
utt-d by any one of us if we arc suffi­
rent ly patriotic to want to use them.
We venture io state that when evils do 
exist amongst us of the nature pug- 
gested by our friend, Davidson, the 
real and effectual fighting will be done 
by those who have a patriotic devo­
tion to thair country’s interest and 
nre not inte ested in any wav in ihe 

lion of any political party.
