Why neglect catechising, as an instrument-
ality in our Church work ? the reasons for it
remnin, hence xhe rale remains.

The Parish Priest is to be aided in this
matter, but never superseded by the {“nday
School teacher.

The Catechist needs exceptional tact, patience
and sympatby, mmwst never make o dis-
play of his own knowledge, norof the ignorance
of the catechumen. «If any of you lack wisdom,
let him ask of God.” ¢¢ Men,—hoth younger and
older,—must be {aught as though you taught
them not, and things unknown proposed as
things forgoet.”

Public catechising is fitted to impart, to our
own people and fo strang-rs, the knowledge of
essential doctrine, of Church polity and history,
of the pros and cons of prevalent isms.

Our young men, specially those in our Churel -
Schools, should be well drilled and then publicly
examined on such topics as : The Church and
the Bible, whence and what are they,—who
founded the Anglican Church,—why it is Au-
glican and neither Latin nor Dissenting, why
it is Trinitarian and neither Unitarian uor
Tritheistic—why we should be baptized, con-
firmed, etc., these might form the most effective
of instructions.

DISCUSSION.

Dean Norman, in reference to a remark made
in one of the papers, explained that the writer,
in speaking of the creeds, might perhaps have
made it more clear, that whilst the truths en-
ghrived in the crerds “may be proved by most
certain warrants of Holy Scripture,” as declared
in the eighth of the thirty-nine articles, yet iv
is mot quite correct to say that they were
derived from the Bible, because the cardinal
truths of the Christian creeds were accxpted and
taught many years before the New Testament
Was written.

Canon Vun Ifland remarked that the clergy
have virteally no locus standi in the Day
School, because the law does not give them any
Tighs to instruct durinz school hours.

The Bishop explained that the clergy are
official visttors of the day schools by legal
right, but instructors only by invitation of the
teachers in charge. They have alzo o rightto
impart 1eligious mstruction after school hours.

Rev. T. W, Fyles pointed out how much the
Church of Euglund had gounc back during the
last thirty years in the matter of distinctively
Church schools. By comparison he alluded to
the large number of schools, colleges and cou-
vents, which the Romar Catholic clergy sucered
in always keep ng under their entire control.

Rer. A. H, Robertson spoke with satisfaction
of frequent visits to the Academy in Cookslhir.,
and thought that in all common school-hous:s
throughout the country, the clergy would be
always heartily welcomed by the teachers.

ZLhe Bishop, in summing up the discussion,
spoke highly of all the papers read. He rejoiced
that De. Adams had given the Conference such
a high ideal of Sunday School work. His
lordship emphasized the fact that childien
especially are much drawn towards a clergy-
man’s personality. Ilence it was very impor-
tant to visit the schools regularly as Mr. King
and others do. The points which Mr. Diooks
made in regard to catechising were of the great
est possible moment. The Bishopsuggested that
the clergy woutd often find it more casy, when
they catechise Jatze aumbers, to obtain simul-
tancous rather than individual answering. He
thought catechising ought to be much more
practised than it is wont to be ; that the cleray
should at any rate make the very best possible
use of the rights and opportunities which they
do possess in reterence to the secular schools,
whilst he deplored the loss of the Church
schools to which Mr. Fyles alluded.

Special work among Young Men.
