The question is often asked ¢ What is
the subsequent career, after graduation,
of college women?” Miss Frances M.
Abbott has written for the November
number of the Forum a valuable and in-
teresting article entitled a “ A Generation
of College Women,” which is probably
the most complete reply to this question
that has yet appeared. Miss Abbott
shows in her article what the career, after
graduation, has been, of more than a
thousand women who have graduated
from Vassar College since its opening,
thirty years ago. The facts, as set forth
by Miss Abbott, would seem to unques-
tionably prove the value of a college edu-
cation in the broadening of woman's
activities.

The November number of the 4rena
closes its sixth year. Among the im-
portant coutributions is a ‘very sugges-
tive paper by Professor George D. Her-
ron on “ The Sociality of the Religion of
Jesus.” Senator J. T. Morgan, who is
recognized as one of the ablest thinkers
