The Terks bad meny difficulties fo
refse; but Lord Duileriu more than matched
them. Ho had an vafaillpg supply of crli.
cisme, ebj:ctlone, rroposals end counter-pro-
posals. When the conventlon wss about to
bo signed some new polut was always raised ;
snd thns tho geme was kott up from duy. to
day and week to week. ''ben came the vic.
tory ot Tel-el-Ketir, and the Turks found
that thoy had been outwitted and befiud.
Lord Dautiferin told the Sultan that the con-
vention was mo longer mnecegsary and the
Sultan was bound to admit the force of the
plea. Tho British Miolstcr has sipca besn
coneoling the Palace with projuse assurarces
of the fziendliness and gcodwill of England.
