in principle, Uic final shoating script (including thc dialogue) should bc submitted ta
the competent administtions prior ta the commencement of shooting.

Amendments, uncluding thc replacenment of a co-producer, may bc made ini Uic
original contrat, but ty must be submitted for approval by Uic competent
administrations of both countries before tic ca-production is flnished. Thic
replacemnent of a co-praducer may bc allowed only in caceptional cases and for
rasions satisfactory to bath Uic comrpetent admünlstrations.

The competent administrations will keep cach other infonmed of their decisions.
