The system operates in Stockholm and vicinity up to 70 kiloinetres (about 45

miles); the population of Stockholm at the beginning of 1905 was 318,308; there are
two telephone systems of which. one belongs to the Swedish State, and the other to the
Stockholm Alîmanna (Stockholm General Telephone Co.) and the Stockholm Bell
Telefonaktiebolag (Stockholm Bell Telephone Company.) The information given ie
regarding the systems of the two companies only. The number of subscribers on Janu-
ary lat, 1905 was 37,445, of which 81,685 were inside and 5,760 outside the city limits.
Within Stockholm theýe are seven exehanges, the largest having a capacity of 20,000
lines. Outside the city there are 151 exehanges. Number of direct lines with one
telephone in the city, 28,030, aud number of extension lines, 3,541. Subseribers do not
purchase instruments, the companies own the whole plant. Subscribers do not pay
the cost of their lines, but some pay an entrance fee. (Fees snd annual rates are pub-
lîshed in subjoined reports.) Annual rate covers use of telephone within the eity and
a radius of 70 kilometres (about 45 miles). Exehanges are open day and night and
Sundays. Country excihanges as shown in reports. Charge to non-subscribers for
local conversations is 10 ore (21ý cents). AIl subscribers can converse over whole of
70 kilometre radius without any toîl charge. All Unes are metallie circuit. Tha
.serial lines in Stockholm are bronze 1i m.m.; ou tside Stockholm iron 3 m.m. or copper
2 m.m.

Sixty-four per cent of lines are underground.
The long distance liues outside 70 kilometres radius from Stockholm belong ex-

clusively to the State. No inter-traffic is arranged betweeu our system net and the
L4ystem of the State (Rikstelefon).
