1. nhe consideration of matters relating to
the promotion or preservation of the health of
the people of Canada and the initiation of
recommendations and proposaIs to the Minis-
ter of National Health and Welfare and other
appropriate authorities in regard thereto; and

2. The furnishing of advice to the Minister
of National Health and Welfare ini respect to
the matters provided in section 5 of the
Department of National Health and Welfare
Act, relatîng to the promotion or preservation
of the health of the people of Canada, over
which, the parliament of Canada bas jurisdic-
tion.
