Hon. Paul Hellyer (Minister of Transport):
The management of Canadian National Rail­
ways advises as follows: 1, 2 and 3. Colonel 
Stevens was employed by the company to 
supervise the research into and the collection 
of historical material related to the company 
and its predecessor companies dating back 
to 1832. This material, which is kept in the 
company’s library, is made available to and 
is frequently consulted by outside railway 
and transport researchers. Following the col­
lation of the historical data Colonel Stevens, 
on his own, and with the permission of the 
company, wrote two books covering the com­
pany’s history. The publication of these two 
books was solely the undertaking and the 
responsibility of the author who made ar­
rangements with publishers. (It is our under­
standing that the books have not as yet been 
published in French.) The specific arrange­
ments concerning the publication were be­
tween the author and the publisher. In so far 
as the historical data is concerned, the com­
pany is continuing to collect and collate histo­
rical material which, together with that 
already assembled, is available to researchers. 
When the collection of material is completed

Hon. Mifchell Sharp (Secretary of State 
for External Affairs): 1. French citizens who 
are admissible to Canada and who do not 
fall within the immigrant category may enter 
this country without a visa provided they 
hold a valid passport. For this reason, even 
though the receiving country should normally 
be advised of official visits planned by foreign 
officials, the Canadian government does not 
keep a list of French government officials who 
have come to Canada on special visits since
