2. The members of the Board, with the exception of the
last two, were invited to serve by ADAPP'S manager, Mr.
Douglas Dunn, and incorporation of the organization took
place October 11, 1972. Messrs. Anderson and Marianicz
joined in January 73 as a resuit of the keen interest shown
in the project by the community of Lamont.

3. The decision was entirely that of ADAPP, based upon
the availability of a suitable farm to house the project.

4. ADAPP's program originated in a proposaI submitted
by Mr. Douglas Dunn to the Non-Medical Use of Drugs
Directorate. The proposaI was reviewed and assessed by
the Western Regional Field Staff of the non-medical use
of Drugs as well as by the Alberta Advisory and Assess-
ment Committee. The Commnittee recommended the
proposai for funding to the Department of National
Health and Welfare on the basis of the recognized need
for rehabilitation facilities for drug addicts in Alberta and
of the innovativeness o! the project's approach to dealing
with a specific segment of the addict population.
