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told the press, Ottawa's spokesman in Quebec. Mr. Speaker, 1
wouîd ask him quite frankly to corne right out and talk about
the virtues of protectionism. I ask him to give us his perception
of the future of the sboe industry. 1 invite hirn to give us his
perception of the future of the textiles industry. The Minister
knows ail about the industry.

If he agrees wîtb every single word the Parliamentary
Secretary has saîd, this means that the Minister is prepared to
let a vital sector of the economy in bis riding go down the
drain. I cannot believe a Minister could be so irresponsîble,
and that is why 1 assurned the Minister did not agree with bis
colleague for LaSalle (Mr. Lanthier) on protectionisrn and
probably a host of other subjects as well.

Now to get back to the substance of the Bill, 1 believe that
wbere certain items have been remnoved or tariffs have been
substantially reduced, in some cases this will be very useful,
and 1 arn thinking for instance of hearing aids for the deaf and
safety face-sbields for workers. However, what 1 really hope is
that instead of saying: We are going to allow greater penetra-
tion of the Canadian market by imported products, the Minis-
ter of State for Small Businesses, and others witb hîm, wilI
encourage the manufacture in Canada of rnost of the items we
have here. Before opening up our markets, 1 wisb the Govern-
ment wouîd take a look at appliances that are not manufac-
tured in Canada,-and 1 hope the Minister bas looked at
everyone of tbem,-and let us know which products we are
now importing duty free cannot be made here in Canada. 1 arn
thinking, for instance, of earthenware and other dlay tules and
a lot of other items for which 1 arn sure Canadian manufactur-
ers could be found.

AIl this means that in the coming months we will have a
chance to start a real debate on free trade.

Beyond the amendments to the Customns Tariff, we are
going to talk about principles and, in that respect, I think it
wilI be very important for ail Hon. Members to realize how
serious the decision of the Prime Minister migbt be wben his
only concern is to please bis American big brother. I tbink
everyone wiII have to realize how dangerous it is to have a
Prime Minîster who is used to taking bis orders frorn the
States. And you know, that's the way tbings worked in bis
professional career. Besides, we notice that since coming into
office he bas been following the very same pattern. Therefore,
you cannoe blame the Opposition for wondering bow sound is
this Bill and how sound are the rernarks of Hon. Members
opposite. That is why I believe it is our role to make sure that
their rhetoric is not detrimental to our Canadian workers.

Mr. Speaker, Canadian workers wiII neyer accept to lose
their jobs for the sake of the so-called friendship with the
American big brother, which is what the Government bere is
prepared to do. Therefore I invite thern to be careful and
moderate in their remarks, because I think that an over-aIl
move towards free trade might be detrirnental to the future of
Canadian workers and of Canada as a whole.

Customs Tariff

In conclusion, Mr. Chairman, 1 know that this Bill is of
minor importance in relation to this whole debate, and 1 arn
sure that in the months ahead we will have the opportunity to
further discuss it at length together.

Mr. Alan Redway (York East): Mr. Speaker, 1 listened witb

great interest to the comments of my hon. friend. Tbey were
most surprising to me. He spoke as if we were debating a Bill
whicb would do away with ail the tariffs of this country. In
fact, we are dealing with a Customs Bill whicb will put in
place some modest changes to some of those tariffs. It is flot a
revolutionary Bill at aIl. It is in many respects a housekeeping
Bill. In fact, 1 suppose the rnost significant feature of the Bill is
to increase the dollar amount of exemptions that a visitor
corning back frorn the United States to Canada within 48
hours; can bring with hlm whicb, alter this Bill is passed, will
be $100. That seems to me to be something that my friend
sbould be applauding.
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In addition to that hie singles out the fact that tariffs are
being removed on hearing aids and protective equiprnent for
workmen as sometbing that is frigbtening and that the Canadi-
an public should sbrink with fear wben they hear about it.
Surely my hon. friend cannot object to providing hearing aids
at the lowest cost possible for those who have problems hearing
and surely my hon. friend cannot object to providing protective
equipment at the lowest possible cost.

The other item that he mentioned had to do with footwear.
In fact there is nothing in this Bill at ail that affects footwear.
It does not change the situation one iota. Tbere continues to be
a tariff; there continues to be a quota.

My hon. friend seems to have missed the point of what we
are talking about here and 1 hope that in future he will listen a
little more carefully to the debate on the Bill in principle.

Hon. André Ouellet (Papineau): Mr. Speaker, I arn pleased

to take part in this debate on Bill C-71 and 1 will take this
opportunity first of aIl to remind the previous speaker that he
bas misunderstood the statements of the I-on. Member for
Shefford (Mr. Lapierre). Obviously, the I-on. Member for
Shefford does not take exception to some clauses of Bill C-71I
but to the general principle of the Act to amend the Customs
Tariff. The purpose of this Act to amend the Customs Tariff is
to show once more to tbe Canadian people that the Conserva-
tive Government is kowtowing to important Arnerican inter-
ests.
