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Hon. Mr. Davies: I move the third reading
now.

The motion was agreed to, and the bill
~vas read the third time, and passed.

BUSINESS OF THE SENATE

Hon. W. Ross Macdonald: Honourable sen-
ators, we have completed the work on the
Order Paper. I am advised that the House
of Commons is now considering the bill
for interim supply which, when it is passed,
will come to us. At what hour it will
come, I do not know.

There are before the other house several
bills with respect to avoidance of double
taxation, similar in nature to the bill we
have just passed. I believe there are three
agreements to be ratified: two are with
the Union of South Africa, one in connection
with succession duties and the other con-
cerning income tax; and one with the Nether-
lands, in connection with income tax. I
understand that is all the legislation that
will come before us at this session.

Therefore, honourable senators, I suggest
that we rise now, to reassemble at the call
of the bell.

Hon. Mr. Macdonald: Honourable sen-
ators, before coming into the chamber I
went to the House of Commons gallery,
and I found that the interim supply bill
is still under consideration.
