Boy Heard the Bell.

As the hose wagon with Hamilton
end Irwin on the driver's seat and
Wm. Swan on the rear standing board,
was drawn by galloping horses north
on Dufferin street en route to a fire in
Wychwood, the car was advancing at
a rapid rate along College street east-

bound. There was no slackening of
the rate of the street car nor of the
hose wagon. The gong of a fire appar-
atus i sthe signal for all traffic to come
to a standstill., but whether motorman
1628 heard the alarm is uncertain, It
is said that a small boy named Free-
man, hearing the gong, pulled the bell
rope. before Dufferin gtreet was reach-

ed but even then the motorman did not
turn off the power. i

middle and hurled about 20 feet clear
of the north or westbound tracks, The
motorman was unable to stop his car,
which had a tralier attached, until
more than its length east of the cor-
ner. Hamilton was flung from his seat
