Four Hundred Emigrants Embarked
At Montreal Yesterday

Get Employment on the Coffee Planta
tions of Sao Paolo—Some Three Hun-
dred Were Dissuaded From Going to
These Fever-Stricken Swamps, But the
Others Accepted the Glittering Prom-
ises.

Montreal.’ Sept. 15.—(Special.)—The
S8. Moravia-‘sailed at 12.30 to-day for

Sao Paolo, ‘Brivzil, having on board
about 400 Canadian emigrants, com-
' prising about 80 families, who are en-
gaged by the Brazilian League, which
recently opened offices in Montreal, to
work in the coffee plantations of Sao
Paolo. The agitation against this emi~
gration resulted in at least 300 persons
withdrawing from their agreement.

Mayor Wilson Smith had, at the re<
quest of the Ottawa Government, in-
quired into the guarantees offered 0¥
the League and reported them as un-
satisfactory. However, nothing could
be done except to dissuade those wnao
had been allured by glittering pro-
mises to. agree to go to the fever-
stricken swamps of Brazil from carry-
ing out their intention, and in this
iine much was done by the Knights
o+ Labor and the Dominion Immigra-
tion Agent. :

Mr. Magor, the Brazillan Consul,
says he has been authorized by wire
and by mail by the Governments of
Sao Paolo and the United States of
Brazil to endorse all engagements
taken by the Brazilian League of Emi-
gration with Canddian emigrants,

The Mayor said this morning that
it was a strange sight to see people
leaving for Brazil, when farmers in
the Northwest were advertising for
help.

What the “La Ligura Brazilian"”
wanted, however, was sturdy and
hardy men,,and these were to be
ound in greater numbers in Canada
than in the more congested centres of
the Old World. This fact accounted
for the company’s efforts to secure
Canadian emigrants for Brazil,

Mr. Marquette, Provincial Emigra-
tion Agent, who was on board, point-
ed out one family containing five chil-
dren, which for three years had been
supported by the Home of :Refuge.
Many of the men were natives of
London and by occupation either dock
laborers or mechanics. They  had
come to Canada, they said, and had
been unable to find desirable employ+
ment. This was their reason for wish-
ing to try elsewhere. There were also
on board three families from the
Northwest, who had tried farming in
that country and for lack of capital
had failed. Cases such as this, how-
ever, were few and far between, and
probably out of the three or four
hundred emigrants on board this
would not apply to a dozen families,
The scenes on the wharf were pa-
thetic and amusing in turns. A wo-
man who stood nearly six feet high,
and broad in proportion, came up
the gang plank and said tﬁat—,her hu£
band was on board and meant to de-
sert her. She was assured that she
must be mistaken, whéreupon
said: “I guess I know my business.
He is on board, and I don’t intend to
stir till he comes ashore.” In the po-
sition she occupied in the centre of
the gang plank, the woman was some-
what of an encumbrance, and was ask-
ed to move. This she declined to do,
and threatened to thrash anyone who
tried to move her. After several min-
utes she was finally prevailed upon to
go on shore once more, and before
long the truant husband, looking very
shamefaced and sheepish, made his
way out of the ship.

tionable feature of the attractions. It
is decidedly out .of place, and all the
‘mere go because it i8 a good thing
!gpciled by ballet performance and cos-
{tume. The marching and counter-
;marchlnz is very enjoyable. As a ca-
|listhenic performance in proper calis-
{thenic dress it would be highly com-
imendable, but it is corrupted by the
costume of the ballet. The ‘ ballet
dance act,” by a special * danseur’’
and “ danseuse,” introduced about the
middle of the performance, is the cli-
max of descent. There are many kinds
and grades of theatricals »ractised
on the stage of the theatre, and the
ballet is one of them, and one of th#
lewest. One wonders, Who are these
women, and whence came they? Are
they from the respectable homes of
Toronto? The parent who is wise will
say to the directors, “ While I would
have no objection to my son be-
ing developed under athletics or mv
daughter under ecalisthenics, I would
fnost strenuously object. to either of
them adopting a ballet costume, and
going through ballet acts for the
amusement of men and women.” 8Sex
is sacred, and manhood or womanhood
is dignified, but the ballet is_sacri-
lege and indignity.

We cannot imagine what mental
process or moral transformation must
go on in the heart of a pure woman
before she can make up her mind tc
appear before an audience in ballet
costume, The process or transforma-
tion is not repentance, or faith, or
conversion, or salvation, or sanctifica~
tion, or prayer, or meditation, or any-
thing held up in the word of God as
worthy or holy. As a public teacher,
in a most responsiblé position, touch-
ing twice as many families in Can-
ada as there were individuals in the
grand stand, the editor finds it neces-
sary to speak in strong disapproval
of this ballet dance business.- We
do this not with a sense of pride yr
of superior righteousness, hut of pro-
found sorrow and regret. The remark
that those who object can spend their
time on other parts of the Fair is
true only in a measure, and does not
relieve the directors at all, or improve
one whit the nature of the attrac-
tions.

