Insurgents Surprise “C" Company,
Ninth Infantry, While They
Are at Breakfast.

ONLY TWENTY-FOUR ESCAPED

Of These HEleven Are  Wounded—
Feorty-Eight Killed On Island
of Samar.

Manila, Sept. 20.—A disastrous fight be-
tween United States troops and insurgents
occurred yesterday in the Island of Sa-
mar, mear Balangiga. A large body of
insurgents attached Company “C,” Ninth
Infantry, only 24 members of the company
e§caplng. .

All the others are reported to have been
killed. The company was at breakfast
when attacked and made a determined “e-
sistance, but the overwhelming numbers
of the Insurgents compelled them to re-
treat. Of the survivors, who have ar-
rived at Bassey, 11 are wounded.

According to the latest returns the
strength of the company was 72. The
survivors include Capt. Thomas W. Con-
pell, First Lieut. Edward Bumpus and
Dr. R~8. Griswold, surgeon.

The Insurgents captured all the stores
and ammunition of the company, and all
the rifles except 206.

Captain Lawrence J. Hearn of the 2ist
Infantry reports a severe engagement with
fnsurgents near Candelaria, the Amearicans
losing one killed and two wounded. The
insurgent loss has not been ascertamed.
The Americans captured 30,000 pounds of
rice and several hundred rounds of ammu-
nition.

“C” Company of the 9th regiment was
located at Fort Porter, Buffalo, before be-
ing ordered to the Philippines,

“» Company went to China at the
time of the Boxer outbreak, and later
went to Manila. During the past summer
a haTtalion of 19th was sent to Samar.

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LEAL OUBBUNG OVR
SUNSHNERT FOR BOERS
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Lawyers Ask if Perpetual Exile Can
Be Decreed By a Military
Tribunal.

London, Sept. 20.—(Tribune Cable.)—Law-
yers are bewildered by questions arising
from the sequels to the technical end of
the war, which was declared by Lord Rob-
erts to be virtually over about a year ago.

[ The date having been settled by proélama-

tion, it was necessary to make an example
of Boer officers who had not surrendered
before Sept. 15. Ten prisoners have been
formally exiled from South Africa by the

military ecourt, and forbiddem ever to re-
turn to the British dominions there. The
lawyers are asking whethér any military
tribunal has the power to proclaim perpetu-
al banishment from self-governing depen-
dencies of the Crown, and whether a- de-
cree of this kind will remafn valid after
the substitution of civil for martial law.
This penalty is imposed by a military court
without release of the prisoners from the
ordinary fate of confinement under guard
at St. Helena, Ceylon or Bermuda until
the close of the war, when they willl pass
under the ban of perpetual exile. It $s
considered doubtful whether the decree of
banishment “can be enforced, except with
legislative sanction or with adequate politi-
cal authority. The military argument is
that guerilla leaders remaining obstinately
in the field will be certain to make trouble
after the close of hostilities, when the
military prisons are opemed and the Boer
prisoners are released, and, consequent!y,
it is & wise safeguard to shut them out of
South Africa altogether. These political
exiles, however, will have the right to an
asylum In any foreign country, and they
cannot be taken from German or other
ships; they cannot be kept out of Portu-
guese territory, and, when once there, they
will be able to recrult bands of raiders for
a renewal of the war.

Neither Mr. Chamberlain nor the Minis-
try én be credited with much sagacity In
having recourse to & proclamation as a
means of ending the war, and In following
it with decrees of banishment by a drum-
head court-martial. Yet Mr. Chamberlain
can afford to laugh over the legal quibbling
and Mr, Balfour can go on placidly with
his golf, for the Lanark election has shown
that Liberalism is a system of organized
feuds, and that the government Is not ex-
posed to effective eriticism from a vigilant
opposition.

Tragic as 1s the fate of South Africa,
with an irrepressible war of races, an in-
glorious British campaign, with unceasing
mortality and concentration camps where
women and children are dying in swarms,
the Liberals consider the farcical conduct
of the opposition a timely and patriotic
exhibition, and the government is carried
on listlessly as a comedy of political man-
ners. The country, moreover, seems con-
tent with what is going on. There Is out-
spoken criticism of the appointmenta of
commanders In three army corps; the
charge that General® Buller ordered after
Colenso the evacuation of Ladysmith un-
der discreditable conditions is renewed by
The Spectator, and the Ministers are re-
proached for not allowing Lord Kitchener
a free hand, and for neglecting to reinforce
him with rough;riders, fit for the work of
hunting down guerillas; but these mur-
murs of dissent make little impression.
