swept by a fire tonight, the loss prob-
ably amounting to fully half a million
dollars. At 11:40 o’clock tonight the
flames were under control.

The Hotel Fisk, one of the flnest on
the beach, valued at $50,000; the Hotel
Emerson, valued at $75,000, with its
furnishings; the Hotel Alberta, the
Aldine, the Lawrence House and half
a dozen smaller hotels, together with
about 60 cottages, were
within two hours.

All the buildings were of wooden
construction and before the flames,
fanned by a southwest breeze, were
an easy prey.

The Old Orchard fire department,
which consists only of one small steam
fire engine and a hose wagon, was
utterly unable to cope with the blaze
when it was discovered and the fire-
men from neighboring cities, Portland,
Biddeford and Saco, responding to
calls for assistance, were hampered for
some time after their arrival by diffi-
culty with the hose couplings.

The fire was discovered about 8
o'clock in the upper part of the
Olympia Hotel annex, which was oc-
cupied mainly by servants employed
in the Hotel Emerson. It is supposed
than an upset lamp was the origin of
the blaze. Adjoining buildings, con-
taining stores, along the board walk
beside the Boston and Maine Railway
tracks soon caught fire and from these
the flames jumped the tracks and com-
municated with the Alberta Hotel and
several other large buildings near the
shore.

An area of 50 acres along the
beach was soon blazind)) In this area
were located some of the most popular
of the hotels, all of which were filled
with summer guests. Many valuable
cottages were also located in this dis-
trict, and these, too, were swept by
the fire.

Most of the guests managed to save
a considerable quantity of their per-
sonal eects.

From the Hotel Emerson the fire
leaped across the main avenue leading
from the rallroad station to the shore
and attacked the Hotel Seashore. This
big structure, one of the oldest and
best known of the guest houses here,
was soon enveloped in flames and was
totally destroyed. A considerable gap
of vacant land between there are other
buildings to the west, however, served
to cut off the further spread of the
conflagration in that ‘direction.

The Old Odchard House and other
buildings on the edge of the camp
ground plateau overlooking the beach
were saved.

A sawmill and lumber yard belong-
ing to Wm. E. Mower and several coal
sheds owned by Porter & Victor were
burned during the early part of the
blaze. The bowling alleys and restaur-
ant owned by Thomas L. Cleaves,
Horgan’s drug store, McDonald’s drug
store and several stores located along
the board walk, near the railroad sta-

tion, were also destroyed. The central

This is a sad case, and it empha-
sizes the fact that London is certainly
in need of a hospital, for consump-
tives. This girl was threatened with
consumption, her physician got her
admitted to the free sanatorium at
Gravenhurst; they kept her the three
months alloted to her, and then noti-
fled her doctor and myself (as one of
those interested in her) that they
could not keep her indefinitely, and
would look to the ILondon people to
relieve the sanatorium and take
charge of her. There was no place
in London set apart for consumptives
and therefore “no resting place for
the sole of this poor girl’'s foot.” The
only thing to be done, was to appeal
to the London people, and most nobly
end generously have they responded,
so that she can be sent to her mother
in Swansea, Wales, who longs to have
her, "but is too poor to pay for the
transportation. From the interest ex-

Years Repealed by
Plebiscite.

Sydney, C. B.,, Aug, 15.—Cape Breton
today, by way of a plebiécite, decided
to repeal the Scott act. A majority of
at least seven hundred was registered.

The act has been in force in this
part of Nova Scotia since the early
eighties. Circumstances have very
greatly altered of late years, with the
growth of coal mining, and the steel
industry, and breaches of the act are
not uncommon in some places, notably
Sydney.

The temperance people put up an ac-
tive fight against the repeal of the
act, and the other side also worked
hard, Mr. Summerhayes having been
in the field for some time.

Some question has arisen as to whe-
ther the proposed change would affect
the city of Sydney, which lles within
the boundaries of the county, and the
secretary of state has given it as his

opinion that this had better be deter-
mined by the courts. .
An effort was made to have the
plebiscite postponed to a later date, and
Mr. Alex. Johnson, M. P. for Cape
Breton, placed the matter before the
federal authorities, but Hon, R. W.

Scott stated that the matter had gone
too far.
