A perusal of Commissionér Castle’s
report to the department of trade and
commerce, published in The bufie,
shows that far from this béing the
case, the charge of mixing or shipping
out lower grades as higher grades, is
clearly shown by the véport, which
réads in part as follows: '“Tt was
pointéd out to the magistrate that the
only conclusion to be drawn.from the
statements submitted, when no othér
explanation was offered, ‘was that the
elevator company or some person con-
nected with it, had raised the grades
from Nos. 4, 8 and No. 2 northern to
a higher grade.”

In tor Gibbs’ statement, which
the iré Elevator Co. acknowledg-
ed was corréct, showed that the No.
1 northérn on hand, plus the excéss
shipments of No. 1 northern made a
difference of 558,408 bushels, while the
No. 2 northern showed a shortage or
discrepancy of 347,643 bushels, the No.
3 northern a diserepancy of 150,473
bushels, and the No. 4 a discrepancy
of 43,860 bushels, a total of 541,987
bushels, all of which apparéntly had
been shipped out as No. 1 northern.
The totals in each case are practi-
cally the same, allowing for the fact
that the weight of the grain was as-
certained by measuring the bing and
not by actual weighing up, which,
according to fthe regulations, it is
apparent ecould only be done once a
year, sometime- in August, instead of
twice a year, in August and Deécem-
bher, as requested by the represénta-
tives of the Dominion Millers’ As-
gociation and the Manitoba Grain
Growers’ - Association.

What Offences Showed.

In the Port Arthur elevator case,
six offences are confessed to, and as
shown in Mr. Gibbs’ report, the aver-
age of No. 1 northern shown was
477,388 bushels, or less than in the
Empire elevator case, who acknow-
ledged five offences, whereas the No. 2
northern showed 4 discrepancy  or
shortage of 116,646 bushels, the No. 3
northern a discrepancy of 180,206 bush-
els, and the No. 4 a digcrepancy of 4968
bushels.

That Commissioner Castle in his re-
port was not disposed to judge the
élevator company too harshly, is, I
think, plainly shown by the following
dquotation: “From the statements sub-
mitted by Mr. Gibbs, it appears there
were inspected out of the elevator dur-
Ing the week of Dec. 12 106,999.50 bush-

Cemmissioner Castle says: “In view
of this, I do not- consider that amy
action of this kind should be taken at
the present time, but that the eleva-
térs should be weighed up 2as soon as
practicable and if it is then - ascer-
tained that discrepancies exist to the
extent above indicated, or to any ser-
jous extent, that the question of can-
cellation of the Empire Elevator Com-
pany’s license should be sgeriously
considered.”

Perjury Difficult to Prove.
