Prominent Canadians who will take
part in the election,.as candidates, in-
cluding those already known, are
Major Pooley, Imperial adviser to
Vickers, Limited, and C. Addison, whe
will run in Bromley, Kent.

The Conservatives have already dis-
played posters attacking the Russian
loan, one of which declares:

“When a man borrows from you, and
refuses to pay you back, you do not
lend him any more.”

Bettors Are Cautious..

(By Lloyd Allen.)

London, Oct. 10.—(United Press.)—
Insurance companies are reported as
accepting odds of nine to one against
the Labor party winning a clear
majority over all other parties at the
forthcoming elections.

It is understood that a substantial
amount of business is being transacted
on that basis, the terms involving total
loss on risks insured if the Laborites
gain such a victory.

Facing the shortest general election
campaign permissible under the law,
party headquarters, today, were scenes
of whirlwind activity, none of them
having closed their doors throughout
the night.

Premier MacDonald and his Labor
Cabinet, whose defeat in the Commons
over a minor domestic affair may bring
to a close England’s first Labor regime,
after .only nine months in office, con-
tinued drafting the party manifesto for
the election, October 29. o

Will Oppose Lioyd George.

Indications of the extent of the
Labor campaign were given in the an-
nouncement that a candidate would
oppose Lloyd George in Carnarvon.
The Laborites, who haye not yet
chosen their nomdinee to contest the
seat with the former Premier, have
hitherto never fought Lloyd George im
his own district.

King George’s proclamation, issued,
dissolving Parliament and .calling a
general election, ordered the new Par-
liament to assemble November 18.

Premier MacDonald announced he
would start from Glasgow, Monday, on
a four days’ automobile trip in which
he would tour the industrial districts,
making brief addresses at all of the
cities and villages en route.

Lloyd George is expected to leave on
Monday on an extensive speaking tour,
similar to that of 1923. The Liberals
deeply resent MacDonald’s haste in
calling the election, pointing out that
barely 19 days remain for campaign-
ing. The Conservatives, it is be-
lieved, are planning a coalition with
the Liberals in many districts, particu-

larly in Scotland, in order that a trian-
gular fight may be avoided.
