SOVIET DELEGATES
COMING TO CANADA

Will Negotiate With Ottawa for
Resumption of Trade
Relations.

(British United Press.)
London, Jan. 19.—The Soviet -dele-
gation which is proceeding to Canada
to begin negotiations with the Ottawa
Government looking towards the re-
sumption of trade relations with Rus-
sia has reached London this morning.
They will sail on the steamer Mont-
calm next Friday, and they have hopes
of signing huge contracts for agri-
cultural machinery, railway equipment
and other industrial products during
their visit. If the contracts are com-
pleted it should result in a big boom
of Canadian trade. Full guarantee of
payment for all such contracts hes al-
