Served on Him by Special Man 
Sent There by Dugal Counsel

Investigation by Royal Commission To 
be Opened Tomorrow—A Conference 
Held Last Week in Montreal

6 NOW TO BEGIN
First Session In Quebec To­

morrow Morning

UKELY LONG DRAWN OUT
The gentleman who served the sub­

poena upon him was a previous ac­
quaintance and, when the business end 
of the meeting was completed, the two 
proceeded to lighter diversions and spent 
the afternoon and evening together, not 
parting until two o’clock in the morning. 
A trip to Nantasket Beach was among 
the events on the programme, and Mr. 
Berry seemed to be enjoying the outing 
immensely for a man who was reported 
to have left in search of specialists and 
a sanitarium; at any rate his appetite 
foi; beefsteak and similar substantial 
viands has not been at all impaired.

Investigation Tomorrow.

Preparations for the session of the roy­
al commission .which will open tomor­
row morning at ten o’clock for the en­
quiry into the charges preferred by L. 
A. Dugal, M. P. P- against Premier 
Flemming and members of his govern­
ment, have been completed and from the 
opening of the court the proceedings are 
expected to prove of great interest. Near­
ly all the witnesses desired by the coun­
sel for Mr. Dugal have been subpoenaed 
and the evidence which it is expected 
that they will give is of such a nature 

to focus the attention of the whole 
province upon the hearing.

F. B. Carvdl, K. C, M. P.„ of Wood- 
stock, associate counsel for Mr. Dugal, 
arrived in the city today and will be 
prepared to go ahead with the case when 
the court opens in the morning.
A Conference In Montreal

During the Interval since the opening 
session of the commission the defence 
has not been idle and it is reported that 
a conference, which may be of some sig­
nificance, was held in Montreal on Fri­
day evening last. At this time Hon. J. 
D. Hazen, minister of marine and fisher­
ies; Hon. H. F. McLeod, M. P, former 
"'member of the provincial cabinet, whose 
name has been 
charges; Hon. George J. Clarke, acting 
premier of New Brims wick; Hon. J. K. 
Fleramtog,. ps*mtcr of the province, 
against whom the principal charges are 
directed, and A. R. Gould, head of the 
St. John and Quebec Railway Company, 
met in the Windsor Station in Montreal 
and held a long conference. After they 
concluded the business of the meeting 
Hon. Mr. Hazen returned to Ottawa, 
and the other members of the gathering 
proceeded east. The result of the con­
ference may be indicated by the course 
taken by the defence when the inquiry 
commences.

Counsel for L. A. Dugal, M. P. P, the 
accuser in the charges against Premier 
Flemming and members of his govern­
ment, have been successful in locating 
W. H. Berry, chief scaler for the local 
government, and a subpoena has been 
served upon him. The uncertainty re­
garding his appearance to testify when 
the commission commences the inquiry 
tomorrow, is the chief point of interest 
at the moment in connection with the 
proceedings.

On the day when the commission first 
met for organization Mr. Barry left his 
home in St. Stephen and crossed the 
border into the United States, leaving no 
definite information regarding his des­
tination or the probable date of his re- 
return. When an agent of Mr. Dugal’s 
counsel arrived at his home to serve the 
subpeona upon him his departure was 
learned of. Mrs. Berry seemed much 
disturbed over the matter and promised 
to endeavor to locate her husband and 
to try to induce him to return.

Soon afterwards the announcement 
was made, through newspapers friendly 
to the administration, that Mr. Berry 
was ill and had gone to the United 
States to seek the advice of specialists, 
with the possibility that he might find 
it necessary to enter a sanitarium for a 
prolonged stay.

The search for Mr. Berry was contin­
ued by Mr. Dongal’s counsel and in­
formation was received that he was stay­
ing at a prominent hotel in Boston. A 
special agent, armed with a subpoena, 
was sent to Boston to locate him and 
succeeded in doing so, and on Saturday 
Mr. Berry was found and the papers 
served upon him.

While in the United States Mr. Berry 
is beyond the jurisdiction of the Cana­
dian authorities and cannot be compelled 
to return by legal process. Those who 
have brought the charges are still hope­
ful that he may be on hand, however. If 
Mr. Berry is innocent of any complicity 
in the matters charged against him it 
would be to his own interests to return. 
If the government honestly desires the 
fullest investigation and is anxious that 
all possible light shall be thrown upon 
the matter it is to their interest, also, 
that he should be On hand to testify. 
While the accusers are not in a position 
to force Br. Berry to come back, it is 
reasonable to believe that his employers, 
the provincial government, could bring 
pressure to bear upon him to induce him 
to return, if they desire to" do so. Mr. 
Dugal and his counsel are earnestly hop­
ing that any influences which could con­
tribute to this result will be put In oper­
ation and that Mr. Berry will be on hand 
when the court opens.

When Mr. Berry was located for the 
service of the subpoena he was found 
at the Parker House in Boston, where 
he seemed to be enjoying life in the best 
of health.
