served regarding the meeting of the con- i
gress and the fact that a large propor-|
tion. of those present were not connected i
with the Zionist movement, led to the
arrests. £

Investigation, it is alleged, has re-
sulted in the discovery of compromising |
documents, many of foreign origin, re- .
vealing close contact with Entente coun-|
tries. It is asserted that the existence of !
a courier service between Russia and
London has also been shown.

Charges. are made that bombs have
been found in the office of the Central
Zionist committee.

Tt is claimed 80,000 Jewish legionaries
in Palestine have gledged support to the
Entente armies through an agreement
with England, and that Henry Morgen-
thau, former American ambassador to
Turkey, visited' Poland last fall as a re-
presentative of the Zionists. It is said !
that on that occasion he urged the Jew-
ish population to submit to the Polish
imperialists, American Zionists, it is
charged, furnished financial support to
Admiral Kolchak, while Jewish ‘troops, |
it is said, have been used by England
against the Egyptian nationalists and on
the Archangel and Odessa fronts in Rus-
sia. :

Ottawa, May 18—VYesterday in the
House of Commons, first reading was
given a bill which proposes to place cer-
tain lines of electric railway under pro-
vincial eontrol.

The franchise bill again was consid-
ered in committee and progress reported.

Hon. W. S. Fielding submitted a reso-
lution demanding that the government
consult parliament before going fur-
ther in the establishment of a Canadian
embassy at Washington. The amend-
ment was defeated 68 to 63 and the
narrow government majority was the
signal for an opposition ovation. The
six Progressive party members voted
with the opposition.

! gave an extensive review of the financial
jand economic position of the dominion.
{ Conditions obtaining not only in Can-
| ada, but all over the world, he said, were
| very different from the conditions which
| prevailed while the war was in progress.
| Then the compelling necessity of the mo-
ment required the raising of large sums
of money.' It was absolutely imperative
that there should be no check on pro-
,duction, no hindering of the war effort.
| Today conditions were changed. The
{war was won. KExpenses were great.
!Canada, with other countries which par-
 ticipated in the titanic struggle, was
i faced with a pyramid of debt.
| “The duty today,” Sir Henry de-
{ clared, “is not only to carry on the gov-
lernment of the country without any ad-
ditions to the debt but, on the other
hand, to promote measures which will
reduce the nation’s indebtedness.” The
task, while heavy, was not so severe as
_the obstacles which Canada had over-
come in the five years of war and stress.
 War Effort in Peace Time.
%‘ “Indeed,” Sir Henry proceeded, “were
it possible for the country again to be-
{come as united and earnest as it was
during the war period, if it were possible
for each and all of us to sink all differ-
ences, class and sectional interests and
jealousies into an effort toward re-estab-
lishing a Canada as united and co-ordi-
nated as that which won the war, the
task would indeed be easy and: simple.”
Sir Henry sketched the progress of
Canadian trade, showing how an excess
of imports over exports had within the
last few years changed to an excess of
exports over imports. He gave further
series of tables showing steady growth in
‘the production of wheat, of farm pro-
! ducts generally, of growth in the product
of mine ‘and forest, in ;fisheries and: in
manufactures, in bank deposits; in{fire

Sir Henry turned to the national debt,
making an analysis of the assets to show
how far they should be deducted from
| the gross debt for calculation of the net
debt. At the end of the finaneial year,
the national debt, according to the ledg-
ers of the finance department stood:

i Less investments, $1,078,587,465.27.

| Net debt, $1,985,946,312.85.

i Beyond all question, Sir Henry went
on, it was a matter of importance that
! the exact position of the country’s debt
| should be cleared. While the books
i were correctly kept and the entries prop-
ierly made, some of the investmepts
| could not be characterized. as active in-
| vestments.

| The result of providing for contra ac-
count and of treating the inactive items
as items that ought to go in suspense or
capital account was to reduce the in-
vestments included in calculating the net
debt by $337,359,124.07, and to increase
the net debt as shown from $1,933,946,-
312.85 to $2,273,305,486.92.

Sir Henry said that in Canada, as
everywhere, these had ‘been inflation in
the price of commodities, inflation in
currency and inflation in credits.

For purposes of comparison, he tabu-
lated the combined note circulation of
the dominion and of the banks as on
March 31, 1914, and as on March 81,
1920, giving the gold held in each case.

The circulation increase in combined
circulation was 108 per cent. In Great
Britain between 1914 and the end of
1919, note circulation had increased 207
per cent. The circulation of the United
States showed an increase of 70 per
cent. from June 80, 1914, to June 30,
1919. 'The circulation of other countries
taking a prominent part in the war, had
increased to far greater percentages.

Under all these circumstances, bearing
in mind that Canada before the war had
to borrow abroad to finance uer own fe-
| quirements, bearing in mind that during
the war and since the armistice she had
not only financed herself but had also
extended credits to other nations, “the
situation of the country’s currency is
very remarkably good.”

POPE RECEIVES
SOME 20,000
FRENCH PILGRIMS

Rejoice at Canonization of
Joan of Arc -

Cardinal Begin Among Those
Present — Pontiff Singles
Out General Castlenau for
Particular Notice.

Rome, May 18—Cardinal Begin of
Quebec was among the high dignitaries
of the Catholic church in attendance yes-
terday when the French pilgrims who
came to Rome for the canonization of
Joan of Arc were received by Pope Bene-
dict in St. Peter’s. It had been planned

to Lold the reception in the Vatican, but
no hall in that edifice was large enough
to accommodate the throng ;which num-
bered approximately 20,000.

Among the other cardinals who at-
tended the ceremony were Mgrs. Amette
of Paris, Lucon of Rheims, Dubois of
Rouen, Andrea of Bordeaux, and Naur-
ais of Lyons. There were, in addition,
French archbishops, bishops, senators
and deputies, all of whom were greeted
with especial deference by the Pontiff,
who singled out Gen. Castlenau for par-
ticular notiee.

Monsignor Touchet, Bishop of Or-
leans, thanked the Pope for the canon-
ization in the name of the entire French
nation, the Pontiff answering this ad-
aress. .

“Pope Pius X,” he said, “decreed the
beatification of Joan of Arc. I am glad
the Almighty allowed me to sanctify
her, but I regret this.honor was not re-
served to Pope Pius X.” The Pontiff
ended by invoking) the benediction of
France, especially her senators, deputies
and civil authorities.

Cardinal Andrieu presented General
Castlenau to the Pope, who warmly con-
gratulated him and spoke flattering
words of the French army.

Yesterday afternogn the Pope re-
ceived in the Vatican museum 600
French priests, headed by Monsignor
Touchet. This occasion was a new man-
gestation of rejoicing for the canoniza-

on.

FRANCE COMES
BACK; REVENUE
IS INCREASING

Paris, May 18—Increases in French
revenue from indirect taxation and state
monopolies are again shown for April.
The total amount received from these
sources during the month was 1,057,180,=
000 francs, or 59 per cent in excess of
the corresponding figure for April, 1914.

The finance department predicts that
the permanent budget charges will be
fully covered so soon as the new taxes
voted by the chamber of deputies, 8,500,
000,000 francs, are put into effect. The
department says the recuperative energy
of France is thoroughly demonstrated by
the figures quoted, as these taxes con-
stitute one of the best barometers of the,
economic situation.
