Carbonic Acid Gas for Raising Vessels.
In the account of a German establish-
ment devoted to the manufacture of car-
bonic acid on a large scale for industria’
purposes, recently contributed to The
hrift des osterr I ieur-und
ArchlbektemVeremes, reference is made
to an experiment carried out a short
time ago at the government dock yards
at Kiel, with carbonio acid gas as a
means of raising sunken vessels. In
the trial a number of balloons made
of canvas were attached by divers to the
submerged object to be lifted, the bal-
loons being readily taken below in a col-
lapsed state. Each balloon contained
one or more flasks of liquid carbonic
acid, which, at the proper time, was per-
mitted to escape by the divers, and, in-
flating the balloons, gave them suﬁcient
buoyancy to raise the object. Compu‘ed
with the method of p
air into the balloons, the carbonic uid
process would seem to offer the advan-
tages of cheapness and simplicity, the
gemgmg outfit being dispensed with.
