W asrINGTON, August 5.—Acting Secre-
tary Wharton, was asked by an Associa~
ted Press reporter this' morning if the
State department had anything to say
respecting thg escape of the sealer Black
Diamond.
“The department,” Wharton ireplied;
“has not been advised of the seizure of
the Black Diamond. It has nothing to
make known in regard to its future ac-
tion in the matter. The seizure of these
vessels, so far as it has gone, is under
the control and direction of the Treas-
ury Department. If there is any
blame attaching to Shose seizures it
maust be 1aid at the doors of Congress
It pagsed a law directing the Presidents
toissue his. proclamation extending to
American waters 'in the Behring sea
the same protection  over the
seal and other fur ‘bearing
animals as is aecorded the fur bearing
inhabitants of Alaska and the waters
thereon, by a general act on the fisheries
and that law is simply enforced. That
is what we are  here for to carry
out, the laws that Congress enacts. So
far this question has not become an
international one. The State Depart-
ment has not been informed of any part
of the proceedings officially and there-
fore has nothing to act upon.

These are being
pursued by the Egyptian cavalry, and a
column under Col. Wodehouse hus gone
to Abu Simbel to head off the dervishes,

Every Emir in the Dervish army, save
one, is killed. The bodies of several hun-
dred Dervishes and a large number of
wounded, making a thousand in all,have
been brought into Toski. Refugees are
arriving at thattown. The Egyptian loss
in the battle is 7 killed and 130 wounded.
Three English soldiers are wounded.

“AN OBJECT LESSON.”
¥ Newfoundland—Archbishop 0’Brien
Talks About the Feelings of the
¢ People of the West Coast in Favor of
1 Confederation.

[Halifax Herald }

iHis Grace Archbishop O’Brien and
Rev. Father Murphy thoroughly enjoyed
their recent trip to the west coast of
Newfoundland in the steamship Harlaw.
Léaving Halifax the ship skirts along the
edstern shore and at daylight reaches St.
Péter’s canal. The sail down the majes-
fig’Bras d'Or lakes is made in the day-
tie;so that all its beauties can be
iated. And no more beautiful

giil gan be found in any partof this
contiment. Various ports in the lakes are
calledat and that night North Sydney is
gd. The night and forenoon is spent

‘at th@wo Sydneys, and the Harlaw con-
ﬁq r voyage, calling at Ingonish
A ay, Neil's Harbor and Low Point.
The soenery along this |part of the coast
igvery grand. From Aspey Bay the
Harlaw heads for St. Paul’s, that solitary
Jittle island in the month of the Gulf of
8t. Lawrence; and after landing supplies
here, steams for Channel, Nfid.,, which
is reached in a few hours. Soon the ves-
sel enters St George’s bay, a glorious
sheet of water, forty miles wide at its
mouth, and running inland fifty miles.
Newfoundland contains no more beautiful
gcenery than is tobe found in St. George’s
Bay. The shore rises almost perpendicu-
larly ost of the bold water—in some
places more than one hundred feet high.
The banks are covered with a rich soil
for three miles inland,and forms the base
of & ridge of hills two thousand feet high.
Beyond these are fertile valleys covered
with valuable timber. At the head of
the bay is a settlement called Sandy
Poiht, inhabited by hardy and enter-
priging pioneer settlers. There are sever-
al thousand settlers along the shores of
the bay, “ but,” said his Grace, “the de-
velopment of the whole west coast of the
island is greatly retarded by the uncer-
tainty that prevails regarding its politi-
cal future. The pioneer settlers are
British citizens. They went there in
the belief that they were settling on
British soil, and would be accorded all
the tights and protection of British citi-
zens. They invested their all in their
new  homes. But they have
been greatly disaappointed. They differ
from all other British .pioneers, inas-
much as they are practically governed
by France through the British officers.

THE BLACK DIAMOND.

THE STORY OF HER ESCAPE TO
VICTORIA FROM THE ALASKAN
SEAS.

MHer Captain Quite a Heroin the British

Columbia Capital.

SPECIAL TO THE GAZETTE.

Vicrorta, B. C, Aug 5th—The most
astonishing thing that has happened
here since the foundation of the town
was the arrival in the harbor today of
the schooner Black Diamond, Capt
Thomas, which on July 11 was seized by
the American reventnie cutter Rush for
the alleged illegal capture of seals in
Behring sea.

