Reasons for Green’s Retirement are Disclosed—Tre­
mendous Jobbery in the Lands and 

Works Department.

*Wild Land Tax.
Mr. Brewster’s remarks on the wild 

land tax were very favorably received.

Government’s Policy is to Advantage 
of Speculators Who are Not 

Slow to Act.
MOTOR YACHT RACING.

In no more striking way has the in­
capacity of the present government of 
British Columbia been shown than in 
the management of the timber re­
sources of the country. The demand 
for the timber lands of the province has 
become so great that it is fairly esti­
mated that from the revenues to be 
derived from chat source alone the 
debts of the province could be entirely 
paid off. This would of course be un­
der proper administration and not ac­
cording to the system which the pres­
ent government pursues.

The timber of the province is rapidly 
passing into the hands of speculators, 
who in many instances are reaping a 
rich reward at once or in other cases 
are holding the lands at what is mere­
ly a nominal charge, assured that in 
the course of a few years they will 
make an immense profit out of the in­
vestment.

The government’s policy is one 
which plays directly into the hands of 
speculators and is not calculated to 
insure the passing of the timber re­
sources of the country to those who 
will make use of them by the erection 
of mills and the employment of labor 
in the manufacture of lumber. On the 
contrary the system by which the 
lands are acquired affords an excel­
lent chance for those acquainted with 

, l the to get in and .by paying
a nraRffxt séntaL whfoh amouhes to 
only about 22 cents an acre, hold the 
timber for an assured increase in price.

The hundreds of applications for 
timber licences appearing from week 
to week in the, Provincial Gazette are 
not pretended to be for the immediate 
use of the applicants. In most cases 
the applicants will frankly acknowl­
edge that they are taking advantage 
of a mischievous system in order to 
speculate In what is a sure advantage 
to themselves. They realize the weak- \ 
ness of the government policy is so far 
as the public interests are concerned, 
but are taking advantage of the law 
as it stands to acquire a fortune by an 
easy method. These speculators are 
ready to express the private opinion 
that the province is deriving but a very 
small share of what it should get out 
of the timber resources.

So disadvantageous to the interests 
of the provincial treasury does this 
system act that the holder of licenses 
which hase been made transferable 
and for which only 22 cents an acre is 
paid, have been offered in many cases 
very large bonuses as an inducement 
for them to transfer. It is usual for 
a bonus of from $6 to $10 an acre to be 
offered over and above the government 
dues, but with the advantages which 
are sure to follow by the holding of 
these timber lands the licensees In 
many cases refuse to part with them 
at these prices.

The government thus hands out to 
the speculator at merely a nominal 
figure the timber lands of the province, 
while the latter in turn is put in a 
position to make a fortune by dispos­
ing of the timber to the • actual mill- 
men or loggers, who must buy at the 
speculator’s own price.

The government crows over the vast 
sums derived from the sale of the tim­
ber lands, but only a very small per­
centage of the money paid by the actu­
al manufacturers of the timber goes 
into the treasury of the province. On 
the contrary the government by its 
policy assists the speculator to hold 
up the mill men.

The manufacturers would gladly deal 
directly with the government, and the 
result would be a much more satisfac­
tory arrangement.

The policy in Ontario where the sale 
of timber berths has resulted in plac­
ing the finances of that province in a 
most satisfactory condition could, ac­
cording to those best acquainted with 
the condition, be well followed in large 
part by British Columbia. When a 
timber area is applied for in Ontario a 
survey is made by the government, and 
after advertising the tract is offered at 
competition, and the highest bonus of­
fered takes the berth. The 
ment dues are all payable as in Brit­
ish Columbia, in addition to the bonus 
paid. The result of this system is to 
increase the revenues of the province 
many times over what they are in Brit­
ish Columbia without working any 
hardship on any one.

(Special to the Times.)
Vancouver, B. C., Jan. 22.—The Van­

couver World this afternoon says: “In 
1905 a company called the Transconti­
nental Exploration Syndicate applied to 
R. F. Green, then chief commissioner 
of Lands and Works, for leases of 32 
sections of coal lands on Pine river 
which, when the early construction of 
the Grand Trunk Pacific railway 
through that portion of British Colum­
bia is considered, are certain to be­
come of great and immédiate value. 
Representing the Transcontinental Ex­
ploration Syndicate was Sir Adolph 
Caron, formerly a Conservative min­
ister of the Crown at Ottawa.

The application was refused by Mr. 
Green, who Alleged as a reason that the 
Dominion government had not then se­
lected the 3,500,000 acres of land in the 
northwest corner of this province 
which were conveyed to it by the terms 
of the settlement act under which the 
Esquimau & Nanaimo railway was 
hum-

value of the shares which were to be 
given to him as a free gift, and which 
were rated at one pound eighteen 
shillings, was $37,000.

Mr. Green replied thanking Caron 
for his very great kindness. The 
leases were then issued by the chief 
commissioner to the Transportation 
Exploration Syndicate.

Caron also secured leases for coal 
lands on Telqua river in the same sec­
tion of the country for which Green 
was given another share in the name 
of Neil McKay.

Later on there was a hitch. Either 
Green thought he had not received 
sufficiently large share of the plunder 
or an objection was raised 'by one of 
the chief’s colleagues.

The lawyers were persistent in press-, 
ing Sir Adolph Caron's claims. Mr. 
Green put up a s^iow of resistance, but 
was dumbfounded when confronted 
with Sir Adolph Çaron’s letter and hiâ 
own letter thanking Sir Adolph for his 
great kindness and instructing him to 
issue the shares in Neil McKay. The 
difficulties must have been smoothed 
away, for it is stated in the Province, 
a government organ printed in Van­
couver, on the 10th of October last, that 
the Transportation Exploration Syndi­
cate had been formed in London with 
a capital of $400,000 to explore and

develop the coal measures in Telqua 
valley.

gift of which Mr. Green had thanked 
Sir Adolphe Caron for this great kind­
ness, was appointed deputy in Mr. 
Gore’s place.

It was probably felt that the custo­
dian of the shares should be changed. 
At any rate the name of Granville 
Cuppage, a junior clerk In the lands 
and works department at Victoria, ap­
pears in the Province of October 10th, 
as one of the directors of this company 
that is about to spend $400,000 in de­
veloping the coal lands along the line 
of the G. T. P.

From whom Mr. Cuppage got his 
shares is not at present known, but 
there is reason to believe that1 the 
$37,000 worth of stock which was origin­
ally conveyed to Neil Mackay is the 
shares which Mr. Granville Cuppage 
represents, and by virtue of which he 
sits as a director of the company.

The above is a plain narratlon^of » nçf!*t 
appalling instance of provincial govern- 

j ment corruption. Readers will have no 
difficulty in arriving at a conclusion un­
favorable to the government.

The correspondence has been photo­
graphed, and Mr. Green’s letter thanking 
Sir Adolph for his munificence and re­
questing that the shares be placed in Mr.

would have to be adopted, 
patch from Montreal to-day indicates 
that this course will be decided upon. 
It is safe to say, however, that the 
C. P. R. in adopting the line according 
to the original survey, namely, by the 
Yellow Head Pass, has not yet finally 
decided upon the terminal point ori-the 
Pacific. This is a matter which will 
occupy their attention later.

The invasion of the northern portion 
of British Columbia by the C. P. R. and 
the consequent opening up of that sec­
tion of the province which must fol­
low construction, is the direct result of 
the policy pursued by the Dominion 
government in providing for the build­
ing of the G. T. P. through new Bri­
tish Columbia without any aid from the 
province.

The C. P. R. in its effort to meet the
