KETTLE RIVER RAILWAY.

Sir William C. Van Horne has written
a long letter to the Toronto Globe in re-
ply to the ‘editorial which appeared in
that newspaper regarding. the application
of Mpr. Corbin to the Dominion Parlia-
ment forr a gharter to build a railway in
the Boundary district. They are mistak-
en who indulge the belief that a man of
figures _and hard practical facts like Sir
William cannot wield the pen like a lit-
terateur;. even like a Sgturday Review
critic for vigor and intensity. He ‘“goes
for” the Globe like a Trojan; his open-

ing sentences affording a capital example 1

of what is to follow. Here they are:
“Sir,—I am astonished beyond measure
at the editorial in'the Globe of yester-
day, on the Kettle er railway. The
responsible editor = must have been
abroad, for the fairness and good busi-
ness judgment; and the  patriotic senti-
ment, which "usually characterize the
Globe, seeg to me to be all wanting.”
Sir William then declares ‘that the
C.P.R. is a national institution rather
than a private commercial enterprise
paying dividends to its shareholders and
operated wholly for their benefit and
profit. He declares the C.P.R. do not
intend to ask for any subsidy for the line
they intend to build from Columbia river
to ‘Boundary -distriet, which will be done
at great expense, through the mountains,
instead of zig-zagging agross the interna-
tional boundary line, “whijch would not
suift the C.PR’s. purpose.” - Sir William
says he has not'a word to say against
Mr. Corbin personally, but immediately
afterwards refers .to that gentleman as
a ‘lon who  devours Canadian lambs.
Haying put forward the C.P.R’s. deter-
mination to ask for no subsidy in respect
of the Kettle River, or Boundary district
extension as a magnanimous and patriot-
ic’ act on the part of the C.P.R., Sir
William thus refers #0 Mr. Corbin’s simi-
lar determination:, X
“It is no meMNt that. Mr; Corbin has
. asked no subsidy. *To have asked Can-
ada for a subsidy to énable foreign rail-
way lines to take away her business
would have been insolent.”” ™~ ;
Which is, at least, not handsome of
Sir William to his opponent, and a trifle
contradictory besides. Sir William then
quotes. the freight charges on Mr. Cor-
bin’s Nelson branch road—one dollar a
" ton on oré to Northport, Wash., two dol-
lars, twenty-five cents a ton to Nelson—
but he does not mention Mr. Corbin’s
statement, that the building of the Ket-

It cannot efficiently " serve
the purpose for which it was created
if its strength is sapped continually for
private ends. To be potent it must be
kept strong. Every line permitted to
enter Canadian territory from the south
is a weappn in the hands of the com-
petitors of the Canadian Pacific, and we
-have at this.time #n illustration of the
use which is. made of them.” 4

That is, all competitioh, Canadian or
‘American, is to be sternly put down that
the C.P.R. may be ‘“kept strong so that
it may be potent’; potent. what for? That
its shareholders - may reap greater pro-
fits?  British Columbia is peculiarly at
the mercy of the C.P.R. - Many of the
very Victorians who voted agagnst the
Corbin charter send their goods to the
Okanagan and Kooteffay country by way
of the Awmerican lines rather than pay
the exorbitant C.P.R. charges. In this
province we want railvhay competition if
we want anything. The Kettle River
road beyond question would prove™a boon
to the whole of southern British Colum-
bia by affording cheap transportation and
by breaking down monopolistic rates. We
have no animus against the C.P.R.;
when it is the C.P.R. against the United
States lines we back the home line; but

the present is far from being such a case. |:

The C.P.R., according to Sir William: C.
Van Horne, wants the Canadian people

THE STIKINE ROUTE.

Notwithstanding repeated attempts of
certain contemporaries to twist the re-
marks we made regarding the Ntikine
route into an attack upon that routc,', we
are quite as much pleased as they to
learn that affairs there -have -taken a
more favorable turn.. -Let -us for the
sake of clearness, reiterate briefty ‘onr
*attack” on the Stikine route. A fort-
night or three weeks aggq we warned all
persons intending to go in by the Stikine
to remain in Vietoria until the reports
recelived from there as to the condition
of the river for travel were more tavor-
able. Wrangel, we pointed out, upon the
authority of unimpeachable witnésges,
was, compared with Victoria, *a most
undesirable place to spend any time in;
dirty, unsanitary, expensive and ufi¢oni-
fortable. We
bound.travellers to give Victoria the pre-
ference seeing they had to wait. Some
who went to Wrangel came back to Vie-
-toria disgusted with conditions in the
American town; they thereby were out
‘of pocket the round trip fare between
Yictorla and Wrangel, and will' .ndéw
have to spend more momey to get f
Wrangel again. Our sole aim: and ob-
ject inewriting “what we did. was to.sawe
the prospectors ‘and -miners this-troubls
and expense; for this W& have heen vili:
fied by a Victoria newspaper and by a
Vancouver newspaper, and praised by
men of experience fully acquainted with
the facts. Hence, in spite of the terrible
denunciations of those “interested’” news-
papers, which described the foregoing
warnings as am ‘‘attack,” and “playing
into the hands of aliens,” we still exist.

THE ESTIMATES PRESENTED.

Details of Allowance Eor British Colum-
bia—Civil Service,

.Ottawa, Mareh 28.—The estimates_for
coming year, comencing July 1st, are
higher than the vote of last year,
though there is' nominally a decrease of
a million dollars.

‘Washington, Mareh 28.—Captain Sig-
bee, in testifying before the court of in-
quiry, said that his ship anchored  in the
harbor of Havana the last time Janu-
ary 24, 1898. After he took on an off-
cial pilot sent on by the captain of the
port of Havana, the ship was berthed,
according to his understanding, at one
of the regular buoys of the place. )

He could not state whether the Maine
was placed in the usual berth for men-
of-war, but said that he bhad heard re
marks since the explosion, using Captain
Stevens, temperarily in-command of the
Ward line steamer City of Washington,
as authority for the . statement that he
had never known, ip all his experience,
which eovered visits to Havana for five
or six years, a man-of-war to be anchor-
ed at that bioy; that he had rarely
known merchant vessels to be anchored
there, and that it was the least used
buoy in the harbor. .
