however, suppresses the most numer­
ous class of licensed houses, 
should point out that there are at pre­
sent three important classes of licenses 
for the sale of liquor to be druhk on 
the premises. These are the publican’s 
or spirit retai'er’a license, which au­
thorizes the sale of all liquors, whether 
distilled or fermented; the beer house 
license; and the wine license, taken out 
by the keeper of a hotel or eating 
house. *Tt is the innumerable be.-r 
houses which Lord Randolph would 
destroy at a blow. It is true that any 
person now holding a bevr house license 
may apply for a publican’s license, hut 
as this would imply the possession of a 
larger capital, an improvement in the 
character of the house and quality of 
the beverages sold could be relied upon.
The licensing commission will be au­
thorized not only to determine how 
many licenses shall be issued in a given 
division, but to regulate the hours of 
opening and closing and the structure 
of licensed houses.

The question of compensating pub­
licans who are compelled to retire from 
busiuess іч an important element In the 
matter. The bill provides for com­
pensation. The Sun says;

This provision will be vehemently 
opposed by the English Prohibitionists, 
but it is certain, on the other hand, to 
be supported by a majority of both 
political parties, though there will, no 
doubt, he a difference of opinion regard­
ing the principle on which the amount 
of compensation is to be ascertained.
The Prohibitionists in England argue, 
as they do here, that license holders, 
having^been engaged in an iniquitous 
and unwholesome calling, have no claim 
to bu indemnified for the loss of their 
business. The prevailing view in Eng­
land, however, is that their business, 
having been authorized by law, satisfies 
the definition of legitimacy; and that 
every lawful trader, suppressed not as 
a criminal, but for the general advan­
tage, is entitled to compensation. The 
convictions of the majority of English­
men are expressed by the Spectator, 
which says that to continue a right of 
selling drink iu the case of one man, 
and then to shut up his rival without 
indemnification, would be sheer rob­
bery.

Nothing more clearly shows the dif­
ference of opinion between England 
and America on the liquor question 
than the view enunciated by the Spec 
tator. Nowhere, certainly not in Cana­
da, is there provision for compensating 
ч liquor dealer who is put out of busin­
ess. Tiie local op* ion feat in o is also 
introduced m Cum chill’s bill. It pro­
vides that the power of the licensing 
commission to grant i:o uses may he 
suspended in any pan Is, if two-thirds 
of the ratepayers shall vote to that ef­
fect.

When a 
quantity of milk is put into a rapidly re­
volving^ vessel or cylinder, the heavier 
parts will be forced outward against its 
resisting side or inner surface with suffi­
cient pressure to push the ligher particles, 
the globules of fat, toward the centre of 
revolution. In that way the water, casein, 
albumen and the other heavier conetitu 
ente of milk, find their way to the outside 
of the quantity being treated in a revolv­
ing cylinder, while the globules of fat are 
collected in concentric form on the inside 
surface of the quantity being treated.

EFFECT OF TEMPERATURE.
If ordinary milk in a deep letting pail

CREAM.
The cream itself is only that part of the 

milk into which the globules of fat have 
been gathered in large numbers. Cream 
has no regular or constant per cent of fat; 
the range ia from 8 per cent to 75 per 
cent In one hundred pounds of cream 
there may he only eight pounds of butter 
or there may be seventy-five pounds, ac­
cording to its quality ..of richness. The 
globules of fat have no skin or organic 
coverings distinct in constitution from 
their own substance. Like drops of quick­
silver that have separated from^ each
other, they have no pellicle. But воійе^—___
times the serum of the milk becomes so 
viscous that a quantity of it will adhere 
to the surface of the globules, and, like a 
coating of gurçi, will prevent their move­
ment upward when the milk is set, or 
their movement inward when the milk ie 
treated in a centrifugal machine. If a 
quart of warm water be stirred into every ' 
pailful of milk when it reaches the diary- 
room from the stable, the separation of 
the cream will be facilitated. The water 
may be at a temperature anywhere be­
tween 150e and 180° Fahr, and should be 
warm enough to raise the temperature of 
the milk to above 90°.

count of the presence of these icebergs, 
the officers of the various steamship com­
panies have instructed the captains of 
their respective ships to lay aside all de­
sire to make “records,” and to exercise 
the greatest caution in the neighborhood 
where the floating monsters are likely to
be encountered.

