WILL SAVE
ONE MILLION

U. S. Treasury Department To
Wash Germs From Silver
Certificates And Not Destroy
Them.

‘Washington May 26.—The Treasury
Department is going to wash the
microbes from one dollar silver cer
tificates so that they can be restored
,to circulation and not destroyed as
at present. The scheme is a product
of the brain of Assistant Secretary
Norton. He submitted the idea of
washing the paper money to Director
Ralph of the bureau of engraving and
printing and later to a committee
uuwnumg of C. 8. Pearce of the di-
vision of loans, G. K. Leet, his private
secretary, and Brandon Smith, the de-
partment chemist.

The committee found that abomt
80 per cent of the paper money now
destroyed can be saved by washing
and put back into circulation after it
is properly sterilized. Only silver
certificates can be washed, because
the ink in yellowbacks and national
bank notes will not permit of such
an operation.

The laundry machines will cost be-
tween $500 and $1,000 each and the
government may save through their
use about $1,000,000 a year. One
machine will be installed at each Sub-
Treasury.

RODSEVELT TALKS T0
CAMBRIDGE STUDENTS

T. R. Covers Wide Range In 15
‘Minute Address To Seven
Hundred Young Englishmen
—Touches On Football.

Cambridge, Eng., May 26.—Theodore
Roosevelt came here today to receive
the honorary degree of doctor of laws
from Cambridge Unlversity. His visit
to the ancient town should be one of
the pleasantest memories of his stay
in England for the reception given to
him by the faculty, students and towns
people was notable.

There he met some seven hundred
graduates and spoke for fifteen min-
utes in best vein. He covered a wide
range of topics from football and lions
to good citizenship and the strenuous
life. He wished that Americans could
learn from Cambridge how to make

football less dangerous.

Hague Follows Conferences
With Ambassador Bryce On
Fisheries Quegtlon.

‘Washington, D. C., May 24—Judge
Gray, Senator Root and other appoint-
representatives of the United
States salleq Saturday for The Ha-
gue where they will try to settle b
arbitration a dispute that dates bac
to the early days of American inde-
pendence. The issue is ably summariz-
ed in articles published at different
times in the American Journal of In-
ternational Law. An article in the
January, 1907, number of that publi-
cation says that “the (Newfoundland)
fisheries question is as perennial and
inexhaustible ag the fish which the
skippers of Gloucester would fain
catch off the shores of Newfoundland.”
Before the revolution the settlers on
the western shore of the Atlantic en-
joyed the right in common to fight
wherever they saw fit along the coast.
The fish were many, thie fishers were
comparatively few, and there was
more than abunéance for all.

The change in political conditions in
America and the establishment of
boundary lines made the fisheries
question a matter of international
treaty. The treaty of September 3,
1788, imposed no restriction on the
right of Americans to catch fish in
Newfoundland or Canadian waters, but
placed limitatipns on the right to land
for the purposes of drying or curing
the catch. This condition held until
the,war of 1812. The treaty of Ghent
(December 24, 1814) left the fisheries
question unsettled. In 1815 a British
sloop of war warned an American
fisherman not to come within 60 miles
of the Newfoundland coast, This was
practically the beginning of an inter-
national dispute that has lasted for
95 years, at times temporaily adjusted
by treaty or suspended by modus vi-

the relations between England and the
United States.
Settled for Time.

The treaty of 1818 was intended and
was supposed to define the fishery
rights of the Americans, and no seri-
ous question - arose under it for 25
years, Then came the issue of the
“three-mile limit.” By the treaty of
1818 the United States renounced for-
ever “any liberty hertofore enjoyed or
claimed {)) the inhabitants thereof to
take, dry, or cure fish on or within
three marine miles of any of the
coasts, bays, creeks, or harbors of his
Brittanic Majesty's dominions in Am-
erica” not included within certain de-
clared limits. The pith of the contro-
versy was the question whether the
three-mile limit followed all the sinu-
osities of the coast of a general coast
line irrespective of the width or depth
of the various coast indentations. The
diplomatic battle was dragged along
until its suspension by the reciprocity
treaty of 1854. That gave the Ameri-
can fishermen practically all that they
claimed or desired, The denounce-
ment of that treaty by the United
States and its termination in 1866
brought the fisheries matter again
into the arena of diplomatic contest.
It was quieted for a few years by a
system of colonial licenses to Amerij-
can fishermen, of which the Ameri-
cans appear to have taken some umn-
lawful advantages.

Some New Treaties.

