The 
Christian missionaries at work in the 
country were formerly suspected! also 
of political designs adverse to Japan­
ese rule, and for more than a year 
not a religious service was held but 
one or more Japanese spies were 
present Their system of espionage 
has served to convince the authori­
ties that their suspicions were en­
tirely unfounded, and confidence is 
gradually being restored among all 
classes.

the work of preaching and healing.
