After a thrilling adventurs escaping
from France following the outbreak of
war, Miss Florence Dick, daughter of
George Dick, of Queen street, arrived
home Saturday, very glad to see St.
John again,

“Many people tuvel.llng in !‘runce
were not so fortunate as our party,”
said Miss Dick. “Men with travellers’
cheques for thousands in their pock-
ets, could not cash them ‘when the war
broke, and found themselves penniless
and helpless with their wives and fam-
ilies on their hands. Many of those
left behind could not speak French,
and the plight of the women and chil-
dren was a pitiable one.”

In the party with which Miss Dick
was travelling were Miss Ida and Miss
Laura Bowden of Halifax and two
other ladies from Nova Scotia.
had spent some time in Scotland, Eng-
land and reached Paris on July 30 with
the intention of continuing on to
Switzerland, Germany and Holland.
Arriving in Paris they found consider
able excitement and were advised to
return to England.

Angry at German,

Next morning the party went for a
drive, having as a coachman a man
who looked like a German; and as
they drove through the streets their
coachman became the object of the
excited attention of people in the
streets. Angry imprecations were
shouted at the coachman; on several
excited . Frenchmen ap-
proached and shook their canes at
him. Fearing their vehicle would be
mobbed the ladies were naturally
alarmed, but they' got back to their
hotel without other annoyance than
the unpleasant attentions directed at
their coachman.

When Jaures Was Shot.

That evening, though advised not to
venture out, Miss Dick and her friends
attended the Opera, When they left
their hotel the streets were compara-
tively quiet, but on returning from the
opera they found the people much ex-
cited and as they neared their hotel
an ambulance rushed by them, bear-
ing the body of Jean Jaures, the fa-
mous Socialist leader, who had just
been shot in & cafe in the vicinity,

Wild Excitement.

Next morning they were advised
that their hotel would close, as the
servants had been called .to arms, and
that foreigners had been given twenty-
four hours to get out of France. A
wild spirit of excitement had taken
possession of the populace; prepara-
tions for war were in full swing. The
whole city was agitated by the war
fever. Bodies of armed soldiers were
marching through the streets accom-
panied by excited crowds of men and
boys, all singing in chorus as they
swung along the stirring strains of
Le Marseillaise. Women and girls,
weeping, crying, wringing their hands,
thronged the sidewalks. Little chil-
dren clung to their mother's skirts,
crying in sympathy, or staring in awe:
struck amazement at the moving
throngs. It was a malestrom of ex-
travagant emotions, dominated by the
dreadful note of preparation for war.

Miss Florence Dick tells of scenes in French Capital

following upon declaration of War— Whole popul-
ace greatly excited—Travellers had difficulty in

That day Miss Dick and her friends
were given meagre meals at the hotel
and late in the afternoon they started
for the railway station. No taxicabs
or other convéyances were available,
Leaving their heavy luggage behind,
they took their hand grips and walked
to the station. There they found an
immense crowd of men, women and
children of many nations fhantically
beselging the train. Lackily they had
reservations for their return journey
to Dieppe, and after a trying experi-
ence in the acrambling, struggling
crowd, managed to get into their com-
partment. The crowd of refugees lit-
erally fought for standing room in the
cars. In the press there were numer-
ous escapes from being crushed to
death, and several little children were
When the steps were jammed
with people, men and women too
crawled through the windows of the
cars, abandoning even their hand lug-
gage. The cars were packed like a
caﬁvgr sardines.

en so when the train pulled out
hundreds were left behind, disconso-
late, among piles of baggage, many of
them men and women of wealth and
refinement already suffering the pangs
of hunger.

A Trying Journey.

The train left Paris at about seven
o'clock and all the way to Dieppe Miss
Dick and her friends were obliged to
stand. They arrived at Dieppe at 1.30
Sunday morning and there found ‘on
even greater crowd of refugees than
at the station in Paris. When they
saw the small steamer bound to Eng-
land it looked already dangerously
crowded, and they thought it would be
better to wait. But officers told them
no other boat would leave for England
and ordered them aboard. So they
Joined in the scramble, and struggled
a with other refugees.

