London, Oct. 14, 9.40 p.m.—While it is fully expected 
N that the Germans will reach Ostend and other ports in the 
* northwest of Belgium, if they have not done so already, they 

twill be met with a very stubborn resistance in their attempt to 
extend the right wing of their main army through Pas De 
Calais to the French northern ports, They have, in fact, fall­
en back in this region in the face of the allies offensive,

A few days ago the German cavalry were fighting as far 
west as Hazebrouck and Cassel, but today, according to the 
French official communication issued this afternoon the front 
of this battle extends from La Bassee. through Estaires to Bail- 
lul on the Belgian frontier, while across the border the allies 
have occupied Ypres. This is a very distinct gain for the al­
lies, and shows that the German attempt to work around 
their left has failed, the German right being sent back to­
ward Lille and Courtrai, both of which places the invaders hold 
with strong forces,

It is here that the heavy blows, that-both sides hope will 
bring about a decisive result in the long drawn out battle, will 
be struck, and it is for this reason that the Germans will be 
able to make their way to Ostend, although even there some 
troops have been left to. inflict,what damage they can before 
joining the larger body-further south.

The censorship has prohibited any mention of the oper­
ations to the north of Arras, which is probably responsible for 
the belief that the allies have prepared what one military 
critic declares is “a smashing blow, which the longer it is 
delayed, will be the more crushing in its effect."

London, Oct 14—That the Im­
perial Government Is placing sev­
eral important War Office con­
tracts for dried vegetables and 
fruits with Canadian firms, was 
the statement made by W. L. Grif­
fith, secretary to the Canadian 
High Commissioner.

"In view of the solemn guarantee 
given by Great Britain to protect the 
neutrality of Belgium against viola­
tion from any side some academic dis­
cussions may, through the Instrumen­
tality of Col. Barnardliton, have tak­
en place between Gen. Grierson and 
the Belgian military authorities as to 
what assistance the British 
might be able to afford to Belgium 
should one of her neighbors violate 
that neutrality.

AUSTRIANS LOSE HEAVILY IN

Trial of Assassin of Archduke 
Ferdinand and Wife Has 

Stirred Things Up in Bosnian 

Capital,
Rome, vis Paris, Oct 14, 9.59 p. m. 

r-Despatchea received here, by way 
of the frontier, from Barayevo, Bosnia 
say that the town» Is virtually In a 
state of siege, owing to the circum­
stances surrounding the trial of Gav- 
rlo Prlnzlp, the assassin of Archduke 
Francis Ferdinand, and his wife, and 
Prinzlp’s twenty-one accomplices. The 
men are being tried on a change of 
high treason) in connection with the 
assassination.

Terror reigns everywhere In Sara- 
yevo, It is said. The police have 
taken extraordinary precautions, and 
the whole garrison U being kept In 
readiness for any emergency. Accord­
ing to the laws, the trial is open to 
the public, but In reality the space 
reserved for the public is being en­
tirely occupied by police agents In 
civilian clothes. Telegraphic reports 
of the trial are prohibited, except 
those of the official agency.

London, Oct. 14, 10.05 p. m.—The 
official press bureau tonight issued 
the following statement:

“British troops have been engaged 
with the enemy towards the left of 
the allied line (In France), with the 
result that the Germans have been 
pressed back slightly on their flank.

“The nature of the country in which 
fighting has been conducted, be­

ing a mining centre, makes rapid pro­
gress difficult”

Petrograd, Oct. 14.—The following 
official communication from the gener­
al staff was issued tonight:

“On the left bank of the Vistula, 
along the roads leading from Warsaw 
to Ivangorod, our troops, on October 
13, successfully pressed back 
man forces. One of our reg 
captured two German companies.

“Fighting continues to the south of

“There are no Important changes 
on the other frente.”

A patrol of Cossacks, while hidden 
In a forest near Warsaw, brought 
down a Zeppelin airship by well di­
rected fire.

