Dublin, July 24-~—(Correspondence
of The Associated Press.)—Irish
farmers have been the most backward
of all classes in regard to recruiting
for the army.

Standish O'Grady, a distinguished
Irish writer, the author of several
Irish novels and historical works, has
issued a warning to them that, under
the Land Pyrchase acts, they holc
their lands by an act of the Imperial
Parliament, that Parliament has ad-
vanced over £100,000,000 for the pur-
chase of the land from the landlords,
has handed it oven to thousands of
peasant proprietors;and is collecting
from them the purchase money b
annual instalments ' less in amount
than their old rents;

Mr. O'Grady remdnds ‘the farmers
that “In supporting;an attempting to
overthrow the authority of the Imper-

ial Parliament they are trying to over-
throw the very power to which they
owe their existence a4s proprietors and
which alone can maintain them in se-
cure ownership.”
