The Sessions and tho Assessment Bill.

The Sessions met at 10 o’clock.  About
30 magistrates were present. After some
routine business the debate on the Assess-
ment Bill commenced. Justice Marshull
opened the debate, going into the history
of the appointment of a committee and
their year’s work He stated the Sessions
had come down as far as Section 5 of the
bill after which they voted down every

section of the bill. He then moved a re:
solution to take the place of 6,7, 8 and 9,
to the effect that incomesfrom $400 to $800
shall be rated as formerly proposed by the

' committee ;- above $800 they should be
rated at one half. Real estate shall be
rated at 10 per cent., personal property
rated at 84 per eent. on the ascertained
value.

Justice Jarvis explained that the com-
mittee as a whole were not committed to
the scheme, but held themselves open to
vote as they wished.

~ Justice Gilbert spoke of the amount paid
by men on income, said he had looked ever
the tax-books of the Town of Portland,and
from them he feund that incomes paid
about 2 per;cent; and he on his income
about 5.

Justice Dobnaldson wished the entire
asscssment confined to rates on estate, and
a license system qof business, asat present

¢ i~ Montreal. Make this law for the city
ol L] s

Justice Gilbert moved, from the impers
feot information before them, that the sub-

ject be postponed until the Common Coun-
¢cil, who were considering the schem ;
shoald report. -

Justice Fisher agie:d with Mr. Gilbert,
and thought the \,hole matter should be
dropped.

Justice Gordon urged the division of
persoual property into three or four kinds;
but stated he intended to vote for the mo-
tion of Justice M arshall.

A motion was made to admit a motion
from Justice Gregory, which was
excluded by Justice Gilbert’s motion
to postpone. The motion was ¢arried,and
Justice Gregory offered a resolution that
Chapter 53 of the Revised Statutes be
handed to the Committee, and alterations
recommended so as to arrive at a more
thorough distribution of taxes, He said
the Town of Portland were satisfied and i
the city were not satisfied, let the lions of
assessment, specially mentioning Justice
Marshall as the champion of assessment,
change their city laws and adopt that per-
feot one of the Town of Portland.

Justice Keans made a very eound and
sensiblu speech on the matter, complaining

that a proper spirit was not shown in the
discussion. He favored the original bil
and came to the meeting to aid the com-
mittee to the best of his ability. He had
seen members of the Sessions when the
committec proposed anything, no matter
what, throw themselves into an attitude
of offence and make themselves a langhing
stock to the community. Mr. Marshall,
be said, bad now moved a resolation tanta-'
mount to abandoning the origioal principle
of the bill. The only good could possibly
accrue from this disenssion was to show
how diversified in opinion they were, as
the final adoption of the bill had to‘'depend
on the action of the Town Council of
Poitland and the Common Council of St.
John. ’

Justice Elder moved that the matter be
referred back to the Committee and that
they be requested to bring in a report to
which a majority shall agreeat the next
meeting of the court. :

Justice Quinton claimed that the whole
trouble with the bill was that the Commit-
tee had proposed a Board of Assessors
Had that part been left out they might
have arrived at a fair basis of assessment,
for the City of St. John would never con-
s:nt to being ruled by the out-parishes,
who would have a majority in such a
Board.

Justice Moore spoke of the fact that the
Committee were divided among themselves
and asked Justice Elder to add to his mo-
tion the names of Justices Gardiner. Quii=
ton, Gilbert, and Gregory. '

Justice Elder agreed tc Justice Moor’s
suggestion and his motion passed with the
above 1 & nes added to the Cothmttee.

On motion the Sessions adjourted until
Monday at 11 a. m.
