of the event.
of the Polur s was by the steamer 7igress, which
came into Bay Roberts, 18 miles from St.
John's, having on board the following 18 sur-
vivors of the expedition:—H C Tison, Asst.
Navigator; ¥red'’k Meyer, Meteorolsgist;
Jobn Heron, steward; W. C. Kruger; Fred'k.
Nuting ; Gustave. T. Linguist ; Peter Jobnson,
seamen; Wm. Jackson, cook; Exquimaux
Joe, Interpreter ; Haanach and child Esqua-
waux ; Hans Christian, (of Kane's expedition),
and four children, the youngest only eight years
old. This party bad landed from the Folaris
on ice floors, deeming ber unseaworthy; but
betore all the arrangements bad been comple-
ted, the vessel and those on board became
separated from the party on the ice. The
latter spent several months on the ice, sub-
sisting on seals, polar bears, birds, eked out
by a few provisions which they bad saved.
Capt. HalI}:liod of supposed apoplexy on the
8th November last, before the vessel bad been
adandoned, and was buried on the 11th. As
the accounts at hand read there if something
singular about the manner in which the vessel
was abandnned; and even the story of the
Captain's death is vague. Perbaps fuller par-
ticulars will elucidate all seeming mysteries. —
Acadion Recorder.

The Reporter of the 17th says:—The long
drift of ‘Captain Tyson and eighteen others of
the Polaris has been presented to the public
this week through the newspapers. For six
months and a halt, one hundred and ninety
six days and nights, those twelve nien, two
women and five children, floated about on an
artic <ea, in the darkness of an artic winter,
their raft a floe of ice five miles in circumler-
ence when they started, but becoming gradu-
ally reduced in dimensions, till, being only
some 200 feet around, it had to be abandoned
for the larger pack ot ice—their convoys, the
huge icebergs that lift their heads in air, and
are carried in every direction by the unknown
currents ot the depths below. Forty miles
from land, the nineteen waits ot humanity were
found by the British Steamer 7'igress, which,
driving on in the dense fog, providentially
struck the very floe the nineteen were upon,
and on which they must have perished before
the moon had passed through the four quarters
The 15th of
October, 1872, dawned upon the company( as
they were rescuing provisions from the leaking
vessel and placing them upon the ice floe. A
gale sprung up. The Polaris broke from her
moorings, and the mineteen never saw her
again. The wind carried the ice raft down
through Baflin's Bay, and for 6} months the
19 lived ia ice huts, ted and warmed and light-
ed with seal oil, occasionally revelling on birds
tlesh, and having, for a variety b-ars’ meat.
Thus they floated their long journey of over
1300 miles, and thus they spend the 196 days,
till the steamer and the field are strangely
brought together in the tumbling ocean of the
north. It is one of the strasgest stories of an
age abounding in strange adventure. How
they spent their days; whether * hope that
springs eternal in the human breast,” lost its
evergreen during all the wearisome, anxious
days and nights ; whe'her reconciled to their
fate on their ice floe—without rudder, with
scanty provisions for their wants, with the
conscicusuess that month by month they were
being driven farther and far her into the sea—
they passed the time in resigned quietude—
these are points which will be set forth, with
every trick of newspaper rhetoric, when the
unfortunates fall into the bands ot the Philis-
tines of the Press of the United States. Oat-
lined as their story yet is, it is a wonder of
endurance, a miracle of patient waiting.
