the signing of Treaty 11 in
1921, was prohibited from
speaking her native language.
as were all students. My wife, a
resident in the Catholic-run
hostel in Inuvik in the 1960’s
reports thatduring her own time
students there were prevented
from speaking their native
languages, and that they were
counselled by the Catholics to
think of those languages as
“bad” and despicable.

The Catholic Church has
also been the most decisive
factor in the destruction of
Indian religion, inspired Indian
geography. Indian rnitual, Indian
hunting magic, and Indian
shamanistic medicine. Theearly
capitalistic furtraders, on the
other hand, found 1t to their
advantage forIndians to be kept
on the land in their aboriginal
state. It 1s odd. is it not. that the
sentimentalizing, tidal wave of
astigmatic anthropology carries
with it even the Catholic
fathers? But perhaps it is not
odd - oftenitis more convenient
for history to be censored,
retatlored and reornamented in
the name of the cause. The
question is; what cause is being
served here? This observer's
judgement: that the cause if
indiscriminate nihilism.

If, in fact, Rosenthal was
referring to herself, she has got
to be kidding.
