Mathematies, Book ]\'«'l-];ing, Arithmetie, Geo-
graphy, and the Buginess Class are taught in English only.

Physical Care and Training: Aware that physical
training is most important in the work of education, the
Directors of Ste-Anne College have spared no pains to
secure for their students all the advantages to be derived
from approved methods of exercise. On the ordinary
days of class, three hours of recreation are given. The
students have beautiful and extensive play grounds,
Sandays and Thursdays are holidays.  Classes, in general,
are short and do not exceed one hour and a half at a time.
The institution is furnished with bath room, private in

tirmary, ete.

Admission: The most favorable time for entrance is
the first weck of September, at the commencement of the
scholastic year. Students entering their Latin Classes or
wishing to cempete for prizes—or attain any success in
the other courses—umust necessarily come at the npn'ning
of the first session. Newly admitted students must pre-
sent a certiticate of good character and, if they come from
another institution, they must bring a letter of recom-

mendation or of honorable dismissal.
