Whatever we have, and all that we have— 
health, strong1 h, kind friends, life itself— 
all comes from llim ; everything is given 
by Him freely and voluntarily ; given, 
too, out of love, and out of a special love 
to each and every individual in particular 
upon whom His gifts are bestowed ; given, 
too, as an earnest of the future, of the still 
greater benefits which it is His purpose 
and desire to give hereafter.

For numberless though the gifts of God 
are even now in this life, it is not His holy 
will to bestow everything upon us in this 
life. It is not His holy will to give us in 
this world full and complete satisfaction 
and contentment. HU plan and putpose 
Is to lead ui to something far better ; if
