1t 1e to be remarked that in instituting
the eacramenta Chrlst has left to the
priesthood, or to the minfster of the
sacraments, the peiformance of the par-
ticular ecte which constitute thelr applica-
tion in any particular cate. Hence the
sacrament is not completed nules: there
be on the part of the minlster the will to
perform the sct. For this reason we fiad
that the prectice of the Church has been
to regard as nuil the sdminictration of
ascraments under clrcumstances which
showed eltber the person who performed
the act was incapsble of astiog rationally
or that It wae not eerlously Intended.

Thus Pope Corneliue, in the third cen
{ury, declared that the heretic Novntian
skould not assume the cflice of a Bichop
vecsuse his consecration was null and
void, bavipg been performed farcically by
men who d1d not know what they were
doing. Similarly, 8 baptiem which was
administered in the sccord century on
the stage in mockery was beld to be
invalid. This would not bave been the
caze if the intention to do what the
Church of Christ does were not neces-
gary to velid adminietration of the suc
craments,

But if it be requisite that the priest
bave th (oo .tlon to edmicister a sacra-
ment, in order that it be valid, how eare
the faitbful to be sure that they bave
really received the sacraments which are
ap peccessty to thelr epiritual life? We
answer {hat God guards His Church, with
which He bse promlsed to dwell to the con.
spmmation of the world, In building His
Church upon the rock Peter, He seld :
# The gates of hell ehall not prevalil against
it.” Hence, though there mey be {ndivid-
aal cases where both priests and people
may go rstray from the path of duty,
there can mever be a upivereal fallivg

away frcm the faith on the part
of eliher. The Church of Ged will
pever fall to contitue cn earth tbe

work of redemption ; and as God does
not condemn any one unlees for personal
sins, which are always wilful, we may
each of us be sure that we eball always
have from Giod euflicient grece to make
cur salvation certain, if we make proper
uee of thoee aids which He places within
our reach.

At the mature sge of nineteen, on the 20th
of June, 1861, 1 made my first polit.al
speech at the Cedare, in the county of
Soulanges, on behalf of the party wiih
which 1 bave slnce been {identified. In
1874 1 was amongst the slaughtered inno-
cents, having wooed 1n vain the conuty «f
Shefford ; and hers I sm to day, havirg
ropresented thi« most important constitu-
ency slnce 1882, recelviug not only your
kind wishes, but fortifisn by seven thou-
sand solid reasons why I should countinue
for some time lougez 1o public life. Rust
assured that, bo my career, long ot shost,
I shall nevec forget yoar wourus of encour-
agement and your princsly generosity,
and my aim will always be to forward the
iuterests of the country we love so well—a
countzy of which ws may feel s) proud, a
laud of glorlous traditlon, happy la fits
present, aud cocfident as to i s fature
WHAT ¥RENCH-CANADIANS THINK,

Me. C. P Hebert, rpeaking in French,
gaid that, a3 a Feeuch Uanadian and oue of
the repressutatives of that section of the
community ou the couucti of the Buaid of
'rade, ha wished to add his testlmouny on
behalf of bls compatriois to the high
esteem in which Mr, Carran was held.
He was a haumonizer of the best ktud,
bindlng cftizens together by his genlal
mannec and etrong senke of justice vo all.
He was Indefatigable in the performance
of his duty, ani the testimounial was one
that had been secured by merit and a long
list of valuable services to the commauit)y
at large.

Ha
bai seen Me, Carran grow up aud take his
position, which he fil'ed o admlrably, and
he now felt that what hy had prophesied
of blm {n his early youth had crme to
pass, He was an able, reliable aud valu
able pubiis mav, and nothlng conld estab
lish mora forcibly the hold he had upon
the good wighes of ths fmpoctant com-
munity he so ably represented thna toe
fact that the presentation just mede had
about 1t all the characterlstics of spontane
ity and hearty good will. He constdered
that gatherlog one of the most lmportant
of 1ts kivd ever beld in the city., It was
worthy of the constituency and of its able,
popular and indefatigibie representative.

Ald. Villeneuve said that Mr, Qurran
haa been the friend of Montreal ever
since he entered politics, and (o any
one who wished for his services he was
always ready to give them, No man
had given more time to his coustituents
or to his friends 1 their political fights
than Mr, Curran, and the present they
were making him, though seemingly
large, really was nol large when they
