“An attempt will probably be made
to re-éstablish the Women’'s Social
and Political Union elsewhere, prob-
ably under another name. If so, the
police must make another raid, and
continue the process until the whole
fabric of militancy is shattered. To
keep the militants on the run is the
surest way to extinguish their activ-
ity. The vitality of militancy, which
has ceased to have any real connec-
tion with the vote and -has lost the
sympathy of the great mass of suffra-
gists, cannot survive the destruction
of its organization.”
