Make Their Announce-
ment, “Wait,” Says
Fultz

New York, Jan. 18.—In retalia-
tion for the action of the Players’
Fraternity in refusing to grant its
players permission to sign, Presi-
dents John Temer of the National
League and Ban Johnson of the Am-
erican League have decided that
hereafter their leagues will refuse
to recognize the Players’ Fraternitv
or have any dealings with it, it was
announced here yesterday. President
Johnson left this afternoon for Chi-
cago.

‘““We could take no other action,”’
said President Hener. ‘“We can no
longer have dealings with an organi-
zation which is guilty of the rank in
justice of the present action of the
fraternity, in attempting to inter-
fere with, hurt and ruin our busi-
ness.

‘“‘Hereafter the’clubs will have to
‘deal with their players individualiy,
and we cannot longer deal with any
outside body.
|  “By its strike threat the fraternity
shas of itself destroyed the agree-
‘ment we drew up with it in 1913,
iwhen numerous concessions were
igranted to the players. The fact that
jthe fraternity admits the big leagues
thave treated it fairly and squarely,
jbave kept all their pledges, and that
it has absoluely no grievance ag-
ainst them, made such action on our
part inevitable.”

When he learned that the major
leagues considered their agreement
with the fraternity broken,  and
wduld no longer recognize it, Presi-
dent Fultz of the fraternity said:
“They will be only too glad to re-
cognize us after this case comes {9
a head. Perhans organized baseball
would rather deal directlv with or-
ganized labor, which ecan know noth-
ing of the fundamentals of baseball
law, such as the reserve clause, th2
release clause, and other basebail
factors.
