Following ie a continuation of last 
week’s discussion on the beet meth­
ods of destroying certain weeds 
affecting Ontario farms:
Npraylng With Iron Sulphate to Pre­

vent Mustard From Heeding In 
Cereal Crops.

Iron sulphate or copperas can be 
successfully used to destroy mustard 
In standing grain without injury to 
the crop.
Preparation of Solution.

A 20 per cent, solution should be 
applied. This can be prepared by 
dissolving 80 pounds of Iron sulphate 
in forty gallons of water. Iron sul­
phate is dissolved quite readily In 
cold water. The solution should be 
strained through a cheese cloth, as 
H la put Into the spray pump tank.
This will remove dirt and small par­
ticles that are apt to clog the 
nossles.
Time to Apply.

Apply on a calm clear day Just aa 
soon as the first few plants In the Waterdown 
fields show flowers. It Is very Im­
portant to spray early. If the plants 
are left too long the treatment is 
not nearly so effective. If a heavy 
rain comes within twenty-four hours 
after the solution is applied, it will 
be necessary to spray again.
How to Apply the Solution.

An ordinary hand pump barrel 
sprayer, such as is employed to spray 
fruit trees may be used, or a potato 
sprayer can be
work. Many of the up-to-date spray­
ers have a special broadcast attach­
ment for spraying weeds. These 
excellent for large areas, as they cov­
er a wide strip at each round. Care 
must be taken to see that every 
Mustard plant is covered with the 
solution in the form of a fine spray.
