THRILLING EXPERIENCES.

Adventures of Commander McGJffin in. 
the Yalu Fight.

The battle between the Chinese and 
Japanese navies off the mouth of the 
Yalu river will long be remembered. 
Among the names that figure prominently 
in connection with it. Is that of comman­
der McGiffln, who was captain of the 
Chen Yuen. In an interview granted to 
Per Mare, an English naval journal, a 
short time ago, he said : “I was stopping 
to lift up a hose when the ship was on 
fire and a missle of some sort passed 
between my legs and arms. It just 
took a graze out of each wrist—see!" 
Here he bared his wrists, exhibiting a 
deep scar on each of them. , “Narrow 
squeak? Yes; but I had others yet nar­
rower. Then a piece of shell took a lit­
tle bit out of my stomach, but that 
wasn't serious; the worst wound was 
from a bit of shell that, bursting near 
me, tore all my thigh. I feel that still, 
every now and again; indeed, I'm yet 
in the doctor's hands for it."

THE MOOT EXCITING 
of his experiences, however, came when 
the Chen Yuen took fire forward, and 
the Chinese sailors could not be got to 
cross the decks to put it out unless an 
officer led them. Only one Chinaman 
volunteered—tihe gunnery lieutenant in 
the port barbette. He could not, how­
ever, be spared, so Commander McGiffln 
had to go himself. As soon as he was 
on the forças tie, one of the big guns was 
fired right across it. “The firing,” he 
sàys, “blew us all off our legs; the man 
by my side was killed—his eyes blown 
out; all. of us, in fact, were killed or 
wounded. I wa# thrown over a hose 
that had been cut by a shot, and the 
water spurting up revived me." Here he 
found himself In perhaps the most aw­
ful predicament that ft Is possible to con­
ceive. “I opened my eyes and looked 
right down the muzzle of the other gun, 
and I never felt in such a devil of a 
funk in all my life. I watched the gun 
being trained at me a^few seconds be­
fore I could do anything. It got stead­
ier, I realized that In an Instant it would 
fire, and then at length I screwed my­
self up to the pitch, and rolled over the 
top-side on to the deck, some eight feet 
below me. As I fell tfhe gun went off.”

An abundant and well-saved store 
for the winter is assured for the feed of 
the cattle,, and the fruit yield now fast 
ripening promises to be more remunera­
tive to the orchadlsts than last year.

blirmThe Gresham lectures on astronomy 

are a great Institution in the British 
scientific world. They# were this year 
given by Prof. Ledger, one of them be­
ing titled, Knocks in Their Relation to 
Astronomy. So replete with new ideas 
as to what is going on above, below and 
around us was this lecture that it has 
caused considerable interest, not alone 
to scientists, but also to the intelligent 
world at large. Prof. Ledger Is of opin­
ion that the universe, instead of being 
fixed, is alive, with motion, each star, 
with Its attendant planets, hurrying 
through space. If star should knock 
against'Star, the intense heat and fierce 
fire generated by the enormous velocity 
and vast momentum of the two masses 
would be such as to pass human con­
ception. It may be that the sun was 
formed by the collision of two stars.
The effect of two such bodies attracting 
each other and meeting would be to re­
duce them to a violently agitated, mass 
of gas, which would oscillate, first in­
wardly, producing inconceivable heat, and 
then outwardly, ultimately assuming the 
condition of the sun.
gult would be that the two bodies would 
revolve around thelr common center of 
gravity—that is to say around each other 
—creating a double star. Lord Kelvin 
claims to have calculated that if 20.000,- 
900 solid globes, each of the mass of the 
moon, should be scattered ovet a spheri­
cal surface 100 times t^ie radius of the 
earth's eurface, they would come to­
gether and be raised to a temperature 
of 100,000 degrees. They would oscillate 
outwardly and inwardly reaching to a 
less distance each time, and ultimately 
settle down into a sphere. The nebulae 
we see around us may, Prof. Ledger sug­

