The Situation in Russia.

Gladstone’s Policy Favoring Russian
Designs.—The Scientific Frontier.
—Russian Mystery and Intrigue.—
The Military Element Leading the
Game.

(London Times, j *-
England has allowed herself to be 

deceived into Imaginingy that a 
Liberal Cabinet, friendly towards 
•Russia and opposed to the far-seeing 
plans of Lord Boaconsfield, which 
irritated the Russians so much be­
cause they forestalled their own pet 
schemes, would help to stop Russian 
conquest in Central Asia instead of 
helping on its progress. Mr. Glad­
stone’s present lease of power has 
simply given Russia the opportunity 
of doin£ what she never would have 
done with the late Lord Beacons-, 
field at the head of affairs. Russia 
has all along expressed the greatest 
affection for Mr. Gladstone and the 
greatest anxiety lest he should be 
deprived of a majority ; while at 
the same time, as anybody who has 
known this country during the last 
two or three years can in no way 
deny, the Russians in the highest 
ranks of society have done nothing 
but laugh in their sleeves at the 
Christian simplicity shown by the 
English Premier in this 19th cen­
tury. The wisdom of the serpent 
which General Stoliotoff recom­
mended Shere Ali Khan to use 
against us in 1878, has certainly 
not been a distinguishing feature of 
the present British Government in 
its dealings with Russia, and Russia 
has undoubtedly profited by this 
circumstance. Having got us to 
give up the “ scientific frontier” of 
Lord Beaeensfield and to go on in 
reality without any exact Indian 
frontier at all, Russia then set her­
self to work unopposed to make a 
scientific, otherwise geographical 
and ethnological, frontier for herself. 
Had England persisted in her own 
scientific frontier, kept Candahar, 
and built the Quetta railway, the 
state of affairs on the Afghan fron­
tier would now be very different 
from what it is. It would have been 
well for England's prestige in Asia 
if her Government had long ago 
recognized the obvious truth that a 
purely diplomatic frontier with a 
military colossus like Russia in 
Central Asia was an utter impossi­
bility, and that even the so-called 
neutral zone peopled by Asiatic 
brigands has really only served to 
afford Russia a fuller scope for the 
prosecution of her Central Asian 
plans, while we comforted ourselves 
with a policy of masterly inactivity.

It is always a difficult task to find 
the mainspring of action in any 
particular line of policy in Russia, 
where everything is surrounded by 
mystery and intrigue. In the pre­
sent case Hie difficulty is more than 
usually groat. All that? we can do 
is to note the general opinion among 
well-informed persons as to the per­
sonages who are supposed to be 
pulling the strings in this Afghan 
frontier business. That they are all 
to be found in the military element 
there is little doubt. First and fore­
most in general report is Prince 
Dondoukoff Korsakoff, Governor of 
the Caucasus, and Supreme Chief of 
the Transcaspian region, a very 
lively, energetic, little man, and 
decidedly of the Asiatic school 
of Russian military adminis­
trators. At one time he was a 
member of the Territorial Assembly 
of Pskoff after leaving the Govern­
ment service because he could not 
obtain the post of Ataman ef the 
Don Cossacks, and among bis col­
leagues on the Zemstvo board he 
was regarded as the “ enfant terri­
ble,” who was ever proposing mat­
ters which the Assembly had no 
right to entertain, and which would 
have been very objectionable to the 
Government authorities. After his 
Bulgarian work he became Governor 
of Kieff, and subsequently found 
his jfcy to the Caucasus, where he 
now reigns supicme on "both sides 
of the Caspian. When recently in 
St. Petersburg be spoke openly of 
advancing in the Transcaspian terri­
tory and made no secret of having 
proposed very bold measures in that 
quarter. If any one has had any­
thing in particular to do with the 
recent Russian movements it is 
Prince Dondoukoff. whè is already 
spoken of as a firebrand.