The brightest feature in the whole
experience was the evident coldness,
silence and disapproval with which
the large audience on the openin«
day received the objectionable’ part
of the proceedings. There was reason
to be proud of the gelected Toronto
audience in the moral disapprobation
that was unmistakable. If this course
of competition with the lowest thea-
tre performance is retained by the
directors, and developed, for its re-
tention will call for its development
because people grow by what they
feéd on, it will be the plain duty of all

Christlan people to desert the grand
stand.

1 PISTIL THEF AL

‘He is Over Fiﬁy Years 0ld and Should
Have Known Better.

Have

Malls Bctween T and Chi
Been Robbed Systematically for Years—
Inspector Larmour at Last Bropped
Onto the Robber, Who Was Caught
Red-Hianded—A Detgolt Mail Porter. '

Detroit, Sept. 15.—For about a year the
Canadjan and United States Postoffice De-
pnrtm}nts have been trying to locate the
responsibility for the periodical extraction
of Jetters from mail pouches between To-
ronto’ and Montreal and Chicago. Until &
few days. ago no trace of the thief or
| thieyes could be secured. About a month
ago Mr. J. J. Larmour, Canadian Post-
office Inspector, was assigned to the case.
He experienced considerable difficulty in
locating ‘the place of the thefts, because
of “the number of different ])Kl‘l;lts at which
such thieving could be carried on between
Montreal and Chicago. - In examining the
sacks recelved at Chicago from’ Toronto
aud Montreal, via Detyoit, it wad found
that several of them had been ripped open
and re-sewed with white thread, instead
of a yellow thread, as they were originally.
This fixed the locality ot the theft at De-
troit, or somewhere between Detroit and
Chicago.

CAUGHT RED-HANDED.

Finally Mr. Larndour located the pilfering
in the Fort-street Union Depot here, where
the sacks were put on Wabash Railway
trains, and foumnd thut Harry Laroway,
depot mail porter, was the guilty maun.
| The inspector watched Laroway several
vights,

l.ast night Mr. Larmour again secreted
himself in his usual place,
Laroway was seen (o take the saek cou-
taining the malil from Montreal and Toronto

letters and place them in a box which he
kept under nis table. He then, according
to the inspector, re-sewed the sack and
placed it back on the pile of sacks ready
to be sent on to Chicago.

Laroway was at once arrested and placed
in jail. He strenuously denied his gullt,
| even when confronted with the package he
'hnd just removed from the sack.

The rifling of the mail pouches from To-
tmnto and Montreal has been going om for

over a year. Sometimes for a week or 10

days packages were extracted daily, then

the thefts would cease for several weeks.

| Early in the spring the Grand Truank Rail-
road lost its entire mail for one day, con-
taining remittances for smaller roads and
| other parties for an entire month’'s settle-
ment.

BANKS AND RAILROADS LOSERS.

In addition to the thousands of personal
letters that have been stolen during the
last year, the Molsons Bank, the Bank of
Montreal, the Bank of British North Amer-
jca and the Grand Trunk and Canadian
Pacific Railroad Companies have been heavy
losers. The Toronto banks and business
men have also suffered considerable losses.

The package which the authorities se-
cured last night contained 43 letters and
E)ntnl cards. Upon the basis of the num-

er of letters found in this package, it is
conservatively estimated that fully 10,000
Jetters have been stolen from the Toronto-
Chicago route within the past year, and,
while the exact amount of cheques, postage
stamps and money that the letters contain-
ed cannot be stated, Imspector Larmour
expressed the opinion that the loss would
approximate $25,000.

'he capture of Laroway is consldered by
the postal authorities one of the most im-

rtant in the history of the department.
The methods employed Dy the thief were
cntirely novel, this being the first time that
the postoffice inspecters have ascertained
that letters were extracted from mail
pouches by ripping the seams open and re-
sewing them. If the tHief had used yellow
thread instead of white in re-sewing, pro-
bablﬁ months would have elapsed before
his detection.

Laroway has been malil porter in the
Union Depot for three years. He is 51
years of age, is married and has three
children.

A $30,000 BLAZE.

Teromnto Had a Costly Fire at the Corner ot

Esplangde and Jarvis-streets Yester-
day at Noon.

The bulldin} at the co;ner of Jarvis and
Esplanade-streets, with its contents, was
damaged by fire at noon yesterday to the
amount of $30,000. The fire started in that
portion of the building occupied by J. H.
Nairn, parchment manufacturer. It soon
reached the spice mills of McKee & Smith
and the Dodds Medicine Co. The building
belonged to the Beard estate, and the Can-
nda Permanent Co. The damage will be
about $4000 ; insured in the Queen's- for
$2000 and the Commercial Union for $2500.
McKee & Smith and the Dodds Co. esti-
mate their loss at $15,000 ; insured for
11,500. Nairn’s loss is $10,000 ; insurance,
1500.. The cause of the fire is unknown.

In the Civil Assize Court yesterday, be-
fore Mr. Justice Falconbridge, the sult of
the heirs, M. J. Jordan, J. I. Jordan, Cella
Jordan and Carrie Jordan, against the com-
pany, was commenced.

The defence is that when Mrs. Jordan
made application for insurance she knew
that she had an incurable disease ; the com-
pany refuses to pay, alleging incemplete
and untrue answers on her part when she
was examined. This the plaintiffs deuy. It
is admitted that she had an incurable dis-
ease, but it was of such a nature and so
located that she was not aware of its pres-
ence.