No one particularly noticed her com-
ing into the harbor and anchoring until
Captain Thomas hoisted the British flag
and other bunting he had an board and
jubilantly fired off a few. blank charges
from a rifle he had on baard.

The schooner “Trinmph” which arrived
here last Sunday and.reported the “Black
Diamond” was lying in port, but even
those aboard of her, rubbed their eyes in
astonishment at sight of a vessel they
thought was in Sitka by this time. Capt.
Thomas lost no time in having a boat
lowered and coming ashore, where he
was received with cheers, and given a
reception which partook of the character
of an ovation.

Captain Thomsa the moment he step-
ped ashore was et by the owners of the
schooner and to them he reported the
facts connected with the interruption of
his vessels sealing trip. He sighted the
revenue cutter Rush on July 11 five
miles away. He was catchingseals at the
time dand was over 70 miles off shore.
He immediately made sail intending to
elude the cutter and avoid any possible
rouble. The wind unfortunately was ra=
ther light and the Rush’s engines enabled
her inside an hour to overhsul the
Black Diamond.

The commander of the Rush at first
signalled the schooner tojheave to,but no
attention being paid to the order by Capt.
Thomas the Rush steamed almost along-
side, her commander shouting out his
order for her to lay too. This he did
three times, but Capt. Thomas still
paying mno attention to him he
steamed ahead of the Black Diamond
and lay across her bows compelling
Capt. Thomas to haul his vessel up

e French would not dare to commit
the outrages u@n these people that are
committed by English men-of-war at the
instance of French officers and French
fishermen. The English men of war
simply do police duty,—not for
the protection of British citizens against
the encroachments of the French, who
visit the coast for a few weeks only; but
for the protection of these French strang-
ers and rivals, against the interests and
often imperilling the existence of the
British residents. This is an intolerable
state of affairs. The people see the great
benefits they already enjoy through the
dew t of th lves

Scotia, doing the bulk of their business
with Halifax. Having obtained so much
under the existing unfavorable condition
of things, the _people naturally
look to confederation with Canada
as their only hope for the rapid
development of that part of the
Island. They also think that confedera-
tion would solve the French problem. If
Newfoundland was a part of Canada, the
administration of police duties on its
waters would be by Canadian, not by
British cruisers; as Canadian cruisers
now do police duty on _the Canadian
coasts. And the Dominion cruisers
would never stoop todo the things that
are done by British war vessels. Hence
the people of the West coast are very
strongly and almost unanimously in favor
of confederation. The Dominion can
cultivate that sentiment very materially.
Canada has already established several
light houses on the shores of Newfound-
land. ‘That was done primarily for the
benefit of Canadian commerce, and for
international convenience. These . light
houses have been a very great benefit to
Newfoundland, and have shown the
-people of that island that we take an in-
ferest in them. Still further service
would be rendered to Camadian com-
merce if we were $0 erect lights on Cape
St. George, Boone Bay and Bay of islands.
These would be in the line of sleamers
and vessels going” up the gulf of
St. Lawrence, and be a very great
convenience to coasting and fishing ves-
gels. It would also he another means o
drawing the people of Newfoundland and
the Dominion closer together. Indeed,
these suggested lights may be said to be
a commercial necessity to Canadian
shipping. Besides being a great benefit
to our commerce, it would be an object
lesson ta the people of Newfoundland of
the greater privileges they would enjoy
in the confederation.

Speaking of the_material resources of
the west coast, His Grace mentioned
that the people there are greatly excited
just now,over what promises to be an
important discovery of coal. A seam
four feet think has been recently discov-
ered and its commercial value is being
investigated. His Grace was very em-
phatic in commending the seagoing quali-
ties of the Harlaw and the courtesy and
efficiengy of her gallant commander, J.
A. Farquhar. The vessel is kept as clean
as a man-of-war. A trip down to the
west coast affords a fortnight of complete
rest.and a most charming diversity of
scenery-

sharply and lay to. Then Lieut Tuttle,
three other officers and two boat loads of
yankee sailors came aboard and began
making an examination of the Black
Diamond’s hold. Capt. Thomas demand-
ed an explanation, when Lieut Tattle in-
formed him that his vessel was under
seizure for the illegal catching of seals
and demanding the Black Diamond’s
papers.