The iceberg repoited to have been 
seen from the Richmond Hill was En­
countered on May 13 in latitude 42 de­
grees, 51 minutes, longitude 51 degrees, 
2G minutes. Oil the afternoon of that 
day, the lookout reported the berg lying 
directly in the path of the steamship. 
The vessel had, an hour before, run into 
a dense fog, and it was not until the ship 
was approaching the floating monster, and 
was about five hundred yards distant 
from it, that the lookout was enabled to 
make out its gigantic proportions through 
the dense fog. The captain had given 
orders to ho on the alert for icebergs and 
floating ice just before the vessel ran into 
the fog. The fog was occasioned by the

The vessel was sheered off and passed 
to the southward of the ice monster. As 
the vessel approached near it was seen 
that the great column of ice towered 
nearly two hundred feet above the masts 
of thejship. It was impossible to dis­
tinguai! its summit, as the dense fog com­
pletely enveloped it.

“It was one of the greatest berge I 
ever saw,” said First Officer Osborne to a 
reporter, “and as the steamer passed it 
one could not help noticing the diminutive 
size of the steamer alongside the tower­
ing berg. As we passed arouud the other 
side of the berg it was seen that one side 
of it, which presented a perpendicular 
front as smooth as a slab of marble, was 
intensely white. The other sides of the 
berg were a dirty grey color, I cannot 
account for this unless it was that the 
side which was white had faced a wet 
snowstorm. I know of no greater danger 

‘«-to vessels than these floating visitors from 
the Arctic seas. They are as unwelcome 
as a typhoon, and doubly as dangerous.

“The big bnrg was pointed at the apex 
like a volcano. It had a square base, 
which rounded off a few feet above the 
water. The base was at least half a mile 
long. The great mass of ico was floating 
slowly, and seemed utterly immovable. 
The waves dashed, and broke against it, 
hut it never swayed, and stood erect like 
a mighty sentinel of the deep. I noticed 
the waves were weiring and eating away 
the base. In some parts where the ice 
had been washed away, there were over­
hanging crevices and arches nearly fifty 
feet high. As we sailed away from the 
big iceberg the sun came out. The effect 
upon the berg was wondroualy beautiful. 
It seemed, as the rays of the sun began to 
dance .itid play about the fl >ating giant 
as though a hundred thousand electric 
lights had suddenly lighted up the whole 
interior of the berg.”

An experiment with electricity for 
tanning purposes was lately made in 
England. The process was accomplish­
ed in a revolving drum twelve feet in 
diameter and eight feet long, rotating 
at eight revolutions a minute. Tur­
pentine and tannic acid were used to 
saturate tho hides, and a strong cur­
rent of electricity was caused to flow 
from a neutral band which runs around 
the interior of the end of the drum to 
a corresponding band on the other end. 
The drum, after revolving five days, 
was opened, and the leather appeared 
to be of excellent quality.

FILIBUSTERING
The San Francisco Chronicle gives

Hon. Wm. Stevens Fielding, Prem­

ier of Nova Scoria, was born at Hali­
fax on the 24;h of November, 1848. 
and is of English descent. After re­
ceiving an education in his native city, 
at the age of sixteen, he entered the 
office of the Halifax Morning Chronicle, 
a leading Liberal paper in Nova Scotia, 
as a clerk, and gradually worked 
through the répertoriai and editorial de­
partment! to the position of managing 
editor, which office he resigned in 1884, 
when called upon to till a high position 
in the government of his native prov­
ince. During these twenty years Mr. 
Fielding contributed articles to various 
journals abroad, and for fourteen years 
he was the Nova Scotia correspondent 
of the Toronto Globe. In 1882, at a 
convention of the Liberal party held at 
Halifax, after the resignation of the 
Thompson government, the positions 
of premier and provincial secretary 
were offered to Mr. Fielding, but he 
declined the honor. He, however, en­
tered the" administration of Hon. Mr. 
Pipes 011 the 22ud of December of the 
same year, without a portfolio. In 
May, 1884, he resigned. Oil the re­
tirement of the Hon. Mr. Pipes, on the 
15th of July following, he was called 
upon to reorganize the fcabinet, which 
he succeeded in doing, and became 
premier and provincial secretary, on 
the 28tli of July, 1884, and this posi­
tion he still holds. He was first return­
ed to tho House of Assembly at the 
general election in 1882, re-elected on 
his accepting office August 20, 1884. 
agiiu at the last general election in 
188). H011. Mr. Fielding, as is well
known, is a Liberal in Dominion poli­
tics. Since the beginning of his poli­
tical career, more particu’arly the last 
five years, Mr. Fielding has taken a 
very important part in tho affairs of

IMPERIAL FEDERATION.
From time to times expression of 

Australian opinion have been quoted 
to show that tho Imp.

“Imperial Fed­
eration,” âuyî^r. Gossip, “is a more 
idle dieam,Niiqce it would mean the 

realization of the vain scheme to 
which a large and rapidly increasing 
majority of the people of Australia are 
steadfastly and resolutely opposed. 
The impartial observer,” he says, “fails 
“to be impressed by what ho sees in