Another treaty was made in 1871,
and that lasted until 1885. A new
treaty was negotiated in 1888, but the
Senate failed to ratify it. Secretary
Blaine and the Hon. Robert Bond of
Newfoundland came to an agreement
in 1890, but Canada entered objection
to its sanction and the British Govern-
ment declined to approve the Blaine-
Bond arrangement. The matter then
fell back to the disputed terms of the
treaty of 1818. The United States
Senate rejected the Hay-Bond treaty
signed by those officials in 1902. This
is the record in general outline, but
not in full detail. From time to time
in these periods effort was made to
effect a permanent adjustment. On
January 27, 1909, Secretary Root for
the United States and the Hon James
Bryce for the British Government sign-
ed a “special agreement for the sub-
mission of questions relating to fisher-
ies on the North Atlantic Coast” to a
tribunal of arhitration for which pro-
vision was made in the agreement.
The questions to be considered were
specified, as’ were thé general proceed-
ings of the court. The hearing will
begin next month, and there is every
promise of a friendly battle that will
be memorable in international his-
tory.

Halifax, May 26 —~After & tqu of
ten years the General Assembly of
the Presbyterian Church in Ceéndda
will again meéet ip Halifaxon June 1st,
The last meetiug of the General As-
sembly in Nova’Scotia was in 1900,
when Halifax” was the scene of the
deliberations.

Rev, Dr. Forest, president of Dal-'
housie University, is mentioned as a
candldate for the position of Modera-
tor of the Assembly.

Prominent among those who are ex-
pected- to attend the Assembly are:
Rev. Mr. Gandier, of Toronto; -Rev.
Dr, Robert Campbell, of Montreal;
Rev. Samuel Lyle, of Hamilton, the
retiring  moderator;. Rev. J. R. Dob-
son and Rev, A. J. Mowatt, of Mon-
treal.

A considerable portion of the differ-
ent sederunts of each meeting of As-
sembly is necessarily taken up with
the presentation of the time-honored
reports of the various branches of the
Church’s work, but the meetings in
St. Matthew’s church, Halifax, com-
mencing on the first of June, will be
of special importance in view of the
debate which will take place on the
subject of church union.

Negotiations have been going on for
several years between the Presbyter-
ian, Methodist and Congregational
communions looking to & union of
their forcés and it is hoped that an
epoch-marking decision will be reach-
ed so far as the Presbyterian body is
c‘lmcerned at the approaching Assem-
bly.

Feeling Not Unanimous.

This will not be accomplished with-
out a stout resistance on the part of
a section of the ministerial body which
is opposed to the step. There are
several prominent men who do not
view the matter in the same light as
others and there is naturally some di-
vergence of o !)lnlon among the laity
on the subjec

The report of the Union committee
is to be discussed and the debate will
be a memorable one.

It may be of interest to note in
passing that the number of places un-
der the jurisdiction of the Assembly
from which the Gospel is proclaimed
and taught, throughout the Dominion,
is close on to 4,000, the actual figures
for the past year being 3,924, which
was an increase of 97 over the pre.
ceding year,

The number of families represented
at these meeting places is 138,374,
while the communicants number ap-
proximately 270,000.

Church property represents a value
of close to $17,600,000, on which there
is a debt of less than $2,5600,000.

For the various schemes of the
church throughout the world it is ex~
pected that this year the total amount
raised will be close to the $500,000
mark. It has been increasing stead-
ily each year, the total for last year
being $420,152, which was an increase
of nearly $50,000 over the preceding
year’'s returns.

Home Missions Lead List.

The largest sum raised by the dif-
ferent Presbyteries was for home
missions which varfes in amount from
$139,293 last year to $143,569 for the
preceding year, the latest returns
available representing the only de-
crease of the various schemes. For-
eign missions takes second rank with
about 125,000 raised.

The different reports indicate that
the various departments of the work
of the church are alive to the needs
of the growing country and wherever
the pioneer makes his way there a
representative of the church i8 on
hand to minister to his spiritual ne-
cessities. Services are held wher-
ever it is possible to get even a few
people together to listen to the Word.

The missionary zeal of Prsebyter-
ianism as indicated in the reports is
being maintained with all its old time
vigor for the salvation of the heathen
and encouraging reporta are to be
submitted from the well known mis-
sion fields in which the ministers of
the church are ever at work.

In the home flelds the foreigners
from all lands who are flocking to our
shores to participate in the period of
business and industrial expansion are
being well looked after, and their
religious wants attended to.