On the trip across the channel the
boat was so crowded that they had to
stand up all the way as they did on
the train. They reached New Haven
on Sunday morning aftér a voyage of
about 5 hours, very tired but very
thankful to set foot once again on
British soil.

London Calm But Determined.

From New Haven they went to Lon-
don. Miss Dick said London was very
busy with preparations for war, and
soldiers were marching through the
street everywhere, but there was no
excitement. - The English are serious
about the war, but are making their
preparations with a grim determina-
tion that is impressive and in striking
contrast with the emotional extrava.
gance of the French.

It was the intention of Miss Dick
and party to return on the Victoriam,
but the British government comman-
deered her, and after waiting four
days in London they were given sec-
ond cabin accommodation in the Mon-
golla. The voyage across was without
incident, though there was some fear
that a German warship might capture
them and at night the ship proceeded
with all lights hooded. They made the
trip across in eleven days, spending
dwo days at St. John's, Nfid.,, and ar
rived at Halifax on Friday.

WAS WIDELY KNOWN

‘Was member of Provineial
Legislature, an Alder-
man, Deputy Mayor and
President of the Execu-
tive Counneil.

Hon. kobert Maxwell, deputy re
ceiver general, and one of New Bruns-
wick’s most prominent citizens, pass-
ed away at his home, Union street,
early Sunday morning. Mr. Maxwell
had been in poor health for about a
year. Although only fifty-six years
of age Mr. Maxwell had had an in-
teresting and honorable career. He
was particularly prominent in temper-
ance and church work and at all
times did all in his power for the fur-
therance of the = temperance cause.
He was closely identified with all
movements for the betterment of the
city and the province.

He was the son of John and Eliza

HON. ROBERT MAXWELL

Maxwell, who ¢ame to this country
from Tyrone county, Ireland. He was
born in Fredericton on June 17, 1858
and received his education in that
city.

He married Miss Pamilea T. Mc-
Connell of St. John, May 23, 1878.

Mr. Maxwell represented Prince
ward in the common council for sev-
en years and for a time was deputy-
mayor. He was also warden of the
municipality of the city and county
of St. John. He also held the posit-
ion of school trustee in St. John for
many years.

He had an honorable career as a
member of the New Brunswick Leg-
islature. He was first elected as a
represeniative of St. John eity in a
bye-election on December 30, 1904 and
was re-elected at the general election
in 1908.

When the Hazen government was
formed he was selected as a member
of the cabinet without portfolio -and
became president of the executive
council. He held the same position
under the leadership of Hon., J. K.
Flemming. He did not oﬂ'er for elec-
tion in 1912,

During the early part of 1913 he
was appointed to the position of dep-
uty receiver general and manager of
the .Dominion Savings Bank here and
this position he retained until the
time of his death

Mr. Maxwell was past chancellor of
New Brunswick Lodge No. 1, Knights
of Pythias. He also held membership
in Albion Lodge, F. and A. M., Sons
of Temperance, Court Log Cabin, 1.
0. F.; Gideon Lodge, Loyal Orange
Association, Canadian Order of Tho-
sen Friends and other societies,

He was also prominent in Exmouth
street Methodist church and was a
trustee there.

Mr, Maxwell was engaged in the
contracting business.. He first began
his career as a mason apprentice with
William Causey and later was taken
into partnership under the firm name
of Causey & Maxwell. He was the
builder of the Free Public Library
building and the Y. M. C. A, here, Be-
sides these, other structures in the
province were erected by him.

He is survived by his wife, two sons
Charles Tilley Maxwell of St. John
and J. Herbert Maxwell of Frederic-
ton; five daughters, Mrs. .W. O. Bag-
nell, Sussex; Mrs. A. S. Willett of
8t. John, and Misses Edyth D. J. Ha-
zel and Vere T. at home. His father,
John Maxwell of Fredericton, also
survives. There are three sisters,
Mrs. T. E. Dyer, this city; Mrs. James
Biggs and Miss Lilllan Maxwell, Fred-
ericton.