TO BEGIN London, Oct. 14 (11.26 p.m.)—The 
following Servian official statement, 
given out in Nish, has been received 
by Reuter’s Telegram Company:

"On Sunday night the enemy at­
tempted two attacks on the extreme 
right wing of the front, between Svor­
nik (Bosnia) and Losnitza (Servis). 
The attacks were repulsed with heavy 
losses to the Austrians.

“On Monday morning they attempt­
ed to attack the Servians twice on the 
left bank of the Saye river, but were 
repulsed on each occasion with great 
losses. Our artillery, by Its accurate 
fire, spread panic in the ranks of the 
enemy.”

Svornik is a Bosnian town on the 
Drina river, fifty miles northeast of 
Sarayevo. It is almost on the boun­
dary line between Bosnia and Servis. 
Losnitza is ten miles northeast of

Washington, Oot. 14.—The procla­
mation posted in Ostend, and an­
nouncing the withdrawal of the Bel­
gian government to French territory, 
was received by cable tonight at the 
Belgian legation.

The text follows:
“Citizens:—

"For about two and a half months 
the Belgian soldiers have been defend­
ing, foot by foot, at the .price of heroic 
efforts, the fate of their country. The 
enemy certainly expected to annihi­
late our army In Antwerp; but a re­
treat, in which the order and dignity 
have been irreproachable, has success­
fully foiled this hope, and has assured 
U3 the conservation of military forces, 
which will continue to fight, without 
respite, for this most Just and noble 
cause. At this moment these forces are 
operating in the direction of our 
southern frontier where they are sup­
ported by the allies. Thanks to their 

„valorous co-operation, the victory of 
Justice is certain. Notwithstanding 

v the sacrifices already endured by the 
Belgian nation, with a courage equalled 
only by Its magnitude, a new trial Is 
added by the present conditions.

"■In order not to serve the plans of 
the Invaders, It 1h Important that the 
(Belgian government should temporar­
ily establish its seat in a .place from 
which it may, in contact with our army 
on one side, and with France and Eng­
land on the other, continue to exercise 
and to assure the continuance of the 
national sovereignty. For this reason 
the government Is leaving Ostend to­
day, with a grateful remembrance of 
the welcome which this city has given 
It.

"The government will be temporar­
ily established Havre, where the 
noble friendship of the government of 
the French Republic has offered our 
government, with the fullness of Its 
sovereign rights, the entire exercise of 
its authority and also of Its duties.
"Citizens: —

"This momentary ordeal, 
patriotism must accept, will have, we 
are sure. Its prompt revenge. The Bel- 
glam administration will continue to 
operate in full measure, as far as the 
local conditions permit. The king and 
the government depend upon your good 
dudgmeut, on your patriotism. On your 

Apart, you may count upon our entire 
lelf-devotlon, upon the gallantry of our 
army, and upon the support of the al­
lies to hasten the hour of mutual de­
liverance.

"Our beloved country, so odiously 
betrayed, and so odiously treated by. 
one of the Powers who had solemnly the necessity of communicating with 
promised to guarantee her neutrality, the German military authorities along 
has excited a growing admiration In the battlefront

Thanks to the union, 
the courage and the sagacity of all her 
children, she will remain worthy of 
this admiration, which sustains her to­
day.

Lisbon, Portugal, Oct. 14, via Lon­
don, (6 p.m.)—According to despat­
ches received here from Loauda, man 
tial law has been proclaimed through­
out the Portuguese Congo.

The Portuguese possessions in wes­
tern Africa, called the Portuguese 
Congo, or Portuguese West Africa, ad­
join German Southwest Africa, on the 
south. On the north they are bound­
ed by the "French Congo and the Bel­
gian Congo, and on the east by Rho­
desia.

On the west It is bordered by the 
Atlantic Ocean. The colony has an 
area of about 500,000 square miles,