Any amateur car­
penter may easily make the rack out of 
pine strips a half inch thick and an Inch 
and a half wide. The jars are filled with 
fruit and covered with the syrup made 
from their Juice in the case of soft fruit 
like berries, and of water to seven pounds 
of sugar in the case of harder fruits, like 
peaohes, pears and plums. The covers 
are screwed down without rubber, and 
the jars set on this rack and separàted 
by kitchen towels. They are immersed 
up to thelr necks in warm water, which is 
allowed to côme to the boiling point. In 
the case of delicate fruits like strawber­
ries? the water is allowed to boil but two 
minutes around the jars. In the case of 
pineapples it bolls five minutes, in case 
of peaches, pears and plums and moat 
other fruits 20 minutes. As soon as the 
time of boiling ls over, the fruit is re­
moved at once, jar by jar, the cover is 
taken off, the jar is filled to the brim with 
fresh boiling syrup to take the place of 
that which has been absorbed, the rub­
ber is put on and the cover is screwed 
up as tight as possible. When the jars 
are cold the covers are tightened again, 
and each jar is wrapped in paper to ex­
clude its contents from the light and is 
set away in a preserve closet This closet 
should be in a place where the uniform 
temperature is as near to 50 degrees as 
possible. A dry cellar is usually the best

young men left town with the Intention 
of exploring the bald mountain across 
the river on the south side of the Eagle 
Pass and a few miles north of the Beg- 
bie glacier in the Gold range. The day 
was frightfully hot and the mosquitoes 
were terrible, but they reached the sum­
mit of the wooded ridge which looks from 
the town to be at* the foot of the 
Bald mountain. This was accomplish­
ed in about 10 hours, with a rest for 
dinner. They went into camp at about 
5:50-,/ln the evening on the shore of a 
small lake, having followed up a creek 
all the day. The height they attained 
was probably 6,000 feet, btit they could 
not see the town on account of the close­
ness of the trees, which were mostly ce­
dar and from 160 to 200 feet high, but 
could catch glimpses of the Columbia 
river like a narrow yellow ribbon wound 
around the foot of the opposite moun­
tains. Next morning, going along the 
ridge, they caught sight of the bald 
mountain to the south, and it appeared 
just as far away from that point as It 
did from the town. The intervening 
country Jv&b rough and tangled under­
neath the dense timber which covered 
the steep valleys, and It was though ad­
visable to return.-----There may be lots
of mineral In the big bare mountain, but 
very little was found in tbe timber on 
the ridges. Iron was plentiful In places— 
not the solid Iron in veins, but running 
in shale and decayed limestone. Some 
specimens of iron pyrites and wrey cop­
per were chipped off, and several quartz 
veins were examined, but no gold could 
be noticed. Some low-grade galena was 
also met with», but It did not appear to 
be worth assaying. Tliere is no doubt 
that ore exists In all these mountains, 
and may be brought to light some day. 
But a thorough search will take months, 
and the mosquitoes are too bloodthirsty 
Just now for anyone to undertake such 
a task. October will be a good time to 
go prospecting in the Gold range. Many 
fresh bears’ tracks were seen, some of 
them (the tracks) apparently but a few 
minutes old, in the black mud near the 
creek, but the undergrowth was to dense 
that 20 bears might have been within 20 
yards and not be visible. The trip it­
self was grand, tout space forbids my en­
larging on It here.-----Last Saturday be­
fore Judge Cornwall, William Doyle was 
sentenced to two years’ imprisonment- 
one for ill-treating a Chinaman and one 
for resisting and assaulting Deputy-Con­
stable Cadman, who endeavored to ar­
rest him in the absence of Constable 
Graham.