In St. Petersburg there are the 
Ministry of War and the Grand 
Staff, where the chief control . is 
supposed to be exercised over Af­
ghan frontier affairs, and which to 
gether constitute the great bugbear 
of M. de Giera in “his endeavors to 
bring about a diplomatic and peace­
ful understanding. All the arrange­
ments of the Minister for Foreign 
AQfrirs are liable to be upset at any 
m'ornent by information received 
from these two great Departments. 
It is generally believed also that 
theré is a certain amount of antag­
onism between the heads of these 
two potent agencies. The Minister 
of War, General Vanofsky, is in 
very bad and feeble health, and is 
credited with the desire, if not the 
necessity through ill-health, of re- 
t|rjg^>x'and General Obrutcheff, 
OhieTof the Grand Staff, is believed 
to covet the post, and to be more 
inclined to approve the military 
position now taken up in Central 
Asia tfean the War Minister. In 
any casé the military element con­
tinue to lead the game, and this is a 
bad sign.

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The Afghan Embroglio.

The Feeling in St. Petersburg.—
Opinions of the German Press.

(London Times.)
St. Petersburg, April 13.—There 

is a strong impression here that far­
ther conflicts will he heard of from 
the Russo-Afghaq frontier before 
long. Afghans are not the kind of 
people to suffer a defeat and not at­
tempt to revenge themselves unless 
completely crushed.

The telegram stating that Abdur­
rahman will not answer for the 
safety of our troops in Afghanistan 
has been received with great amnse- 
ment here in the highest circles, as 
completely confirming the absurdity 
of trusting Afghans in any way 
whatever, and as showing the dan­
gerous results of England having 
committed herself to the policy of 
an Afghan alliance without securing 
absolute control in the matter.

Berlin, April 15.—Here are a 
few straws showing which way the 
wind is at present blowing here. In 
an article entitled “ 1855 and 1885 ” 
the Kreuz Zeitung remarks

“ Certainly we are on a very geod and 
friendly footing with England. But then 
these relations must always be of a some­
what platonic character, seeing that Eng­
land can neither injure nor benefit us 
very much. But Russia is our neighbour, 
with whom we have to reckon, for in 
every great crisis of our existence much 
must depend on her attitude. How, then, 
can it be doubted, how is it possible to 
weigh tor a moment, what our place would 
have to be if, in the event of a collision 
between England and Russia, we were 
compelled to declare for one or the 
other?”

Another- Conservative organ, the 
Reichsbote, writes :—

‘ We Germans have no interest at stake 
in the quarrel, atid therefore we can main­
tain a purely observant attitude. But this 
much we may say, that if England’s 
supremacy on the ocean and in the world’s 
markets be not sooner or later broken 
Germany can and will never be able to 
take the position to which she is entitled, 
while England’s predominance and her 
abuse of it can meanwhile only be suc­
cessfully combated by the Power that has 
become her territorial neighbour, and is 
now in a position to back its reasons by 
big battalions.”

The beginning of a Liberal anti- 
Russian ferment i» growing very 
perceptible in this country ; and I 
must remark that men who have 
been blaming the English Govern­
ment, and even railing at it, for its 
alleged supineness have begun to 
speak with some admiration of the 
patience and honesty displayed by 
Mr. Gladstone’s Cabinet in negotia­
tions conducted under the greatest 
difficulties and provocations. Fur­
ther, it is growing manifest to 
Liberals that a triumph of Russia 
ovtff England would be a calamity 
which every free State in Europe 
would have to mourn. The Neue 
Wiener Tagblatt says plainly “ The 
last days of England as a Great 
Power would also be the last days 
of European liberty,” and adds :—

“ One cannot understand the sympathy 
felt for Russia in German Governmental 
circles, as the overgrowth of Russia 
would certainly put Germany in peril. 
Nevertheless, it has become evident that 
Germany is on the aide of Russia. Eng­
land’s sin is doubtless that of her Liberal 
Cabinet, which has not allowed her to be 
carried along by the Reactionary currents 
of Continental policy.”