Capt. Thomas indignantly repudiated
the charge that he was acting illegally
and refused to give up his papers.
+—Lieut. Tuttle argued, demanded and
threatened and finally after three dis-
tinct emphatic refusals on Capt. Thomas’
part, ordered his seamen to break open
the cabin lockers and find what the cap-
tain refused to give. The papers were
found and Lieut. Tuttle took possession
of them, refusing Capt. THomas’ repeated
demands to return them.

An American sailor named George
Hawkins was then left aboard by
the commander of the Rush who inform-
ed Capt. Thomas that he and his mate
were under arrest; that the schooner was
to be taken to Sitka, that the crew were
not to be detained but that the vessel
was to be delivered over
to. .the - United States collector
of the'port of Sitka who would take
whatever further action should be
thought necessary by * the American
authorities. Written instructions to this
effect were given to Hawkins and after
a thorough search of the sc]xooner,
Lieut. Tuttle with officers and men
reported and shortly afterward the Rush
steamed off toward some other vessels in
sight. Capt. Thomas said nothing to
Hawkins but putting up the port helm
headed toward the Alaskan shore:
days later the Rush was
passed by the Black Diamond
but did not hail her, the
schooner was headed in the proper dir-
ection and there was no necessity for
speaking each other. But the next day
the Black Diamond reached the harbor
of Ouanalaska in the island of that name,
forming one of the Fox islands in the
Aleatian group and went inside
in the hope of finding there an English
man-of-war. The place was deserted,
however, except by the natives, so Capt.
Thomas, without any ado, turned his ves-
sel about and headed for the passage
leading into the Pacific ocean and reach-
ing that headed straight for Victoria,
where he arrived as described.

Capt. Thomas said he was not going to
let any one Yankee sailor take him cap-
tive into Sitka, and as seaman Hawkins
appears to have had very littie to say
about the matter after the Rush departed
the Canadian kept his determination.
There was no violence on the ‘Black
Diamond. Hawkins as soon as qe saw
that Capt. Thomas did not intend to
sail the schooner into Sitka seems to
have made some sort of a protest —in-
effectual of cousre—and then gettled
down to a realization of the truth of the
saying “there’s many a slip ‘twixt the
cup and the lip.” He was quite hopeful
when he came ashore that he would not
be swung from a yard arm for not obey-
ing orders. In the face of his predica-
ment he was remarkably cheerful. He
proceeded at once to the American
consulate, where handing over his in-
structions to the United States consul he
made a statement of what had happened

as he saw it since the Rush parted with
him.

His history of the affair has been tele-
graphed to the Americaan authorities at
Washington. The utmost satisfaction is
felt here at the escape of the Black Dia-
mond, particularly among the sealers and

the owners of sealing vessels, and Capt.
Thomas is being made a lion of for his
conduct.

ANXIOUS.TO HELP JOHN L.

New Orleans Sports Will Do Many
Things for Him.

New OBEANS, La., Aug 2.—The friends
of John L Sullivan had a meeting here
to-night to decide what should be done
in regard to his arrest by the Mississippi
authorities, and what steps should be
taken to prevent his long detention in
that state.

Sullivan is expected toarrive in
Jackson Sunday evening. He will stay
over there a day, thence come to New
Orleans and report himselfnext day to
Justice Carter in Purves, the commiting
magistrate in this case, The bond will
be furnished there, and the remainder
of his stay South until the trial will be
in New Orleans. A party of his friends
will go up from here to Jackson Sunday
afternoon to meet him, and he will also
be tendered a reception here. Some of
his friends deem a demonstration of this:
kind inadvisable till after the trial. Mr
Marsh Redon, whowillgo to Jackson to
meet Sullivan, and who was in the confer-
ence of his friends here_today, offers te
pay whatever fine the circuit court may
assess if Sullivan will give a sparring ex-
hibition while here. Whether this is ac-
cepted or not, some plan will be arranged
by which the fine can be paid without
Sullivan suffering financially. Several
persons tonight offered toserve as bonde-
men, but it was decided to accept the
Lehman proposition as the most satisfac-
tory. |