Perfectly astounding is the 
account of the lengths to which the 
Chinese lack of preparation were car­
ried. The commander declares that the 
Japanese were as much afraid of the 
Chinese as the Chinese of them, and 
that "but for treachery the islanders 
would have been beaten. I went Into 
battle, he says, confident that we’d win. 
The Chinese lord of the admiralty, how­
ever, was actually in the Japanese pay, 
like most of the other officials, and he 
took good care that we hadn’t the means 
of doing much harm to the Japs. We 
had precious few shells for our big guns— 
and though, unlike those given out to 
land forts, they were full of powder, as 
we had filled them ourselves—yet the 
fuses of some of them were coal dust!"

THE CABLE CERTAIN.
When spoken to In* Vancouver, John 

W. Mackay declined to say anything 
about cable or telegraph matters. A 
Seattle exchange, however, -reports him 
as having spoken as follows while In 
that city. “Another great enterprise 
which Is sure to soon be carried out, will 
be the laying of a cable across the Paci­
fic coast to Australia and Japan. In­
dependent cables may be laid to each 
country. The opening up of commer­
cial relatljns with a great country like 
.Japan with 45,000,000 people, who are 
making rapid strides in arts, science and 
commerce, and needing, as they do so 
many of our products In exchange for 
what they can give us, means more than 
one can conceive to a great country like 
ours. Telegraphic communication direct 
to Australia will have a wonderfully 
stimulating effect ogi the lumber trade of 
your country, for while one ship laden 
with lumber goes now, 10 will then plow 
the waves, and you can easily judge 
what effect that will have on the coun­
try. As It is now, telegraphic communi­
cation with Australia is very expensive, 
as a message has to go about 22,000 miles, 
almost girdling the earth. It will only 
cost about $10,000,000 to build a cable to 
Australia, and would be a good paying 
investment.”

Speaking of the Alaskan and Siberian 
telegraphic line, which was started years 
■Ago and abandoned, Mr. Mackay said 
•that 4t was a wild, visionary scheme, and 
could never have been successfully 
operated, as the cost of maintenance 
would have been double what the Income

THE VERNON BLAZE.
Vernon, Aug. 8.—At about 2 o’clock this 

morning the alarm of fire rang through­
out the town. It had been discovered 
that the stable occupied by Knight Bros., 
butchers, was on fire. The blaze started 
in the hay-loft and was soon in full pos­
session of the building. A horse and har­
ness belonging to Knight Bros; "was speed­
ily rescued. The flames then spread to 
the adjoining buildings In front, one of 
which was occupied by P. Watson, bar­
ber, which speedily yielded to the flames. 
By this time the brigade had got their 
hand engine down to the hydrant oppo­
site the Victoria hotel, but found that lit­
tle could be done, as through lack of use 
the engine was hard to work, and but a 
very small stream of water was forced 
through the hose. The next structure 
attacked was a large shed filled with 
farm Implements, the property of W. R. 
Megaw. Some of these had been pulled 
out by willing hands, but the heat be­
came intense and about $700 worth was 
destroyed. The next building was on the 
corner, once occupied as a printing office, 
but now empty. The devourer soon had 
these four buildings in a terrific blaze. 
The efforts of many willing workers Were 
now turned towards saving the Victoria 
hotei and Megaw’s brick block on either 

fire. Sparks falling rapidly, 
the heat blackened the walls of the hotel, 
but through the herculean efforts of the 
brigade both the hotel and brick, block 
were saved. The fire has taught a salu- 
tary lesson^ and we trust the city fathers 
will heed the warning. As was clearly 
demonstrated, the protection ls utterly In­
adequate to the needs. The Mayor and 
Aldermen Pound, Goulet and Fuller, and 
the majority of the citizens, were on 
hand, working like true men for the sal­
vation of the city. The morning was 
quite calm, otherwise we would probably 
have had a clean sweep of the whole 
business portion of the city. The losses 
are not great, as the buildings consumed 
were the cheapest kind of wooden struc­
tures, Mr. Watson, the barber, and Mr. 
Megaw being the heavy losers.