The Deutsche Zeitung, discussing 
the Dardanelles ‘question, asks 
whether England would care for the 
paper barriers which close her most 
efficacious field of operations in the 
Black Sea. The journal says that it 
has strong doubts on the point, and 
proceeds :— *

“ The blockade ef the ports in the Baltic 
would do no great harm to Russia, who 
would still have a trade road by land open 
through Germany and Austria ; whereas 
the appearance of a British fleet in the 
Black Sea would inflict serious injury on 
Russia. It would'no doubt help to foment 
a rebellion among the Caucasian tribes, 
which would be the more dangerous to 
Russia, as the Caucasus must naturally 
serve as the basis ot its operations in an 
Afghan wty\

“ On the other hand, it is impossible to 
foresee the consequences o^Turkey open­
ing the Dardanelles to English ships, 
whether willingly or under semi-compul­
sion. The secret Bulgarian committees 
of agitation are only waiting for a signal 
from Russia to strike, and how can semi­
official newspapers tell us, after this, that 
Austria-Hungary would not be involved 
in the affray ?"

The Vorstadt Zeitung expresses 
itself in a similar strain, and ridi­
cules the utterances of the semi­
official Press. It says that the at­
tempt to localize a war between the 
two greatest Powers in the world 
would be like trying to check the 
flow of the Danube at its source 
with a man’s hand. “ However,” 
it adds, “ let us clearly recognize 
that the àght between England and 
Russia would be as the struggle be­
tween man and beast, between pro­
gress and reaction, between liberty 
and despotism, between light and 
darkness.”

The Français, the Duc de Brog­
lie’s organ,says :—

“ It is stated at Berlin that the Prince 
of Wales, during his recent visit to that 
city, meeting Prince Dolgorouki, the Em­
peror of Russia’s Aide-de-Camp, said to 
him ‘ It is war, then ? ” “ No, your Royal 
Highness,’ was the reply, ‘ unless you 
lend u*s money and we lend you soldiers.’ 
This is pithy, and we wish, it were really 
true. Unfortunately, there are States — 
Russia, Turkey, and even Austria have 
too often shown it—which can make war 
without money. - Just as among men cer­
tain coarse temperaments can bear dis­
eases which would carry off more delicate 
natures, so among nations there are some 
which live with a bankruptcy which would 
put an end to the existence of a more 
civilized people.

“The advantage at the outset of the 
war would doubtless be to Russia’s large 
battalions. But England’s resources 
would develop with the prolongation of 
the struggle. The sea belongs to her, she 
can go and strike everywhere, and her

capital is inexhaustible. We still hope 
not to witness this duel between bank­
ruptcy and cr*it, between large Russian 
battalions and English forces, invested 
with the ubiquity conferred by steam and 
the possession of the sea.”

The Afghan Barrier.

The Czar rales ,100,000,000 sub­
jects ; the Queen controls in India 
250,000,000. Between the two em­
pires lies the Afghan barrier. What 
is the Afghan barrier? “To the 
majority of Englishmen,” says Mr. 
Charles Marvin, in bis interesting 
book on The Russians at the Oates of 
Herat, jnst published, “ it is a vast 
mountainous region, extremely in­
accessible, and peopled throughout 
with fierce tribes averse to any 
intercourse with the Feringbi. To 
conquer it’ would be a task equal to 

btho Russian conquest of the Cau­
casus. To attempt commercial inter­
course would be to expose England 
to the risk of having to perpetually 
avenge brutal murders. For Rus­
sia to try to march an army into 
any part of the Ameer’s dominions 
would be to iqvolve her in those dis­
asters and losses which marked our 
last Afghan war. If given to strife 
among themselves, the people are 
welded together by a common feel­
ing of patriotism against the attacks 
of outsiders. Irreclaimably cruel, 
they are best left alone ; and even*if 
Russia tore her way through the 
tribesmen, and broke the Ameer’s 
levies,--England could confront the 
wearied and mauled invaders in 
the Khyber and Bolan passes, and 
effectually check an inrush into 
India. y

, “Thus, to the view of most Eng- 
men, Afghanistan is a material as 
well as a moral barrier. To my 
view it is neither.

“ There is only one possible solu­
tion of the Central Asian question. 
If the Russian advance is to be per­
manently arrested, we must confront 
the Cossack with the Sikh. Unless 
we move up to Russia, Russia will 
move down upon Indifc. There can 
fie no permanent zone maintained 
between the two empires. The Rus­
sians are posted at the gates of 
Herat { the English are posted on 
the hills dominating the avenues to 
Candahar. Between them lie» the 
Afghan barrier.
- “That barrier, physically, is of 
such a character that the Russians 
could drive a four-in-hand from their 
own Cossack outposts to ours, and 
daring the 549 miles’ ride they 
would pass only two towns on the 
road—Herat with 50,000, and Can­
dahar with 60,000 people. There 
are bad roads in Afghanistan, but 
they do not lie between the Russians 
and the English. There are fierce 
tribes, but they lie the thinnest be­
tween the Czar’s soldiers and 
the Queen’s. There are patriotic 
Afghans, but the least sentimental 
and the most amenable to European 
influence lie between the Cossack 
and the Sikh. There are fearful 
mountains, but they do not lie 
along the road I mention. Horrible 
deserts exist, but in this'cade the 
most fertile parts of Afghanistan 
mark the route. In one word, there 
is nO bamer aUall betwoyi the Rus­
sians and the ^English, except such 
as we ourselves may try and create, 
and interpose to check the advance 
of the Cossack.

“ Let me put the matter more 
plainly in the shape ot a parable.

“ A c^Hain man stood at the 
junction of two roads : one a level 
railway, along which, in the dis­
tance, could be seen a locomotive 
advancing, and the other a winding 
post-road, which disappeared over a 
lofty bill. Seeing him standing on 
the metals, people shout to the man 
to beware of the1 advancing train. 
But the man refused to look along 
the line ; he kept his gaze fixed on 
the old post-road, and replied, ‘I can 
see no stage-coach coming over the 
mountain ; I don’t believe in your 
warnings.’ And so he stood ob­
stinately on the metals, refusing to 
move, until the train came up and 
cut him to pieces.

“ Such has been the attitude of 
England and her statesmen 1n re­
gard to the Russian advance upon 
India. The advance was formerly 
through Orenburg and the deserts 
of Central Asia. When English 
statesmen looked in those days to­
ward the advancing Cossack, they 
gazed at Cabool and the lofty Hin- 
doo-Koosh in its rear. There was a 
barrier then. But since 1869 the 
Russians have been advancing in 
another direction. They have been 
rattling along the almost level road 
from the Caspian to Candahar. 
Still with woful perversity, English 
statesmen have refused todivert their 
gaze from the old mountain road, 
and have kept looking at Cabool, 
when they ought to have been 
watching Herat. To-day they are 
beginning to., glance in the right 
direction, but unless they rid them­
selves of all the old-fashioned 
notions about the Afghans and the 
Afghan barrier, the Russians will 
smash their way into India.

“ To the Russian official or officer 
who has made the journey of 3,000 
miles to get from St. Petersburg.to 
the gates of Herat, what is the 
trumpery 549 miles of easy road 
intervening between him and the 
Pi shin on l posts? The Herat-Can- 
daliav region may be a barrier to 
politicians who have passed their 
livës in babble and barleycorn 
measurements, but to Russians, ac­
customed to think no more of a 
thousand miles’ journey than the 
Londoner does of a ’bus ride to the 
Bank, the distance separating the 
Cossack from India is grotesquely i 
insignificant.” &

British Cattle Trade.

Liverpool, 18th April, 1885.— 
The extra arrivals noted in last ad­
vice have been too much for the de­
mand and prices declined fully a 
cent per pound since last week. 
The Canadians ex Brooklyn (via 
Portland) were on the market before 
the bulk of the U. S. cattle got in, 
but though there was a steady 
enough demand, in the face of large 
supplies prices could not be main 
tained, and 12c. was the most that 
could be made of the best of them. 
Supplies of fresh beef are very 
heavy this week, over 10,000 qrs. 
beef having been received since last 
Saturday. '

London on Monday was fairly 
good, and the tone of the dead meat 
markets firm, but the sudden change 
to wet, miserable weather, upset 
trade completely both at Islington 
and Deptford. In the latter place 
about 500 States bullocks, ex “ Car- 
moùa,” were offered, but not all 
sold'. Values, 8c. to 16c. per stone 
(8 lbs.) under late quotations. For 
Monday’s market the Suffolk and 
Denmark cargoes (626 bead in all) 
will probably be as much as the 
London buyers can do with.

In Glasgow, the Canadian bullocks 
offered this week were a rough lot, a 
good many of them being taken as 
stockera. Considering the long 
time those cattle had been on the 
way, both on sea and on land, they 
looked remarkably well. There 
were 270 States cattle sold at York- 
hill on Wednesday, described by a 
correspondent as a very useful lot. 
From the same source I learn that 
they averaged £22 a head, or some­
thing like 13^c. per lb. for beef.

—If Rusia declares war, her 
troops ‘will immediately proceed to 
occupy Herat; that is the under­
stood pal icy ; and it is tho under­
stood policy also that England will 
either prevent the occupation or at­
tack the Russians in occupation. 
What this all raeans\is thus graphic­
ally set forth by a writer in the Pall 
Mall Gazette as follows

“ If you ask nine out of ten of your ac- 
quintances at the present crisis what they 
would propose to do if the Russians should 
take Herat, the reply is “ Why, turn them 
out, to be sure but once the Russians 
are established there what does “ turn 
them out” mean ? Why, 60,000 British 
Soldiers with 50,000 native ones, 300 guns 
at least, 200,000 baggage animals of all 
sorts, and 100,000 camp followers ; and 
this force to march from Quetta, 500 miles 
distant from Herat, through a country 
very scantily provided with food, and Lav­
ing, on arrival at Herat, to fight a battle 
with an army which we know can and 
will fight, and in a carefully selected 
position ; and this battle may decide the 
fate of India ; for, if lost, where are we to 
retreat to?”

—“ Sir Péter Lumsden,” says a 
St. Petersburg correspondent of the 
London Daily Telegraph “ is the bete 
noir of the Russian national press. 
Not a day passes without his name 
being mentioned, and always in the 
most uncomplimentary terms. Ho 
is looked upon as the vqry incar­
nation of British Chauvinism, and 
he has been accused in more than 
one newspaper here with having de­
liberately instigated the Afghans to 
bring about a conflict, with a view 
of making peace impossible. Al­
though these utterances cannot be 
regarded as altogether irresponsible, 
insomuch as they could not be 
published without the direct sanction 
of the press censor, undue import­
ance need not be attached to them. 
It is to the semi-official press that, 
one must look for the real opinions 
of the Russian Government.” *

—An official tost of Oxford Kate 
13,646 by a committee of the Ameri­
can Jersey Cattle Club, April 2-8 
(seven days,) resulted in 248£ lbs. 
of milk, yielding 38 lbs. 2 oz. of un­
salted butter and 39 lbs. 12 oz. salt­
ed. "The daily ration was 12 qts. of 
pea meal, 16 qts. of ground oats, 3 
qts. linseed oil cake, 4 qts. of bran, 
total 35 qts., to which was added a 
plentiful supply of good clover hay, 
beets and carrots. Oxford Kate is 
six years old and dropped her last 
calf Jan. 9th ; sire Pilot 183, dam 
Verclut 184ë, both in the Jersey 
herd book.
